MAC’S NOTES

EPIINFO system setup outline

Below, we give an outline of the steps that need to be taken to do a one-time initial setup of the national, provincial, and district EPIIINFO menus.  Details for each step can be found on other pages of the system documentation.

1.  In Windows **, Regional Settings, ensure that the regional setting is set to one that has a European (dd/mm/yyyy) date format.   Windows Regional Settings set to American dates (mm/dd/yyyy) will cause the system not to work correctly.

2.  Screen resolution.   The data entry screens were made and variables positioned using a screen resolution of 800 x 600.   If your computer is set to 1024 x 800*, the data entry screens will still work.  If you want to change the position of the variables, they can be moved in the EPIIINFO module MakeView, but you should check Tab Order (under **) to ensure that the cursor moves to the next variable in the correct order.

3.  Have installed the final release version of EPIIINFO version 3 (for Windows).  It can be found at http:\\www.cdc.gov\epiinfo.

4.  Copy either the national, provincial, or district folder to the c:\ drive (root of the c: drive).  The folder can be copied to a different drive (d:\) or the folder can be given a different name, but changes will be needed (details given later)

5. Run setup.pgm  (located in c:\Nat_Prov_District\Shared\Utility\PGM) using EPIINFO Analysis module (text only function)

6.  Execute “Set date interval” on the Nat_Prov_District menu under “Analysis” to set the start date and end date of all analyses

7.  On the menu, under “Utility/Setup”, “Enter province, district, and health facility names”, enter province, district, and health facility names into the tables called “District”, “Province”, and “HealthFacility” in the Utility.mdb (located at c:\Nat_Prov_District\Shared\Utility\Database\).  District names can be merged instead of typed in if done with care (details given later).

8.  Copy the “District”, “Province”, and “HealthFacility” utility tables to each database using “Copy tables to data entry .mdbs” from the second command under menu bar “Utility/Setup”

9.  Ensure that the district, province, or health facility maps are correct and in the proper location (c:\Nat_Prov_District\Shared\Maps\**??)

10.  Ensure a one-to-one correspondence between the district and health facility names and the district and heath facility maps (.shp, .shx, .dbf).  Using EPIMAP, make a choropleth map using the District”, “Province”, and “HealthFacility” tables in the Utility.mdb (located at c:\Nat_Prov_District\Shared\Utility\Database\)

11.  Run several choropleth and case-based maps to see if the .map files work correctly.  Make adjustments to .map files as needed.

12.  Merge old data from existing EPIINFO Windows databases into the new database structures if desired.

13.  Test analyses to ensure that they work correctly.



What you need to do if you place the folder on a drive other than c:\ or if you rename the folder:
1.  Make changes to path in the setup.pgm
2.  Make changes to path in the .mnu file in the startup section at the end
