IDS Surveillance Quality Indicators
Measurement by District Officers


District surveillance officers should measure the integrated disease surveillance quality indicators every quarter.    The IDS Indicators Guidelines document contains details about the process of measuring the indicators.  A tool for measuring the indicators is found in the Guidelines.  The data to measure the indicators is taken from health facility supervisory visits and data at the district level.  District need to have a method to measure the timeliness of health facility reporting of the monthly IDS form.  In addition, the district needs to keep the District Log of Suspected Outbreaks and Rumors so that they can measure some of the indicators.   The District 2-Page Outbreak Report needs to be completed for each outbreak that is investigated by the district team.
Measurement by Provincial Officers


Provincial officers are also expected the measure IDS indicators when they make supervisory visits to the districts and health facilities.   IDS Indicators Guidelines document contains a tool that provincial supervisors can use to measure IDS indicators in each district.
