STOP Team Data Managers for Kenya and Angola
1. You have the latest beta version of EPIINFO version 3

2. Kenya and Angola are probably using EPIINFO 2002 version 2.   
a. EPIINFO 2002 version 2 does not do case-based mapping

b. EPIINFO 2002 version 2 does not have the SUMMARIZE program (which is used in a couple of the measles analyzes)

3. EPIINFO version 3 will be released in two weeks (by the end of September)
4. For the first month, we would suggest that you set up a test system (menu) with EPIINFO version 3 using the real Kenya and Angola data.

a. Jinghong will FedEx the final release of EPIINFO version 3 on CD during the first week of October

b. To make the new system work, the district and province names will have to copy from the National_EPI_Unit_Utility_Databases.mdb to the Utility.mdb

5. In the meantime, you can upgrade their EPIINFO version 2 systems with measles and AFP analyses by doing the following:

a. Upgrade to case-based mapping

i. Save the EPIMAP.exe from EPIINFO version 3

ii. Rename the EPIMAP.exe in the \EPI_INFO folder (version 2) to EPIMAP OLD.exe

iii. Copy the version 3 EPIMAP.exe file to the version 2 \EPI_INFO folder.

iv. Test by running the case-based measles and AFP map
v. Adjust for start_date and end_date

1. Copy start_date, end_date pgms to version 2 system

2. or, remove start_date, end_date from case-based map pgms for measles and AFP

b. Add critical measles and AFP analyses

i. Change SUMMARIZE command to FREQ XXXX WEIGHTVAR=XXXX OUTTABLE=XXX command (variable name will be “COUNT”

c. Measles.mdb and AFP.mdb will have to be connected to the National_EPI_Unit_Utility_Databases.mdb
