Rebuild Steps: (Lan Database)
1. Shut down TIMS sybase server engine from network server. 

2. Make a backup of the TIMS database (TIMS.DB) and log file (TIMS.LOG).
3. Remove or rename TIMS.LOG file.

4. Copy TIMS.DB from network drive (G: or T:….) to C:\TIMS folder.
5. Copy REBUILDER.EXE file to TIMS application folder (same folder of  the TIMS.EXE).
6. Run REBUILDER.EXE.
7. Click on [Rebuild] button.
8. Click on [Yes] button to start to run rebuild database utilities.
9. Pop up a run dbunload.exe window (It may takes a few minutes to finish).
10. Click on [Ok] button after dbunload.exe window closed.
11. Pop up a run dbinit.exe window (It may takes a few minutes to finish).
12. Click on [Ok] button after dbinit.exe window closed.
13. Pop up a run isql.exe window (It may takes more then half hour to finish).
14. ISQL error message box pop up with a message <Error in file reload.sql at line 14093 Only PUBLIC settings are allowed for option ‘Thread count’>.
15. Click on [Continue] button.

16. Click on [Ok] button after isql.exe window closed.

17. Click on [Ok] button, Rebuild Application Window closed.

18. Copy C:\TIMS\TIMS.DB file back to network driver (where it comes from step 2).

19. Run TIMS sybase server engine from network server.
