What’s New in Update 1.1.2a?

Overview

This update fixes several bugs in MakeView and Enter and one bug in Analysis that may cause problems to those doing intensive data entry, intending to enter more than 32,000 records, or doing analysis of data from complex sample surveys.   A number of features have been added in Enter to make navigation easier without using the mouse and thus enable faster data entry.  The adjustment of Views under screens of different resolutions has been improved, but is not yet optimal.  

Do you need this Update?

If you wish to use the CSAMPLE functions for complex sample data in Analysis, then you need the update, as a bug in the CSAMP.DLL prevented its proper operation.  If you are implementing a system that will have more than 32000 records in one table, or want to start the UniqueKey numbers with a number larger than this, you need the update.  If you do a lot of data entry and need the Shift-Tab function to navigate to a previous field, the update will provide this and other tab key functions.  

Otherwise, you probably do not need the update, and can enjoy using Version 1.1.2 of November 2001 until the release of Epi Info 2002 sometime in the late Spring or Summer of 2002.

Instructions for Installing the Update

The Update requires that you first have installed Version 1.1.2, available on the Epi Info Website since November 2001 at www.cdc.gov/epiinfo.

To install the update, first download the file  EpiPatch112a.exe  from the same site.  Then click on its icon or otherwise run it to do the update.  It will check to be sure that you have Version 1.1.2 before installing (meaning that you can only install it once).  

List of Features and Fixes in This Update

A bug that limited the starting number for UniqueKeys to 32,768 and the number of records in one table to the same number has been corrected.  The limits are now 2,146,000,000 as the starting number and 2,147,000,000 records in one table (but, for backup and safety, break up your dataset into much smaller tables than this).   You can however, allocate blocks of a million UniqueKeys to 2,146 agencies without having overlapping UniqueKeys.

The default UniqueKey that is offered on making a data table can be set from the command line in Enter by adding a number as the last parameter (all digits, no quotation marks).  If the data table has already been made, this parameter has no effect.

When Views are displayed on machines of different resolution, or the resolution is changed, the data entry fields no longer become smaller than the data to be entered.  

The validation in legal, comment legal, and code fields has been improved.  The selection list can be viewed by pressing F4 and selecting with the down-arrow key followed by tab or enter.  

Other Keyboard Functions for Entering Data in Views

General approach

In accord with Windows interface standards, the Tab key moves forward from field to field and Shift+Tab moves backward.  Because this sometimes causes unwanted effects (if check code is activated when moving up, for example) it is possible to prevent check code from running by holding down the Control (Ctrl) key in combination with the Tab or Shift +Tab.

Tab

· Movement

· Next field in the tab order gets the focus

· Checkcode execution

· Field data changed

· The after event checkcode is executed for the field losing the focus.

· The before event checkcode is executed for the field getting the focus.

· Field data not changed

· Same behavior as if the field data was changed.

Shift+Tab

· Movement

· Previous field in the tab order gets the focus.

· Checkcode execution

· Field data changed

· The after event checkcode is executed for the field losing the focus.

· The before event checkcode is executed for the field getting the focus.

· Field data not changed

· Same behavior as if the field data was changed.

Ctrl+Tab

· Movement

· No movement.  The control that has the focus keeps the focus.

· Checkcode execution

· No checkcode is executed

Ctrl+Shift+Tab

· Movement

· Previous field in the tab order gets the focus.

· Checkcode execution

· Field data changed

· The after event checkcode is executed for the field losing the focus.

· Field data not changed

· No checkcode is executed
