Editing Childhood Lead Surveillance Data

This handbook is designed to aid state and local childhood lead poisoning surveillance and program staff in identifying and correcting errors in their lead poisoning surveillance data.

When data is submitted to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention National Childhood Lead Poisoning Database, a series of programs check the data for valid values and inconsistencies.  These programs produce reports indicating the data errors and a file containing any rejected records.  The files produced are:

· Report of the Rejected Records

             *****.RPT

· File of Rejected Records


             *****.BAD

· Alert Report




             *****.ALT

The report of rejected records and the alert report are sent to the state to assist them in correcting any errors.  The file of rejected records is not useful to most programs, so it is not returned to the state unless requested.

If you make any corrections to your database, you must do a ‘Corrections Extract’.  However, if you only have a couple of corrections, we have browse and update capability and can make a small number of changes manually (you must still update your database with corrections). 

Report of Rejected Records - *****.RPT

Records listed in the report are NOT loaded into the national database.  The top part of the report contains messages from the record-by-record (first level) validation.  The bottom part has messages that occur during the load of records to the master file when relational validations are performed.  When a CHI or ADD record is rejected in the first level processing, any related records (by ID) will be rejected in the second part of the processing.  Here is a sample report:
