Women were considered to have received
counseling if they responded “yes” to either
receiving counseling about birth control or getting
sterilized.

This objective is a modification of Healthy People
2000 objective 14.12, which tracked the proportion
of clinicians who counseled 81 to 100 percent of
their patients about family planning; it was tracked
using the Primary Care Providers Surveys, OPHS,
ODPHP and the Prevention in Primary Care Study,
American College of Preventive Medicine.

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality
and have been suppressed. Information on
suppression of data for the major Healthy People
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy
People Statistical Note.*
