The baseline and target have been revised based
on NHIS as the revised data source. The original
baseline (1994-95) was based on the Survey of
Income and Program Participation (SIPP). The
original baseline of 52 percent was revised to 43
percent. The target was proportionally adjusted
from 82% to 80 percent to reflect the revised
baseline using the original target-setting method.

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality
and have been suppressed. Information on
suppression of data for the major Healthy People
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy
People Statistical Note.*
