The objective text was revised
from “Increase the proportion of health care
providers that provide emergency contraception” to
“Increase the proportion of family planning agencies
that offer emergency contraception”. The text of the
objective was revised to reflect that the data
collection is of methods offered at the clinic site
(rather than a measure of the quantity of a service
or method actually provided to clients).
