Males are considered to have never had sexual
intercourse before age 15 if they report that they
either never had sexual intercourse with a female or
their age at first intercourse was greater than 15
years.

The baseline data are from the NSAM. As of data
year 2002, the NSFG replaced NSAM as the data
source for monitoring this objective.

This objective is adapted from Healthy People 2000
objective 5.4, which tracked the proportion of
adolescents aged 15 to 17 years who engaged in
sexual intercourse. This measure tracks the
proportion of males aged 15 to 19 years who have
never engaged in sexual intercourse.

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality
and have been suppressed. Information on
suppression of data for the major Healthy People
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy
People Statistical Note.*
