Destructive periodontal disease is the loss of
attachment greater than or equal to 4mm in one or
more sites as measured at the mid-facial and mesial
facial line angles on each tooth in two randomly
selected quadrants, one in the maxillary (upper)
arch and one in the mandibular (lower) arch. These
two quadrants include one randomly selected
guadrant in the maxillary arch and one quadrant in



the mandibular arch.

Although a similar measurement is used to track the
comparable Healthy People 2000 objective 13.6,
published data for the Healthy People 2000
objective were restricted to employed adults, while
the Healthy People 2010 data covers all
noninstitutionalized persons aged 35 to 44 years.

A description of the clinical protocol used to
diagnose destructive periodontal disease in Healthy
People 2000 has been published by NCHS.*

Baseline data for the American Indian/Alaska
Native population are from the 1999 Oral Health
Survey of Native Americans. The Indian Health
Service (IHS) collects data approximately every 10
years on the American Indian/Alaska Native
population. Data are collected on clinic users to
assess the oral health status and treatment needs of
the IHS service area population. The data reflect a
weighted sample.

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality
and have been suppressed. Information on
suppression of data for the major Healthy People
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy
People Statistical Note.?
