Comments Persons who respond “yes” to having trouble seeing 
and to using any visual adaptive devices meet the 
criteria for the objective. 

 Data (except those by education status) are age  
adjusted to the 2000 standard population using the 
age groups 18-24, 25-34, 35-44, 45-64, and 65 
years or older.  Data by education status are 
adjusted using the age groups 25-34, 35-44, 45-64, 
and 65 years or older.  Age-adjusted rates are 
weighted sums of age-specific rates.  For a 
discussion of age adjustment, see Part A, section 7.
