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Adding NHIS Extra Units to Case NManagement

Usually EXTRA units are picked up by the instrument when you ask
the housing unit coverage questions at the beginning of the interview.

Group Quarters (GQ) do not have separate living quarters, therefore, there are
no EXTRA units for a GQ by definition. If you find more GQ units than expected
as you interview, note this in the F7 notes within the case. Do not enter any
address data in the F7 notes.

Then add the EXTRA unit(s) to Case Management following these
steps:

If you find more than 16 EXTRA units, call your office before conducting the
interview at the original sample unit.

1. Go to the Case List Screen.
2. Place the cursor on the parent unit address on the Case List Screen.

3. Click "Actions" on the Menu Bar and click "Add Case" to create new record
for the EXTRA unit(s).

4. Enter the unique unit designation or correct the address for the EXTRA unit.
