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Tip Sheet: Recording 502 Radiology Exam

This tip sheet has been developed to assist panel clinics conducting U.S. Visa health examinations for
applicants who are required to undergo 502 Chest X-Ray Examination as part of their Immigration Medical

Examination (IME).

Once the health case is at Exam in Progress status, you can start recording the 502 Chest X-ray

Examination.

Note: If your health case is ready to proceed to the examination state, it should be available in the In progress tab in
your clinic inbox.
Note: Throughout the examination a red asterisk * will display for mandatory fields.
