Liaisons to EST

Communication.  The communication liaison will review interpreted statistical reports to assist with the development of information for the director’s report and for media releases.

Lab:  One or two laboratory liaisons with informatics expertise to link case data with lab data, share information about drug susceptibility, and identify indicators or surrogate lab measures during a surge.  
  
MCCM:   One or two MCCM liaisons will help evaluate the efficacy of prevention, treatment, and adverse effects.

Worker Safety.  The worker safety liaison will evaluate risks for responders and the efficacy of prevention practices.
