An updated version of the Smallpox Outbreak System (SOS) is available for download from ftp://ftp.cdc.gov/pub/EPIP.   After clicking on this link, you will see the SOS.zip file.  Click on this file and select “Open” to download it.   Then move the SOS folder to your desktop (recommended) or another preferred location on your computer.  Once moved, extract the contents of the zipped file and open the SOS folder.  Click on Smallpox Menu.exe to get started.  Additional information 
Instructions for downloading the SOS are also available on the FTP server in the file named @Read Me First.txt.
If you already have a copy of the SOS on your desktop, you will need to rename it, move it, or delete it before downloading the new version.  If you want to save any data that you have entered in the project, take the following steps before downloading the new version:
1. Open the SOS folder on your desktop and open the Smallpox Menu.  
2. For each form in which you have entered data, package the data for transport as follows.
a. Select the form with a single click on the tab.
b. Select Transmit Data…with PII / PHI.
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Follow the prompts to package the data, close the transport dialog box, click OK to close the initial instructions box, then Click Yes to show the folder and list of data packages. 
3. Close the Smallpox menu.
4. Rename your current SOS folder (e.g., add a date extension to the name).
5. Download the new SOS version as instructed below.
6. Go to the new SOS folder and select SmallpoxMenu.exe.
7. From the Smallpox Menu, select the form for which you have data.
8. Once that form has opened, select File (upper left corner of the Epi Info screen), then Import Data … from Data Package.
9. Select the data file (*.edp7) from your archived folder and import.
