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Documentation of the Detail Natality Public-Use Tape File for 1985 Data

The natality data file is maintained by calendar year. For the first time,
the 1985 file contains data on a 100 percent basis from all reporting

areas. For all but one area, the data was submitted on computer tapes. The

remaining area was 100 percent coded and keyed at the national level. As a
result the weight field (tape location 208) now contains a one for al]

records.

Natality tabulations, published by the National Center for Health

Statistics/Division of Vital Statistics (NCHS/DVS), are by place of

residence unless otherwise specified in the tables. Births to nonresidents

of the United States (Foreign Residents) are excluded from these

tabulations. However, tables by place of occurrence include births to
foreign residents of the United States and totals differ from resident

tables.

If your totals differ from NCHS published figures, different handling of
foreign residents may be the reason. Foreign residents can be identified by

code 52 through 57 and 59 in tape locations 13-14.

Geographic Code Outline

The following pages show in detail the geographic codes used by the Division of

Vital Statistics in the processing of vital event data occurring in the United

States. When an event occurs to a nonresident of the United States, residence

data are coded only to the “State” level; several western hemisphere countries
or the remainder of the world are uniquely identified. Along with the Division

of Vital Statistics codes, the Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS)

codes are shown for several items. Both sets of codes appear on the vital event

public-use files. Except for the Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area (SMSA)

codes, the vital statistics codes are effective with the 1982data year and are

based on results of the 1980Census. The SPLSA codes are effective with the 1980
data year and are also based on the 1980Census.

To aid the user in interpreting the geographic codes, a brief explanation of the

codes and of the column headings/abbreviations shown on the following pages are:

State (St): Each State and the District of Columbia are numbered alphabetically.
In addition, several unique codes are used to identify nonresidents of the U.S.

County (Cnty): Counties and county equivalents (independent and coextensive
cities) are numbered alphabetically within each State.

SMSA: Standard metropolitan statistical areas are those established by the U.S.

Office of Management and Budget (OMB) using final 1980 Census population counts.
For New England, the New England County Metropolitan Areas (NECIIA) are used.

M/NM: Metropolitan counties (code 1) are component counties of SMSA’S.

Nonmetropol itan counties (code 2) are not part of any SMSA.

City: Cities are numbered alphabetically within each State and identify each

city with a population of 10,000 or more in 1980.

P/s: Population size code for city of residence based on the 1980Census. Refer

to the code outline given earlier in this document for specific codes and

meanings.

Name: Each State, county, and city name is listed along with its respective

code. In addition, places used to identify nonresidents of the U.S. are also

listed along with their codes.

FIPS: For an explanation of FIPS codes, reference

SOURCES OF DATA

Statistics for all States and the District of Columbia are based on the total

file of records received on computer data tapes; no States are sampled at

50-percent rate. Therefore, the sections on sampling of birth records and

reliability of estimates are not applicable to 1.g85data.

CLASSIFICATION OF DATA

Marital status.-.

Because of the substantial increase in all measures of nonmarital childbearing

in 1?85, an intensive evaluation of the national data was made. There has

been continuing concern that the new method, incorporating data based on a

comparison of surnames, might overstate the number of births to unmarried women,

particularly among those women W+O have retained their maiden surname as their

legal surname after marriage. The evaluation included comparisons of trends

in all measures of births to unmarried mothers between 1980, when the new method

was first put into use, and 1985. Trends in States with a marital status item

on the birth certificate were compared with trends in those States providing

inferential data based on a comparison of surnames. The comparisons were made

for white and black births separately and by age of mother. The results were

remarkably similar for both data sets. Nonmarital births increased at virtually

the same rate in each set of States. The findings were similar for white and

black women and for the various age-of-mother groups.

gre:ttly intlating the number of “not stated” in all tabula-
tions by age of father.

father. births ttihulated M ~ge of f~ther not stated are rlis-
tributed in the swne proportions as births with known age
~vithin each ,j-year ~lge classification of the mother. This

procedure is done separately by r~ce. The resulting dis-

tributions are summed to form a composite frequency dis-
tribution which is the basis for computing birth rates by age
of father. This procedure avoids the distortion in rates that
\vould result if the relationship between age of mother and

age of father were disregarded.

Live-birth order and parity

Birth order and parity classifications shown in this
volume refer to the total number of live births the mother
hm had, including the 1984 birth. Fetal deaths are ex-
cluded.

Birth order indicates what number the present birth
represents; for example, a baby born to a mother who has

had two previous live births (even if one or both are not
now living) has a birth order of three.

Parity indicates how many live births a mother has had.
Before delivery a mother having her first baby has a parity
of zero and a mother having her third baby has a parity of
two. Mter delivery the mother of a baby who is a first live
birth has a parity of one and the mother of a baby who is a
third live birth has a parity of three.

