The original baseline was revised from 2.7 percent
to 0.8 percent due to the exclusion of methyl tertiary
butyl ether (MTBE) as an acceptable alternative
fuel. The target was proportionally adjusted from 30
percent to 8.8 percent to reflect the revised baseline
using the original target-setting method.
