and quantify the presence of specific allergens or 
other agents. 

The unit of measure was revised from number of 
homes (millions) to percent of homes. The original 
baseline revised from 18.6 million homes to 24.2 
percent of homes.  The target was revised from 14.9 
million homes to 19.4 percent of homes to reflect the 
revised baseline using the original target-setting 
method.
