Comments Unmarried males are considered to have used a
condom at last intercourse if they reported they
were either not married, but living together with a
partner of the opposite sex; widowed; divorced,;
separated; or had never been married; were
sexually active, and either used a condom (rubber)
or whose partner used a female condom (vaginal
pouch)at their last intercourse.

Sexually active refers to males who have had
intercourse in the 3 months prior to interview.

Objective 13-6 is one of the measures used to track
the Responsible Sexual Behavior Leading Health
Indicator. See Appendix H for a complete list.

This subobjective moved from developmental to
measurable at the Healthy People 2010 Midcourse
Review.

This subobijective is adapted from a measure in
Healthy People 2000 objective 19.10, which tracked
the proportion of sexually active, unmarried people
aged 15 to 44 years who report their partner used a
condom at last intercourse.
