2000 objective 9.2, which used data from the
National Hospital Discharge System (NHDS).
However, because of the underreporting of ICD-9-
CM “E-codes” in NHDS, a new data source was
needed. (See Part A, section 8 for a discussion of
the International Classification of Diseases and ICD-
9-CM.)

NEISS-AIP does not use ICD codes. However,
reporters are given extensive training and report any
unintentional injury cases in the emergency
department record.

This measure differs from objective 9.2 in that it is
age adjusted. Data are age adjusted to the 2000
standard population using the age groups under 18
years, 18-44, 45-64, 65-74, and 75 years and over.
Age-adjusted percents are weighted sums of age-
specific percents. For a discussion of age
adjustment, see Part A, section 7.

This measure is used to track the Injury and
Violence Leading Health Indicator. See Appendix E
for a complete list.

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality
and have been suppressed. Information on
suppression of data for the major Healthy People
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy
People Statistical Note.*
