In the conference edition of Healthy People 2010,
major data systems (as originally defined) provided
baselines for 338 objectives and lettered
subobjectives. Of these 338, 123 were tracked by
major health data systems that released data within
1 year of data collection.

This objective differs from Healthy People 2000
objective 22.7, which tracked all objectives instead
of those tracked by major health data systems and
did not take into consideration the periodicity of the
data source.’
