The lowest percentage (52%) was selected as the
baseline.

Objective 23-14 moved from developmental to
measurable during the Healthy People 2010
Midcourse Review. Four subobjectives were
created addressing (a) state epidemiologists with
formal training in epidemiology, (b) tribal public
health agencies, (c) state public health agencies,
and (d) local public health agencies. At the time of
the Midcourse Review, only one subobjective (a)
was measurable. Subobijective (d) moved to from
developmental to measurable status at the June
2009 meeting of the Healthy People Steering
Committee.
