(1998) was revised to a mean age of 13.6 years 
(2002) as the result of several methodological 
changes to The National Household Survey on Drug 
Abuse (NHSDA) during the period from 1999 to 
2002 including: incentive payments; improved data 
collection quality control procedures and, use of 
2000 Census-Based data.  The survey name also 
changed to the National Survey on Drug Use and 
Health (NSDUH). The target of a mean age of 17.4 
years did not change. 

This subobjective tracks one of the measures 
monitored by Healthy People 2000 objective 4.5 

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria   
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality 
and have been suppressed. Information on 
suppression of data for the major Healthy People 
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy 
People Statistical Note. 1
