Comments 	 Specialty treatment is treatment received at drug or 
alcohol rehabilitation facilities (inpatient or 
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outpatient), hospitals (inpatient only), or mental 
health centers.  It excludes treatment at an 
emergency room, private doctor's office, self -help 
group, prison or jail, or as an outpatient. 

An individual is defined as needing treatment for a 
drug problem if he or she was dependent on or 
abused drugs or received specialty treatment for 
drugs in the past 12 months.  

Objective 26-18 moved from developmental to 
measurable at the Healthy People 2010 Midcourse 
Review. The objective text was revised from 
“reduce the treatment gap for illicit drugs in the 
general population” to the current wording.  Two 
subobjectives were created, focusing on illicit drug 
treatment only, and alcohol and illicit drug treatment. 

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria   
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality 
and have been suppressed. Information on 
suppression of data for the major Healthy People 
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy 
People Statistical Note. 1
