Comments Drug-induced causes of death include not only
deaths from dependent and nondependent use of
drugs (legal and illegal use), but also poisoning from
medically prescribed and other drugs. It excludes
accidents, homicides, and other causes indirectly
related to drug use. An in-depth description of the
"drug-induced causes" classification was published
by NCHS.!

The original baseline was revised from 6.3 deaths
per 100,000 population to 6.8 per 100,000 due to
changes in the International Classification of
Diseases (ICD) system. The original baseline
(1998) was based on ICD-9 codes 292, 304, 305.2-
305.9, E850-E858, E1100.0-E1100.5, E962.0,
E980.0-E980.5. The revised baseline (1999) is
based on the ICD-10 system. The baseline year for
all Healthy People 2010 mortality objectives was
changed to 1999 so that a consistent trend based
on a single ICD classification scheme could be
tracked throughout the decade. See Part A, section
8 for a discussion of the International Classification
of Diseases (ICD). Information on comparability
between ICD-9 and ICD-10 has been published by
NCHS.?

The target was proportionally adjusted from 1.0
deaths per 100,000 population to 1.2 per 100,000 to
reflect the revised baseline using the original target-
setting method.

Data (except those by education status) are age
adjusted to the 2000 standard population using the
age groups under 1 year, 1-4, 5-14, 15-24, 25-34,
35-44, 45-54, 55-64, 65-74, 75-84, 85 years and
over. Data by education status are adjusted using
the age groups 25-34, 35-44, 45-54, and 55-64.
Age-adjusted rates are weighted sums of age-
specific rates. For a discussion of age adjustment,
see Part A, section 7.

This objective differs from Healthy People 2000
objective 4.3, which age adjusted the death rates
using the 1940 standard population.

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality
and have been suppressed. Information on
suppression of data for the major Healthy People
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2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy
People Statistical Note. *
