Comments Bidis are small, thin hand-rolled cigarettes imported
to the United States primarily from India and other
Southeast Asian countries. They consist of tobacco
wrapped in a tendu or temburni leaf (plants native to
Asia). They have higher concentrations of nicotine,
tar, and carbon monoxide than conventional
cigarettes sold in the United States.

Students were counted as using bidis if they
reported smoking one or more bidis in the 30 days
preceding the survey.
