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Advance Report of Final Mortality Statistics, 1984

Highlights

In 1984 a total of 2,039,369 deaths were registered in the
United States, 20,168 more than in 1983 and the largest an-
nual number ever recorded. Contributing to the increased num-
ber of deaths were the continued increase in the size of the
population and also the “aging” of the United States popula-
tion, that is, the increasing proportion of older people. The
death rate for 1984 was 862.3 deaths per 100,000 population,

entially the same as the rate of 862.8 in 1983. The death
tes for both 1983 and 1984, years with influenza outbreaks
and elevated influenza mortality, were higher than the rate for
1982, when influenza mortality was not elevated. Provisional
data for 1985 show a higher death rate (874.8) than in the
previous two years, again reflecting increased levels of influ-
enza mortality.

In contrast, the age-adjusted death rate, which eliminates
the effects of the aging of the population, declined somewhat
from 550.5 in 1983 to 545.9 in 1984, the lowest level ever
reported in the United States. In 1984 life expectancy at birth
was slightly higher than in 1983 and reached a record high of
74.7 years. Although the difference in life expectancy for
males and females has narrowed, women are still expected to
outlive men by an average of 7.0 years. The difference in life
expectancy between the white and black populations has also
been narrowing; however, the difference in 1984 (5.6 years
higher for the white population) was the same as in 1983.

Continuing to account for almost three out of four deaths
in the United States were the first four leading causes of
death—Diseases of heart; Malignant neoplasms, including
neoplasms of lymphatic and hematopoietic tissues (cancer);
Cerebrovascular diseases (stroke); and Accidents and adverse
effects. The age-adjusted death rates for three of these four

ajor causes declined between 1983 and 1984. The age-adjusted
ite for Malignant neoplasms, including neoplasms of lymphatic
\d hematopoietic tissues, increased, however. Although the
rate for the broad category Accidents and adverse effects de-

creased (less than 1 percent) between 1983 and 1984, the rate
for Motor vehicle accidents—a component of the broader
category—increased 3 percent, a reversal of the decline ob-
served between 1979 and 1983. Provisional data for 1985,
however, indicate a decline in the rate for Motor vehicle ac-
cidents to about the same level as reported for 1983, Mortality
from Septicemia, the 14th leading cause of death, continued to
increase more rapidly than any of the other 15 leading causes.

Males experienced higher mortality than females for each
of the 15 leading causes of death. The greatest sex differential
was for Suicide, where the age-adjusted rate for males was 3.6
times that for females. The smallest sex differential was for
Diabetes mellitus, with a male-to-female ratio of 1.1. The
black population had higher rates than the white population for
11 of the 15 leading causes of death. The largest race differen-
tial continued to be for Homicide and legal intervention, where
the age-adjusted rate for the black population was 5.4 times
that of the white population. The two leading causes that had
lower rates for the black population were Chronic obstructive
pulmonary diseases and allied conditions and Suicide.

The infant mortality rate was at a record low in 1984
(10.8 infant deaths per 1,000 live births). The rates for both
black and white infants declined between 1983 and 1984—by
4 and 3 percent, respectively. For both the white and the black
populations, the downward trend in infant mortality has slowed
in recent years. Between 1983 and 1984, neonatal mortality
rates declined 5 percent for black infants and 3 percent for
white infants. For white infants the postneonatal mortality rate
in 1984 remained the same as in the previous two years; for
black infants, the rate declined between 1983 and 1984 after
an increase between 1982 and 1983.

Deaths and death rates

Death rates shown in this report are based on population
estimates prepared by the U.S. Bureau of the Census. Because
the population bases used for 1984 incorporate new net migra-
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tion and net undocumented immigration estimates, the 1984
death rates are not strictly comparable with those for previous
years. Although trends in death rates for the total population
are not substantially affected, caution should be used in ana-
lyzing differences in death rates between 1983 and 1984 for
certain age-race-sex subgroups. For further discussion see the
Technical notes.

