Steps for installing:

1. Exit all applications and exit (or disable) any anti-virus software (such as Norton Anti-Virus)
currently running on your system.

2. Insert the CD-ROM containing MMDS version 2003.03 into your CD-ROM drive. After a few
moments, the setup routine should run automatically. If the autorun feature of Windows is
disabled on your system, follow step 3 (below).

3. Ifthe Setup routine does not automatically run after you insert the CD-ROM, click on your
Windows Start Bar (generally found on the bottom left of your screen) and choose Run.