Birth order and parity are determined from two items
on the birth cetiificate, “Live births-now living” and
“Live births-now dead,”

Not stated birth order-Before 1969 if both of these
items were blank, the birth was considered a first birth.
Beginning in 196!3. births for which the pregnancy history

items were not completed ha~’e been tabulated as birth
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order not stated. As a result of this revised procedure,
22,686 births in 1969 th~t would have been assigned to the

‘rFirst birth order”’ category under the old rules \vere as-
signed to the ‘Not stated” catego~.

Ml births tabulated in the “Sot stated birth order”
c:ltego~ are excluded from the computation of percents.

In computing birth rates by live-birth order, births tabu-
lated as birth order not stated are distributed in the same
proportion as birth of knowm live-birth order.

Dates of last live birth and last fetal death

Date of last live birth and date of last fetal death \vere

added to the U.S. Standard Certificate of Live Birth in
1968 for the purpose of providing information on child
spacing and pregnancy internals. Tabulations of these

items were presented for the first time in 1969. In 1978 the

item “Date of last fetal death” wm reworded to “Date of
last other termination” to ensure inclusion of both spon-
taneous fetal deaths and induced terminations of preg-
nimc~. In 1984 this information was obtained from all

States except Texas.
Interuals since last lice birth and last other termina-

tion—These data are computed from the date of birth, date
of last live birth, and date of last other termination. The
interval since last live birth is the difference between the
date of last live birth and the date of present birth; the
interval since last other termination is the difference be-

tween the date of last other termination and the date of
present birth. For an intend to be computed, both the
month and year of the last live birth or the last other ter-
mination must be valid. These internals are computed only
for events to mothers who have had at least one previous
delive~.

Births for which the interval since last live birth or last
other termination is not stated are excluded from the com-

putation of percents and means.

Internal since last pregnancy and outcome of last preg-
nancy—These data are derived from the computed inter-

\.als since the last live birth and the last other termination.

Before 1982, the outcome of the last pregnancy was
considered not stated if the interval since either the last
live birth or the last fetal death was not computed because
only the year of the event was recorded, Beginning
in 1982. the outcome of the last pregnancy has been de-
riiwl for such records if the year of the last live birth and
the ye;u of the last fetal death were not the same. The

effect of this revised procedure is to reduce substantially
the nur,~ber of records with outcome of l:~t pregnimcv not
stated.

Educational attainment

Data on the educational attainment of both parents
were collected beginning in 1968 and tabulated for publi-

cation in 1969 for the first time. In 1984, data on education
were obtained from 47 States and the District of ColumbiA

as indicated in table A.
The educational attainment of either parent is defined

as “the number of years of school completed.” Only those
years completed in “’regular” schools, that is, a formal ed-
ucational system of public schools or the equivalent in ac-
credited private or parochial schools, are counted. Business
or trade schools, such as beauty and barber schools, are not

considered “regular” schools for the purposes of this item.
NO attempt has been made to convert years of school com-
pleted in foreign school systems, ungraded school systems,
and so forth, to equivalent grades in the American school
system, Such entries are included in the catego~ “.Not
stated.”

Persons who have completed only a partial year in high
school or college are tabulated as having completed the

highest preceding grade. For those certificates on which a
specific degree is stated, years of school completed is coded
to the level at which the degree is most commonly attained;

for example, persons reporting B.A., A.B., or B.S, degrees
are considered to have completed 16 years of school.

Education not stated—The catego~ “Not stated’ in-
cludes all records in reporting areas for w’hich there is no

information on years of school completed as well as all
records for which the information provided is not compatible
with coding specifications,

Births tabulated as education not stated are excluded

from the computations of percents.

Marital status

Beginning with 1980 dat% national estimates of births
to unmarried women have been derived from two sources.

For 41 States and the District of Columbii~ marital status of
the mother was reported directly on the birth certific~lte in
19’34 (see table A); for the remaining 9 States that lack this
item. marital status was inferred from a compmison of the

chilcl”s and parents’ surnames. This procedure represent~ J

In 1974, 03
percent of all births were delivered by physicians outside
of hospitals: in 1975 this proportion was 0.4 percent.

Babies born on the way to or on arrival at the hospitaJ
are classified as having been born in the hospital. This may

account for some of the hospital births not delivered by
physicians or midwives.

The percent distributions by attendant at birth for
1975–8 1 shown in table 1–38 have been revised to exclude
births for which the attendant was unspecified. In recent
years, the number of births with unspecified attendant has

fluctuated substantially. Excluding these births from the

percent distributions allows for a more meaningful year-to-
year comparison in the proportion of births for each specilled
attendant.

Birth weight

Birth weight is reported in some areas in pounds and
ounces rather than in grams. However, the metric system
hm been used in tabulating and presenting the statistics to
facilitate comparison with data published by other groups.

The categories for birth weight were changed in 1979
to be consistent with the recommendations in the Ninth
Revision of the Internatiomd Classification of Diseases
(ICD–9). The revised categories in gram intervals and their
equivalents in pounds and ounces are as follows:

Number of prenatal visits

Tribulations of the number of prenatal visits wwe pre-
sented for the first time in 1972. In 1984 these data w-me
collected from the birth certificates of 49 States and the
District of Columbia (see table .+).