In 1984 a total of 2,039,369 deaths occurred in the United
States, 20,168 more than in 1983 and the largest number ever
recorded. Contributing to the increased number of deaths were
the continued increase in the size of the population as well as
the increasing proportion of older persons in the population.
The death rate for 1984, 862.3 deaths per 100,000 population,
was essentially the same as the rate in 1983 (862.8). The death
rates for 1983 and 1984, years associated with mortality from
influenza outbreaks, were higher than the rate for 1982 when
influenza mortality was not elevated.!? The provisional mor-
tality rate for 1985 was 874.8, again elevated because of
mortality associated with influenza outbreaks.>

The age-adjusted death rate decreased to 545.9 in 1984,
down from 550.5 deaths per 100,000 population in 1983. The
decrease in 1984 continues the long-term downward trend in
the risk of mortality in the United States, bringing the age-
adjusted rate to a record low (figure 1). Age-adjusted death
rates show what the level of mortality would be if there were no
changes in the age composition of the population from year to
year. Thus, they are better indicators than unadjusted death
rates in showing changes in the risk of death over a period of
time when the age distribution of the population is changing.
They are also better indicators of risk when comparisons of
mortality are being made for sex or race subgroups of the pop-
ulation that have different age compositions.

Death rates by age, sex, and race

For both sexes combined, death rates declined for most
age groups between 1983 and 1984 (figure 2 and table A).
They declined for the age groups under 1 year, 1-4 years, and
each 10-year age group between ages 45 and 84, with the
largest decline (7 percent) occurring in the age group 1-4
years. The increase shown for ages 85 years and over is due to

inconsistent population estimates. Had consistent population
estimates been used in computing the 1983 and 1984 death
rates for this age group, a decrease would have been show’
For further discussion of the 1984 population estimates used
this report, see the Technical notes. For the other age grou
changes in death rates between 1983 and 1984 were very small,

For males the increase between 1983 and 1984 for ages
35-44 years was in contrast to the declining trend for this age
group since the late 1960’s. For females in the age groups
under 1 year, 1-4 years, 25-34 years, 45-54, 55-64, and
75-84, death rates declined between 1983 and 1984, This pat-
tern is consistent with the generally downward trends in age-
specific rates for females observed since 1950. For the remain-
ing groups, except 85 years and over, death rates changed very
little between these two years. For the oldest group of men and
of women, those aged 85 years and over, declines would have
been shown between 1983 and 1984 had consistent population
estimates been used in computing the 1983 and 1984 death
rates.

Between 1983 and 1984, age-adjusted death rates for both
the white and black populations decreased by about 1 percent.
For the black population age-adjusted death rates decreased by
about the same amount (1 percent) for males and females,
whereas for the white population the decline in age-adjusted
rates for males was greater than for females. In 1984 the age-
adjusted death rate for males of all races was 1.7 times that for
females, about the same as in 1983. This ratio between male _
and female age-adjusted death rates was about the same for the
white and the black populations. As in 1983 the age-adjust
death rate for the black population was 1.5 times that for t
white population in 1984.

Expectation of life at birth and at
specified ages

In 1984 the average expectation of life at birth reached a
record high of 74.7 years (figure 3). This continued the general
upward trend in life expectancy in the United States interrupted
most recently in 1980, a year with high mortality associated
with influenza outbreaks.

The expectation of life at birth for 1984 represents the
average number of years that a group of infants would live if
they were to experience throughout life the age-specific death
rates prevailing in 1984. In 1984 life expectancy for females
was 78.2 years compared with 71.2 years for males, both having
increased from levels for the previous year. The difference in
life expectancy between the sexes, which had been widening
from 1900 to 1972, has narrowed since 1979. The difference
was 7.0 years in 1984 compared with 7.4 years in 1981 and
1980, 7.7 and 7.8 years throughout the period 1972-79, 6.5
years in 1960, and 2.0 years in 1900.