Apgar score

one- and 5-minute Apgar scores were added to the
U.S. standard Certificate of Live Birth in 1978 to evaluate
the condition of the newborn infant at 1 and 5 minutes
after birth. The .4pgar score is a useful measure of the need

for resuscitation and a predictor of the infant’s chances of
surviving the first year of life. It is a summary measure of
the infant’s condition based on heart rate, respiratory effofi

muscle tone, reflex irritability, and color. Each of these
factors is given a score of O, 1, or 2; the sum of these 5
values is the Apgar score, which ranges from O to 10. A
score of 10 is optimum, and a low score raises some doubts

about the survival and subsequent health of the infant. h

1984 the 1- and 5-minute Apgar scores were included on
the birth certificates of 46 States and the District of Co-

lumbia. See table A for a listing of reporting areas.

Sampling of birth records

Birth statistics presented in this report for years before

1951 and for 1955 are based on the total file of birth records.
Statistics for 1951–54, 1%56–66, and 1968–71 are based on
5@percent samples with the exception of data for Guam

and the Virgin Islands, which are based on all the records
filed. During the course of processing the 1967 data the
sampling rate was reduced from 50 percent to 20 percent.

For details of this procedure and its consequences for the

1967 dat% see Vital Statistics of the United States, 1967,
Volume I, pages 3–9 to 3–11.

Beginning in 1972 statistics have been based on all
records filed in the States submitting computer tapes and

on a 50-percent sample of records in all other States. In
1984 the total file of birth records was used for 46 States
(see “Sources of Data”), which accounted for 83 percent of

all births in the count~. The total file of records was also
used for Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, and Guam.

In the four States (.\rizona Califomi% Delaware,
and Georgia) and the District of Columbia where a sample
\vas used, the sampling design is essentially a stratified
random sample. The sampling frame consists of births that
occur in the State during a calendar year and that are re-
corded b}’ State registrars of \’ital statistics. Each month the
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birth certificates that have been filed during the month are
sent by local registrars to the State registrars, where the
records are numbered sequential} as they are received.

The l-.S. Bure;ul of the Census h:u conducted extensive
r~+t’:~rch to e\;llu:tte the cover:~ge of the U.S. population
(including unclercount find overcount and misstatement of

1%0. 1960.1970. and 1!980. These studies provide estimates
of the n;ttional population that was not enumerated or

m erenumert~ted in the respective censuses, by age. race,

and sex.1~-1~ The report for 198017 includes estimates of

net underenumeration and overenumeration for age, sex,
and racial subgroups of the national population, modified
for r;tce consistency tvith previous population counts as
described in the section “Populations for 1980.”

These studies indicate that there is differential coverage
in the censuses ‘among the population subgroups; that is,
some age, r:lce. md sex groups are more completely

enumerated than others. To the extent that these estimates
of overcounts oi undercounts are valid, that they are SUb-

st;mti:d. :md th:u they V,W mnong subgroups and geo~aphic

ueas. census miscounts con have consequences for vital
st.~tistics measures. lb Ho~vever, the effects of undercounts
in the census are reduced to the extent that there is under-
registr~]tinn of I)irths, If these two factors are of equal

magnitude. rates bused on the unadjusted populations are
more :wcur.~te then those b~~sed on adjusted populations
because the births hale not been ~djusted for underregis-

tr;ltion.

The impact of net census miscounts on vital statistics
measures includes the effects on levels of the rates and
effects on differentials among groups.

[f adjustments Ivere made for persons who were not
counted in the census of population, the size of the de-
nomimltors wuuld generally increase and the rates would
be smaller th~m lvithout an adjustment. Adjusted rates for

1980 can he computed by multiplying the reported rates
by mtios of the 1!380 census-level population adjusted for
the estinmted net census miscounts which “are shown in

table E. A ratio of less than 1.0 indicates a net census

undercount and would result in a corresponding decrease
in the rate. .A ratio in excess of 1.0 indicates a net census
o~ercount and would result in a corresponding increase in

since 1964 differs slightly from the U.S. Bureau of Labor
Statistics Seasonal Factor \fethod, which was used for }’ital
Statistics of the United States, 1964. The fundamental tech-
nique is the same in that it is an adaptation of the ratio-to-
moving-average method. Before 1964 the method of sea-

sonal adjustment was breed on the .x–9 variant and other
variants of Census \fethod 11, A comparison of the Census
Nlethod II with the BLS Seasonal Factor }iethod shows the

differences in the seasonal patterns of births to be negli-
gible.

Computation of percents, medians, and means

Percent distributions, medians, and means are com-
puted using onl}” events for which the characteristic is re-
ported. The “sot stated’ catego~ is subtracted from the
total before computation of these measures.