Between 1983 and 1984 both the white and the black pop-
ulations experienced an increase in life expectancy, to 75
years and 69.7 years, respectively, in 1984. In 1970 life e
pectancy for the white population was 71.7 years, and that for -

the black population was 64.1 years. The difference in life
expectancy between the white and black populations thus nar-
rowed from 7.6 years in 1970 to 5.6 years in both 1983 and
1984,

Among the race-sex groups, white females continued to
have the highest life expectancy at birth (78.7 years), followed
by black females (73.7 years), white males (71.8 years), and
black males (65.6 years). The largest gain in life expectancy
between 1970 and 1984 was for black males (5.6 years), fol-
lowed by black females (5.4 years), white males (3.8 years),
and white females (3.1 years).

The 1984 life tables shown in this report may be used to

ompare life expectancies at any age from birth onward. For
xample, a person who has reached age 65 years may look

=" forward to living to an older age, on the average, than one who

has reached age 50 years. On the basis of mortality experienced
in 1984, a person aged 50 years could expect to live an average
of 28.4 more years for a total of 78.4 years, and a person aged
65 years could expect to live an average of 16.8 more years for
a total of 81.8 years.

Causes of death

Deaths assigned to the 15 leading causes accounted for 88
percent of the total number of deaths in 1984 (table B). (For
ranking procedures see Technical notes.) The ranking of the
leading causes for 1984 changed slightly from the list based on
data for 1983. Because of an increase in the number of deaths
for Nephritis, nephrotic syndrome, and nephrosis, and de-
creases for Homicide and legal intervention and for Certain

conditions originating in the perinatal period, the relative ranks
of these causes changed. Nephritis, nephrotic syndrome, and
nephrosis increased in rank from 13th in 1983 to 11th in 1984,
The ranks for Homicide and legal intervention and for Certain
conditions originating in the perinatal period decreased from
11th and12th in 1983 to 12th and 13th, respectively, in 1984.
Age-adjusted death rates are shown in figure 4 and table C for
13 of the 15 leading causes. Because deaths from the other two
causes (Congenital anomalies and Certain conditions originat-
ing in the perinatal period) occur mainly among infants under 1
year, age-adjusted rates for these causes are not shown. Dif-
ferentials and changes in mortality for these two causes are
measured by the infant mortality rate per 100,000 live births.
For 7 of these 13 leading causes of death the age-adjusted
death rates decreased between 1983 and 1984 (table C). These
causes were Diseases of heart, Cerebrovascular diseases, Ac-
cidents and adverse effects, Diabetes mellitus, Chronic liver
disease and cirrhosis, Atherosclerosis, and Homicide and legal
intervention. The largest decline was for Atherosclerosis (9
percent) followed by Diabetes mellitus (4 percent). The de-

cline for Atherosclerosis is consistent with the generally down-
ward trend observed since 1950. The rate for diabetes, how-
ever, has been fluctuating since 1978 after a decade of decline
from 1968-78. Decreases for the other five leading causes
were 3 percent or less. Although the rates for the broad cate-
gory Accidents and adverse effects decreased slightly (less
than 1 percent) between the two years, the rate for Motor
vehicle accidents—a component of the broader category—
increased 3 percent between 1983 and 1984, a reversal of the
decline observed between 1979 and 1983. Provisional data for
1985, however, indicate a decline in the rate for Motor vehicle
accidents to about the same level as reported for 1983.
Increases in the age-adjusted death rates between 1983
and 1984 occurred for six causes—Malignant neoplasms, in-
cluding neoplasms of lymphatic and hematopoietic tissues;
Chronic obstructive pulmonary diseases and allied conditions;
Pneumonia and influenza; Suicide; Nephritis, nephrotic syn-
drome, and nephrosis; and Septicemia. For Septicemia the
increase of 9 percent continued the rapid rise observed for the
past three decades (figure 4). Because influenza outbreaks
occurred in both 1983 and 1984, mortality from Pneumonia
and influenza increased only 3 percent from 1983 to 1984,
whereas the increase from 1982, a year without elevated. in-
fluenza mortality, to 1984 was 12 percent. Increased mortali
from a number of causes of death has been observed durin
periods characterized by influenza outbreaks. For one such

cause, Chronic obstructive pulmonary diseases and allied con-
ditions, the age-adjusted death rate increased 2 percent between
1983 and 1984, but increased 9 percent between 1982 and
1984, Increases for the remaining three leading causes were 2
percent or less. The increases between 1983 and 1984 for four
of these six causes (all but Pneumonia and influenza and Sui-
cide) are consistent with a continuation of recent increasing
trends for these causes of death. The absence of a clear trend in
age-adjusted death rates for Pneumonia and influenza in recent
years is in contrast to the general decline in mortality for this
cause from 1968—78. The rate for Suicide has remained within
a narrow range of 11.4-11.6 since 1980.

Mortality levels for each of the 15 leading causes of death
were higher for males than for females (table D). The largest
differentials were for violent and accidental causes of death.
Specifically, the age-adjusted death rates for Suicide and for
Homicide and legal intervention were 3.6 and 3.3 times, re-
spectively, as high for males as for females. The rate for Ac-
cidents and adverse effects was 2.8 times as high for males as
for females. The smallest sex difference was for Diabetes mel-
litus, with a male-to-female ratio of 1.1.

For women the age-adjusted death rate decreased slightly
(less than 1 percent) between 1983 and 1984, reflecting de-
creases in rates for two of the first three leading causes of
death—Diseases of heart and Cerebrovascular diseases—as
well as decreases for Diabetes mellitus, Chronic liver disease
and cirrhosis, and Atherosclerosis. Decreases for these five
causes were of sufficient magnitude to more than offset in-

causes of death, Septicemia had the largest increase in mor-
tality between 1983 and 1984; for women the age-adjusted rate
from this cause increased 14 percent compared with 7 percent
for men. The small increase for Homicide and legal intervention
for women is in contrast to the decline observed since 1980.

For men the age-adjusted death rate for all causes com-
bined decreased by 1 percent between 1983 and 1984, but
rates for some leading causes increased. The largest increase
was for Septicemia (7 percent); followed by Nephritis, ne-
phrotic syndrome, and nephrosis (5 percent); Pneumonia and
influenza (3 percent); and Suicide (3 percent). The increase for
Suicide for men, which is consistent with a recent upward trend,
is in contrast to the general decline in mortality from this cause
since the early 1970’s for women. Although the age-adjusted
death rate for Accidents and adverse effects did not change for
women and increased only slightly for men, the rates for the
component of this cause—Motor vehicle accidents—increased
5 percent for women and 2 percent for men.

Mortality was higher for the black population than for the
white population for 11 of the 15 leading causes. The largest
differential was for Homicide and legal intervention, where the
age-adjusted rate for the black population was 5.4 times that of
the white population. Other causes for which the differential

as large include Septicemia, with a black-to-white ratio of

.8; Nephritis, nephrotic syndrome, and nephrosis (2.7); Cer-
tain conditions originating in the perinatal period (2.4); and
Diabetes mellitus (2.3). Age-adjusted rates for the black pop-
ulation were lower than those for the white population for two
causes—Chronic obstructive pulmonary diseases and allied
conditions and Suicide.

AIDS—A count of deaths due specifically to acquired
immune deficiency syndrome (as a result of human T-cell
Iymphotropic virus-III/lymphadenopathy-associated virus in-

fection) is not available from the 1984 national mortality sta-
tistics system. However, related data have been derived from
information reported on death certificates in 1984, as described
in the Technical notes.

Infant mortality

In 1984 there were 39,580 deaths of infants under 1 year
of age (table E). The infant mortality rate of 10.8 infant deaths
per 1,000 live births was the lowest rate ever recorded for the
United States.The rate declined 4 percent from the level of
11.2 in 1983. Among white infants, the mortality rate (per
1,000 live births) decreased 3 percent, from 9.7 in 1983 t0 9.4
in 1984; and for black infants the rate decreased 4 percent,
from 19.2 in 1983 to 18.4 in 1984.

The absolute difference in infant mortality rates between
black and white infants has been narrowing; in 1960 the dif-
ference in rates was 21.4 infant deaths per 1,000 live births
compared with 9.0 in 1984 (figure 5). However, because the
infant mortality rate for both the white and black populations
has been decreasing by the same average annual percent (3.6
percent per year) between 1960 and 1984, the black infant
mortality rate in 1984 was 1.96 times the white rate, about the
same ratio as in 1960 (1.93). The downward trend in infant
mortality has slowed for both the white and black populations—
since the late 1970’s, for white infants; and since 1981, for
black infants.

Between 1983 and 1984 the neonatal mortality rate de-
creased 4 percent, from 7.3 to 7.0 deaths to infants under 28
days per 1,000 live births. By race, the rate declined 3 and 5
percent for the white and the black populations, respectively.
Since 1960, neonatal mortality rates for the white population
have declined relatively faster than for the black population—
an average of 4.2 percent per year for white infants compared
with 3.5 percent for black infants.

The postneonatal mortality rate—deaths to infants 28
days-11 months per 1,000 live births—for 1984 was 3.8, 3
percent lower than in 1983 (3.9) but the same as in 1982. For

the white population the postneonatal mortality rate was the
same in 1984 as in 1983 and 1982 (3.3). For black infants the
postneonatal mortality rate for 1984 was 6.5 compared with
6.8 for 1983 and 6.6 in 1982. In contrast to the trend for neo-
natal mortality, between 1960 and 1984 the postneonatal rate
decreased relatively faster for the black population than for the
white population—an average decline of 3.8 percent per year
for black infants compared with an average decline of 2.3
percent for white infants.

As was seen in the infant mortality rates, the downward
trends in neonatal and postneonatal mortality rates have slowed
recently for both the black and white populations.

The ranking of the leading causes of infant mortality for
1984 changed slightly from the list based on data for 1983,
Because of a decrease in the number of deaths assigned to
Accidents and adverse effects, the rank of this cause changed
from the seventh leading cause in 1983 to the ninth in 1984.
The ranks for Infections specific to the perinatal period and
Newborn affected by complications of placenta, cord, and
membranes changed from eighth and ninth in 1983 to seventh
and eighth in 1984, respectively. Among the 10 leading causes

of infant death, the first 4 accounted for just over half of all
deaths of infants under 1 year of age in 1984, and causes
ranking 5th through 10th accounted for only 15 percent of all
infant deaths. The infant mortality rates declined between 1983
and 1984 for 2 of the 10 leading causes of death— Accidents
and adverse effects and Pneumonia and influenza. The changes
in rates between 1983 and 1984 for the other leading causes of
infant mortality were negligible. '

The difference between infant mortality rates for white and
black infants varied by cause, although the risk was higher for
black infants than for white infants for ail but one leading
cause. For Congenital anomalies, the leading cause of infant
death, the rate for black infants was 234.3 deaths per 100,000
live births, about the same as for white infants (235.2). Ex-
pressed in terms of the ratio of the infant mortality rate for
black infants to that for white infants, the other leading cause,
may be ranked, beginning with the highest ratio, as follow.
Disorders relating to short gestation and unspecified low birth-
weight (3.4); Pneumonia and influenza (2.5); Intrauterine hy-
poxia and birth asphyxia (2.2); Newborn affected by maternal
complications of pregnancy (2.0); Sudden infant death syn-
drome (1.9); Accidents and adverse effects (1.9); Infections
specific to the perinatal period (1.8); Respiratory distress syn-
drome (1.7); and Newborn affected by complications of pla-
centa, cord, and membranes (1.6).

Maternal mortality

In 1984, 285 women were reported to have died of mater-
nal causes (table F). As in previous years, this number does
not include all deaths occurring to pregnant women, but only
those deaths assigned to Complications of pregnancy, child-
birth, and the puerperium (ICD-9 Nos. 630-676). The ma-
ternal mortality rate for 1984 was 7.8 deaths per 100,000 live
births, about the same as the rate of 8.0 for 1983. The maternal
mortality rates by race for 1984 are also about the same as in
1983. In 1984 black women were 3.6 times as likely as white
women to die of causes associated with pregnancy, childbirth,

and the puerperium.
