PART 1.GEOGRAPHIC CLASSIFICATION BY PLACE OF OCCURRENCE

Introduction - , ‘

Thisvolume-vitalstatisticsof the unitedStates,PartI—
containsofficialmtallty, mortality,and stillblrthstatls-
ticsfor the calendaryear 1942,classlfied ~y the placeof
occurrenceof the vitalevents. Supplementaltabulationsfor
the Territoryof Hawaii,PuertoRico,and the VirginIslands
are also included. In Part II of this ~annualreportseries
“arepresented detailedstatistics of livebirths and still-
births tabulatedby place of residence of the motherof the
child,and of deathsby place of residence of,the decedent.
The allocationof births,deaths,and stillbirthsto the place
of occurrenceor to the placeof residencedoesnot affectthe
Interpretationof statisticsfor the entire UnitedStates.
However?for the geographicsubdivisions,as ~ 11 be discussed
iatar,thereare specialusesfor place-of-occurrencedataas
well as for place-of-restden’cetabulations.

All vital ,etatistics tabulationsof the Bureau of the
Census are derived from transcriptsof the originalbirth,
death,“and stillbirth certificatesthat are recsived from
registration officialsof States and cities,and of the out-
lylngterritoryand possessionsof the UnitedStates.

In the Interpretationof vitalstatisticsfor the present
war years,seriousconsiderateon shouldbe givento the effect
of,the enormous movement,of the populationuponnatality and
mortalitydata. Internalmigrationof CIVIliansand military
personnel his greatly affected the number of vital events
taking placein the States,cities,and counties,while the
movementof troop<to overseasdutyhas affectedthe statistics
for the geographicand politicalsubdivisionsofthe countryas
we11 as those for the entire UnitedStates. Therefore,an
attempthas beenmade to present the mostmeaningfulvital
statisticsrates by employingdifferent populationbasesfor
birth and deathrates. In these volumes,the crude birth
ratesfor the UnitedStatesfor the years1940to 1943,inclu-
sive,are basedupon the totalpopulationincludingthe armed
forcesoverseas;the crudebirthratesfor.Sta.tesfor the same
periodon the civilianpopulation;the crude deathratesfor
1940to 194Sfor the UhitsdStatesand ea~h Stateare computed
on the basisof the totalpopulationpresentin the respective
areas,excludingthe armedfor

overseas. The reasonsfor

selectingtheeedflferentpopulatio bjasesand the significance
of the populationmovement as relatedto vitalstatisticsare
discussedin the sectionon currentproblems In the lnterpre-
tation of birthand deathrateson page5.

CHANGING CX)MPOSITION OF THE

REGISTRATION AREAS

The first vitalStatisticspublished by the FederalGov-
ernmentrelatedto 1850andwere for the entireUnitedStates.
These statisties were based on informationcollectedduring
the decennialcensus of that year. Similar decennial col-
lectionswere made by ceneusenumeratorsat each censusup to
and includlngthe censusof 1900,but because of the interval
betweenthe occurrenceof a birthor a deathand the census
enumeration,thesereportswere Inaccurateand incomplete.In
1880,however,the Bureau of the Censusestablisheda national
“registration area”for deaths becausq,by that time,some of
the Stateshad efficientsystemsfor the,regfstration of vital
statistics.This originalarea consistedof only%WO States—
Massachusettsand New Jersey—the District-of Columbia,an~
severallargecities,but by 1900eight otherStateshad been
admitted.FOT the Years 1880,189?,and 1900,mortalitydata
were received from the Statesand clties included‘inthis

expandingarea, and bothbirthand deathfiguresfor the entire
countrywere compiledfrom the reportsof censusenumerators.

The annual collection of mortality statisticsfor the
registration areabegan with the calendaryear,1900.In 1902
~he Bureauof the Ceneus,whichhad previouslyfunctionedonly
in census years,was made a permanent agency by an act of
Congress. This act authorlzed the Dir4ctorof the Bureauof
the Censusto obtain,annually,copiesof recordsfiledin the
vitalstatisticsofficesof thoseStates and cities having
adequate death-registration systems. At that time,however,
not all of the Stateshad enacted lawsrequiring the regis-
trationof birthsand deaths,and in,many Statesthe existing
lawswere poorlyenforced. The importantdatesin the histor-
icaldevelopmentof vitalstatisticsin variousStatesand the
year in which each Statewas admittedto the nationalregis-
trationareasare givenin tableA.

The death-registrationarea for 1900 consisted of lC

States,the Dlstrlct of Columbia,and a numbsrof citiesIn
the nonregistratIonStates. The registrationarea in 1900 in-
cluded 40.5percent of ths populationof the centlnental
UnitedStates,and ths populationqompositlonof thisareawas
prsdomlnantlyurban. Anothsrimportantcharactsrlstlcof this
original registrationarea was the highproportionof white
personsresiding in the more lndustrlallzedeectlonsof the
country.ExcludingcitiesIn the nonregistratlonStates,the
populationcoverageof the death-reglstratlon Stateswas much
lowerand represented26.2percentof the totalpopulation.of
the UnltedStates.

The gradual Increasein numberof boththe death-and the
birth-registrationStatesIs shown in tablsB, whichpresents
for eachyear the estimatedmidyearpopulationof the conti-
nentalUnitedStatesand the estimated midyearpopulationand
the numberof StatesIncludedIn the registrationsystem. Al-
though,since1933,the birth-and death-registrationStatee
have includedevery%St<tein the UnitsdStates,It may be seen
thatthe populatlknbases for the birth-registrationStates
for theperiod 1940to 1943differsomewhat fromthe midyear
populationestlmate$for the continentalUnitedStates. This
differenceIs due to- the use of the totalpopulationof the
UnitsdStatesincludingthe arqedforces overseasas the base
fOr computingcrudebirthrates,.whilethe crudedeathratee
sre based on the totalpopulationpresentin the continental
UnitedStates.

Attention should also be called to the difference between

the data presented in the reports subsequent to 1939 and those

publlshed in the previous annual volumes. Prior to 1940,most
of the nationaldata publiehedby the Bureau of the Census
relatedto the registrationareas,but i,nthatyear (1940)the
statisticalserissfor the UnitedStates prior to the com-
pletionof the registrationsystemwas changedfromthe regis-
trationarea to the registrationStateebasis. This change
decreasesthe vitalstatisticscoverageof the UnitedStates
by the exclusion of cities In nonregistrationStates,but it
has its advantagesin thatmorereliable populationestimates
are available for the registrationStatesthanfor the regis-
tration areas. The change in coverage doesnot affectthe
natalitystatisticssincethe birth-registrationareadid not,
at any time,includecitiesin the nonreglstrationStates.

Inasmuchae it is more difficult to obtain accurateand
complete registrationof births than of deathe,the national
birth-regietrationareawas not establisheduntil1915. For
thisreason no birthstatisticswere publishedby the Bureau
of the Censusfrom 1900 to 1914. The original birth-regis-
trationsrea of 1915consisted of 10 States and the District
of Columbia,but other States were gradually added in the
yearethat followed. The growthof thisarea is indicatedin
tablesA and B.

In 1933,for the firsttime,both the birth-and death-
rsgistrationareasincluded all Statee,and sines thatyear
ths annual publicationshave includeddata for the entire
UnitedStates.

The changein areasfor whichdatahavebeen collectedand
tabulated makesit impossibleto obtaina nationalseriesof
geographicallycomparabledatapriorto 1933. However,rates
for the expandingregistrationStatesare approximationsto
completenationalrates,and generalcomparisonsovera lpng
periodof years can be made. More exact trendsfor parteof
the UnitedStatescan be securedby use of some conetsntarea,
suchas the originalregistrationStates,or the registration
Statesof 1920. The crudebirth,stillbirth,and deathrates
for ths registrationStates,the geographicdivisions,and the
individualStatesare shownin tablesIII,IV, V, and VI.

COMPARABILITY OF GLASSIFIGATION

Geographic classification. —The geographiccode’ueed
in the tabulationof datapublished in this reportgivsea
separate identifyingnumber to each city having,in 1940,a-
populationof 10,000or more,and to certaintowns,townships,
and districts whichare classifiedas urban under epecial
rules. The placeeclassifiedas urbanunderspecialrulesare
of two types. One type is limitsd to the Statesof New Hamp-
shire,Massachusetts,and ShodeIsland.It is msdeup of towns
(townships)in whichthere is a villageor thicklysettled
areahavingmore than2,500inhabitantsand comprising,either
by itselfor when combinedwith othervillageswithinthe same
town,more than 50 percent of the totalpopulationof the
town. In thisreport,onlythosetowns having10,000inhabi-
tantsor more are shown. A eecondtype is made up of town-
shipsand other political subdivision (notincorporatedas
municipalities,nor containingareaeso incorporated)with a
totalpopulationof 10,000or more and a populationdensity
of 1,000or moreper squaremile. The geographiccodealso
givesa separatenumbsrto each county,excluslveof citiesor
otherurbanplaces. Althoughvillagesand citieshavingpopu-
lationsof less than10,000are not individuallyidentiflsd,
eachcountyis dividedintotwo parts,one consistingof urban
placesof 2,500 to 10,000,and another consistingof the re-
mainder of the county. The classificationof urban places
used in the 1943tabulationswas based on their population
enumeratedin the 1940census,as of April1.

The annualvitalstatisticsdata priorto 1930were tabu-
latedin two groups—forplacesof 10,000inhabitanteor more
and for placeswith fewer than10,000inhabitantsand rural
areae. Thesepopulation-sizegroupingsdo not correspondwith
thosedefinedas urbanand ruralin the 1910,1920,1930,and

1940populationcensuses.Therefore,In order to giveannual
vitalstatistlcs data that couldbe more closely relatedto
the-populationdata,it was necessaryto divideIntotwo groups
vitalstatis~ics datafor placesWIth populatlons of lessthan
10,000and ruralareas. Thus,by comblnlngthe areasof 2,500
to 10,WJOwith places of 10,LXJOor more,figurescouldbe ob-
tainedfor urbanplacesthatwere comparablewith thoseof the
1930and 1940 population censuses.Also,by combining data
for areashavingpopulattone between2,500and 10,OUOwith the
ruralfigmres,data comparablewith those for places under.
10,000and ruralareasas givenIn the‘vitalstatisticsreports
priorto 1930couldlikewisebe obtained.

Most or the natallty and mortality tablespublishedfor
the years 1930to 1941 showat ‘leastthree population-size
groupings:urbanplaces with populationsof 10,000or more,
urbanplaces WIth populationsbetween2,500and 10,000,and
rural;but sometablesshowthe simpleclassifications“Urban”
and ‘Rural.” In theseinstances,wherethe dichotomous.clas=
sificationie shown,“Rural”included all areas excepturban
placesof 10,000inhabitantsor more. In the presentvolume
the terms“Urban”and “Rural”referto areasas definedby the
,populatlon censusof 1940,that is, urbanplaces hatiing2,500
inhabitantsor more qnd ruralareas,respectively.

Class if icat ion by race .- Birthsand deaths are classi-
fied in detailby white,Negro,Indian,Chinese,Japanese,and
!a residual groupof numeritallyminorraces. In mosttables
suchan extendedclassificationis not justlfled and the racial

, divlslons are “White,” “Negro,” and “Other.” In tableswhere
the main purpose is to lSOIS.tO the majorgroup,the classi-
fications’are simply“White”and ‘Nonwhite.”

. InternationalList of Causes of Death. -The data in
the mortality reportspublished by the Bureau of the Census
are tabulatedaccording to the numbers and titlesof the de-
tailedInternationalListor Causesor Death.The International
Lietis revised decenniallyin order thatthe terminology
by whichdeathsare classifiedmay be conelstentwith advances
in medical scienceand changesin diagnosticpractice. The
tabulationsfor 1943are classlried”accordingto the fifthre-
visionof the InternationalListof Causes01 Deathadoptsdby
“the InternationalCoomdseion,whichmet tinParis in October
1938. Completetitlesor this list,with the ofricialnumbers
and subdivisions,are givenin tableVII.

In sometables it was necessarY,becauseor sPacelimita-
tions,to abbreviatecause-of-deathtitles or to indicatethe
compositionor groupsof causes by givingonlythe listnum-
bers. In suchcases,referencemaybe made to tableVII or to
the 1938revisionor the ‘Manualof the InternationalList of
Causesof Death”for the completetitles. The manual gives,
also,the maindiseasesor conditionsincludedundereach title.

Nativity classification.—Early mortality reportspub-
lishedby the Bureauof the Censuscontainedextensivetables
showingnativityor the parentsas weilas nativityof the de-

‘cedent,but the publicationof these tableswas discontinued
In 1933. In the reportson birth statisticsprior to 1937
more emphasie was placed upon countrylof birth of parents.
Detailed tablesshowing specific countryor birthof mother
and or father,as well as more abridgedclassifications,have
beenpublishedror eachyaar through1936. Thesedata have
been or nlstorlcalimportancein tracingthe chaygingcompo-
sition of the population of the UnitedStates. In re,cent
years,however,the number of birthsto foreign-bornparent?
has becomea relativelysnmllproportionor the total.Accord-
ingly,since 1937,birthtables showing nativity of parents
havebeen eliminatedor revised. A continueddecreaseIn the
proportionof births to foreign-bornparents will justify
decreasedemphasison this classificationin ruturevolumes.

TableC showsthe totalnumberor birthsor white children
in the expandingbirth-registrationarea ror eachyear begln-
ningwith’1915,and the percentof thesehaving one or both
parents bf foreignbirth. The camedata are givenror the 10
originalbirth-reglstrati,onStates. For this origfnalregis-
trationarea,whitebirths‘or foreignor mixedparentagewere
53.0percentofall wliitebirthsin 1915,whereasin 1943 tfis
groupcomprisedonly 13.4percentof the total. For the whole
UnitedStatesin 1943,whitebirthsof foreignor mixedparent-
age were only7.9 percentor the totalwhitebirths.

While t$e datain thisvolume are availablefor a variety
of administrativeand scientificpurposes,they cannotbe cor-
rectlyinterpreted.unlesscognizance1s takenof varlous qual-
ifylngractors. ObviOUSIYthe factorsto be-considereddepend
uponthe specificpurposesror mich the dataare to be used.
It is not reasible to catalogall or the pertinentfactorsin
the use cr vitalstatlstics tabulations,but a rem oi!themore
Importantshouldbe mentioned.

Most or the factorslimiting the use or vitalstatistics
dataarisefromimperfectionsin the originalmaterialor from
the Impractlcabilityof tabulatingor usingthesedate in very
detailedcategories.Tnesedefectsshouldnot be ignored,yet
their existencedoesnot destroythe valueor the data for
most generalpurposes. Analysisof smalldifferencesor‘exact
evaluatlon and Interpretationor vitalstatisties requires
carefulstudyof many relatedelements. However,the trendof “
crudebirth and deathrates,the increaseor decrease in the
numberor deaths from selectedcauses,and the majordlrfer-
encesin ratesamongStates,are all factsthat WI11 not be
materiallychanged’by fineranalysis.

In order to draw conclusloneor inferencesfromcliffer-
encesbetweenthe bi,rthor deathrates,it is necessary,par:I
titularlyror smallgeographicareas,to take intoaccountthe
numlkm of births or deaths on which these ratesare based.
Althoughall of the ratespresentedhave been computedwithout’
regard to the size of numbers involved,cautlon should be
exercisedin the Interpretationor thosebasedon smallnum-
bbrs sincetheyare subjectto a largeamount of.variation in .
proportlon to theirmagnitude. In all suchcases,a test of
statisticalsignificanceshouldalwaysbe appliedberoremaking
evena tentativedeductionrromratedlrferences. Althoughit
wouldbe desirable to Introduceinto thesetablesstatistlCal
measures or signiricsnce,it was not deemedpracticableto do
so at thistime sincethe requireddegreeof statisticalreli-
abilitywoulddirferwith the uses of thesedata.A discussion
of this problem,and a simplestatisticaltestor S1gnlricance,
may be foundin “TheRegistrar-General’sStatistlcalReviewof
Englandand Wales.”*

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Place of residence. —Of fIclalnationalvitalstatistics
and thosepubllshedby most Stateand cityagencieswere,until
recent years?compiled according to the placeof birthor
death. Underthis systemof tabulatlon, the dataare tabu-
latedby the city,county,or Statein whichthe birthor
deathoccurred,irrespectiveof the usual placeof residence
of the motherof the child,or the usualplaceof residenceof
the decedent.

The S1gnlf1canceof thlsmethod of tabulatlon can be seen
by consideringthe effect of movementof people on death
rates. For example,the hospitalfacllltlesin a citymay at-
tractpatients from surroundingareasand, ae a reeult,many
of the deathsOoCurrlng in this c1ty WI11 not be deathsof
residentsof this city. The enumeratedpopula.tlon of the clty
doesnot,undereuch conditions,representthe numberof per-
soneexposedto the rlek of death;and the deathratedoesnot
accuratelydescrlbe the mortallty condltions of this par-
tlcularcity. A more correct figure1e obtained by reallo-
catingall deathsto the placeof residence.Sincethereare
many caueee contrlbutingto the movement of patlents to some
areaotherthantheir ueualplace of reeldence,1t cannotbe
assumedthatthe dlrection of the movement 1s alwaysfromthe
ruralto the urbanareas. Slmilarnonresidentractorsaffect
the Interpretationof birth statisticsbasedupon placeof
occurrence.In orderto determinethe directionor the magnl-
tudeof the clifferencesbetweenratesbasedon birthsor deathe
accordingto plac~of occurrenceand thOSecompiledaccording
to placeof residence,it 1s necessary to examinetabulations
on bothbasee.

Sincethe data givenin this volumeare tabulatedaccord-
ing to placeof occurrence,figuresfor individualcitiesand
countles or for populationgroups do not alwaysglve an accu-
ratelndication of relativehealthand ferti11ty condltlons.
However,for largerareas suchas a State,the tabulations
compiledon elther baslsare prlnclpallythe same. Detailed
tabulatione by placeof residenceare givenin “VitalStatls-
stiesof the unitedStates,Fart II.”

Completeness of registration. — Althowh every state
has adopteda vitalstatisticslaw requiringthe reglstratlon
of all birthsand deaths,theselawsare not uniformlyenforced.
In most Stateswhere the registrationorganizationis‘well
establishedand wherethe persone responsiblefor filingcer-
tificates appreciatethe value of registrationto the indi-
vidualas well as its valuefor statisticalpurposes,practi-
callyall births and deathaare registered.In otherStates,
however,the underregistration is enough to affectthe use of
the tabulateddata for certainpurpoees.

Detailedinformationon the completenessof deathregis-
tration in each Stateis not available.One conditionrequired
for admieeion to the national registrationareas wae that
thereexista demonstratedcompletenessof reglstration of at
leaet 90 percent. Using this ae a criterion,all of the
Stateswere admittedto the registration areasby 1933,and
althoughregistration has becomemore completein mostStates,
it is likely thatthere has been regressionin someStates.
Estimatesof the completenessof registration in States,based
on the comparisonof vital statisticsreportsand enumerated,
ceneuedata, havebeen publishedelsewhere.a It is believed
thatdeath registration is more complete than birthregis-
tration.

The firstNation-widetestof completenessof birthregis-
tratlon was made by the Bureauof the Censue in 1940. The
recordsof all births registeredduring a 4-month period—
December 193; and January, February,and Msrch,1940-were
matchedwith thoseof infanteunder4 monthsenumeratedin the
populationcensus ae of April 1, 1940,and with thoseof
infanteborn duringtheee 4 monthswhose deathswere regis-
teredas occurringpriorto April 1, 1940. Altogether,nearly
one and a halfmillionrecordewere receivedfor the test.

As a resultof the matching processand subsequentfield
checksof the unmatchedrecorde,it wae found that the regis-
tration of births in the United States was 92.5 percent

complete.As may be seenfrom tableD, whichpresentsdataby
Statesand by race,therewas greatvariationin the complete--
ness of registrationfigures.The completenessof birthregis-
trationranged from75.9percent‘inArkanaasand 77.6percent
in SouthCarolinato 99 percentor morei.nConnecticut,Minney
sota,and New Jereey. Completenessof registrationof births
to whitepersons was 94.0percent comparedwith 82.0percent
to nonwhitepersons. The percentageof completenessforwhite
birthsrangedfrom79.6percentin Arkansaeto 99.4in Connect-
‘icut. For nonwhites,completenessrangedfrom40.3 percentin
New MexLcoto 98.7percentIn New Jersey. Therewere three
Stateshavinga very smallnonwhite populationwhichshowed
100 percentregistrationin the’test.

Age, sex, and race. —If crude deathratee are wed as
an indexof health condition of a community,comparisonsof
rateefor differentStates or cities are not strictlyvalid
unleesthe age,sex,and racial compositionsof the population
of each area are taken into consideration.It iS obvious
that,if the populationin one State is generallyolderthan
that in another,the crudedeath ratewill be higher,even
thoughthereIs no significantdifferencein the age-specific
deathrates.

Similarconsiderationsapplyalso to crude birthrates.’
For example,comparisonof birth ratesof one areahavinga

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certain proportionof.women of child-bearingage with the
ratesof another communityof a different proportlon would
be erroneousif the ratesare usedas a measureof fertili;y.

Varlous methods have been clevlsed to compensatefor
differencesIn the population compositionof the areasto be
compared.A neoessary elementof all such methods 1s the
Computatlon of specificbirthor death ratesfor each of the

- factorsto be considered.WM le the,natallty and mortality
tablesIn this volume are suf$lcientlydetailedfor the most
importantof these computations,It is also essentialto have
the correspondingpopulationfIguresfor each separateage,
sex,and racialgroup.

Sincethe passageof SocialSecuritylegislationIn 1?35,
thereappearsto be an lncreas5ngtendencyto exaggeratestate-
mentsof age of olderpersonson deathcertlflcates. As dls-
cussedin the sectionon population esti~tes, this Is also
evidentin the populatlon enumeration.The error~ in the
statementsof age at deathappear to be particularlyserious
for Negromales,and thereis someevidenceor corresponding
misstatementsof age at dsathof Negrofemales,but the errors
are somewhatsmaller. The misstatementsof age at deathexag-
geratethe mortalityfQures for the age group65 to 69 years,
and understatethe numberof.decedents50 to 54, 55 to 59, and
60 to 64 yearsof age. .

Population e5timatef3.— Sincebirth and deathratesare
ratios‘ofthe number of births and deathsto population
figures,accurateratesare partiallydependentupon accurate
populationfIgures. Tabulationsshowingthe numberand compo-
sltion of the populatlon for varloueareasare availableonly
for the yearswhen regulardecennialpopulatlon censusesare
taken.For interveningysarspopulationestimatesmust be used.

The crudebirthand deathratesfor.the UnitedStatesand
the IndivlduslStates for the years19~0 to 1939,incluslve,
presentedin this volumedlffer somewhatfromthosepublished
previousto 1940. Any discrepanciesare due to the fact that
the ratespublishedduring the period19ZQto 1938were based
uponextrapolatedpopulatlon figures,and the ratespresented
in the 1939annualreport”were basedon provisionalpopulation
estimatesobtainedby arlthmetic lnterpolatione betweenthe
populationsof 1930 and ~940as enumerated in the decennial
censuses.In the 1940and 1941volumes,the birthand death
rates for the UnitedStates and IndividualStatesfor the
years1930to 1939 havebeen,computed on the basisof inter-
censalpopulationestlmates obtainedby using mlgrationsta-
tistics,school censusstatistics,and datafrom otherlocal
sourcesin conjunctlon WIth the decennial populationcens%s
data.

As a part “ofthe program for the Sixteenth Decennial
Censusperiod,the Bureau of the.Census undertook to make
avallable populationestimates for the Intercensalyears,
whlch weremore accurateestimates than couldbe obtainedby
the simplearltbmeticinterpolationmethod. By supplementing
the decemlal censusenumerationdatawith populationf1gures
from various sources,it was possibleto -make population
estimates thatIncluded suchdetai1s as age, sex,race,and
nativityfor eachyear since1900.

In revising these.Intercensalestimates,the Statewas
selectedas the smallest geographlc unl~for whlch estimates
were made slnoepopulationestimatesfor small areasare sub-
jectto relativelylargeerrors.~This limitationwas a fairly
serious one for vital statisticspurposes since the most
widelyusednational figures are for the death-registration
area,which incltidescities in the nonregistrstionStates.
Although It is possibleto obtainfairl~ reliableestimates
of populationfor citieshavingover 100,000inhabitants,the
largenumber of clties, many of themWIth populationsunder
100,000,participatingin the registrationsystemmade detailed
populationestimatesfor the registrationareaimpractical.

Sinceit was not feasibleto revisethe annualmidyear
populationfiguresfor the intercensalyearsduringthe period
when the death-registration area was sti11 incomplete,it was
decidedto fit vital statisticsto the availablepopulation
datafor the registrationStates. In the future,it is ex-
pectedthatmortality trenddatafor the UnitedStatesprior
to the completionof the area in 1933will be generallytabu-
latedon the basisof the registrationStates. As mentioned

..

before,the officialnatalitystatisticsl?orthe entireUnited
Statesare not affected sincethe birth-registrationarea did
not, at any time,IncludecitiesIn nonregistrationStates.

The estimatesof the populationof the United’Statesfor
the postcensaldates,July 1, 1940,1941,194S,and 1943,Were
basedon the 1940 censusand on statisticsof births,deaths,
and net immigrationsince the censusdate. The population
presentin the continentalUnitedStates excludesmembersof
the armed forcesoutsidethe continentalshoreson July 1 of
each year. The totalpopulationof the UnitedStatesemployed
i-ncomputing.birthratesfor the UnitedStatesM.eludesmembers
of the armedforcesoverseas.

The estimates for Statesare based partlyon rationbook
registration and partly on naturalincreaseof the population
by States,since the last census. The clvilian populatlon
estimatesobt+ned in thismannerprovidedthebasesfordqriv-
.tngestimates of the population presentin each State. The
totalpopulationpresentin eachStateincludesmembersof the
armedforces stationedin eachStatebut excludesthe troops
overseas. t

Estimatesof the midyearpopulation of the UnitedS@tee
by age, race,and sex for 1940 to 1943,inclusive,relateto
the population actually present in the continentalUnited
States. Sincethe age distributionof the armedforcesabroad
was estimated,the midyear population eetimates of malesof
military ,agein the continentalUnitedStatesmay not be as
preciseas thosefor other age groups. The estimatesby age,
race,and sex for the period 1940 to 1943also containan
adjustmentmade on the age distributeon of the nonwhitepopu-
lation 55 yearsand overas enumerated1n the 1940 census.
The 1940 censusshowedan excessof nonwhitesenumeratedas 65
yearsand overas compared With the numberthat mlght have
beenexpectedto survivefrom those55 and overin 1930. The
age group 55 to 64 years,on the otherhand,showeda defi-
CIencyWIth respect to the expected survivorsof those4S to
54 in 1930. Therefore,the distributionof the nonwhitepopu-
lation 55 years and over amongthe componentage groupswas
adjustedto a closeragreementwith,the distributeon of these
age groupsin earliercensuses.The total55 yearsand over
was not alteredin the process. Althoughdefects in the age
distributeon or thewhitepopulationwere alsc observed,no ad-
justmentsweremade becausethe adjustmentswouldhavebeen
relativelysmall.

CURRENT PROBLEMS IN THE
INTERPRETATION OF’ BIRTH

AND DEATH RATES
Becauseof the markedchanges in the characteristicsof

the continentalpopulationd.urlngthe war pericd,crudebirth
and death ratesas conventionallycomputedare not entirely
comparablewith those for prewaryearsas measuresof general
fertility and mortality.The transfer overseas of several
millionmen in the armedforceshas causedchangesin the age
and sex compositionof the populationin the continental
United States. The selection of men for military servicp
overseas has also changed the characteristicsof the conti-
flentalpopulationwith respect to physical fitness. These
factorsaffect the interpretationof conventionalcrudevital
statisticsrates.

Thereis no completelysatisfactorysolutionto the prob:
lem of comparabilitybetweenprewar and wartimecruderates.
However,in,order to presentcrudebirthand deathratesthat
nouldbe most usefulfor comparativepurpos&, differentpopu-
lationbases,were selectedf’or the variousrates. The crude
birthrate for the UnitedStates was basedupon the total
WXmated,population irlcludingthe armedfoicesoverseas,and
the crudedeathrate on the estimatedpopulationexcludingthe
mm.edforcesoverseas. The crudebirth ratesfor Stateswere
)asedon the estimatedcivilian populationsof the individual
States,and the crudedeathratesfor Stateson the estimated
totalpopulationspresentin the States.

Crude birth rate as an index of fertility.—The prob-
LemIn. the interpretationof crude vital statisticsrates
luringthe war period canbest be developed by discussing
rariousratesIn termsof theirUSPS. The crudebirthrate is
:onsideredby some to carryno implicationsbeyondthe fact

.
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thatso manybirthsper thousand populationwsre contributed
fromthe totalpopulatlon. With that 1nterpretatlon, the re-
movalof several millionmen fromthe countryis no more dis-
turbingto the validityof the ratethana depreseion which
actsto decrease boththe number of msrrlagesand the number
of children bornto members of the population. It is true
thatat no timeare all membersof the populationexposedto
the possibilityof producing offsprlng. The unmarried,the
Instltutlonalized,and those outside the reproductiveages
constitutea large portion of the populationwhich cannot
contributeto the numberof births. If the armedforcesover-
seasare considereda loglcalextensionof thisnonreproducing
group,thenthe crudebirthratebasedon the totalpopulatlon
Includingthe armedforces overseasis comparablewith rates
for prewaryearsas a crudemeasureof fertllity.On the other
hand,a ceqtainamountof stsblllty in the age and eex comPc-
sitfon of the population1s usuallypresent,or understood,in
connectionwith cruderates,and It may be contendedthatthe
removalfromthe populationof eeveralmllllonmen,almoetall
of whom are wlthfn the reproductiveages,1s such a“mejor
changein the compositionof the populationthat comparability
Is lost.

The use of a birthratebasedon the populationwithinthe
continerltalUnitedStateeexcludlngthe armedforcesoversees,
on the premise that it relates the number of births to the
populationproducingthose births,is probably unjustified.
The estimatedmidyearpopulationwithinthe continentalUnited
States,lf ueed In calculatingthe annualbirthrate for the
year in whichthe births occurred,Is a ‘populationwhichmay
be QJlta dlfferentfromthat actuallyproducing the births.

Rateswhichgivea moreprecise measureof fertilitythan
the.crudebirthrate,though desirableat all times,are par-
ticularlydesirableunderwartimecond:tlons.Any of the fer-
tllityratesbasedon all or selectedage groupsof the female
populationcan be usedto advantage,particularlyfor histor-
ical comparisons,since the female populationie far more
stablethanthatfor malesat thistime.

The problem of selecting the proper populationbase for
computingbirthrates fof IndividualStatesis moredifflcult
thanthatfor the countryas a whole. Thisproblem1s compli-
catedby the u!nduly largetnternalmigrat1on duringthiswar-
timeperiod,and by the lack of currentestimatesof resident
populations.The populationfigures now availablefor States
relateto the estlmsted clvillanpopulationin the State,and
to the eetlma.tedtotal,populatlonin the State.

The use of the estimatedpopulationwithipa Stateas the
basefor the crudebirth ratefor thatState is not satis-
factory,becausethe personnelin largemilitaryestablishments
in amny of’the Stateshas markedly increasedthe populat,lons
withinthoeeStates.Sincea largeproportionof the personnel
Of any military trainingcenter Ie not contributingto the
numberof bfrthsto residentsof the Statein whichthe traln-
Ing center Is located,a crudebirth ratewhlch relatesthe
numberof births to residents of a State to the population
withinthe Statewould givean artificiallylow rate for many
States. Althoughthe use of civilian populationsas the base
for crudebirth rateeby States ie not entirelysatisfactory
either,this baseproducesbirthrateswhichhavesome compa-
rabilityfromStateto State. Sincethe crude birthrate for
the UnitedStates Is basedon the total populationincluding
the armed forces overseas,the birth ratesfor the States
basedon clvLlianpopulationsare not comparablewith the
nat1onalrate. For the countryas a whole,the ratioof the
1943birth ratebasedon the entirepopulationIncludlngthe
armedforcesoverseasto the ratebased on the civilianpopu-
lationwas 0.9334. For StatesIn whichthe changebetweenthe
residentpopulationand tfiecivilianpopulationhas paralleled
thatfor the entireUnitedStates,the birthrate basedon the
civillanpopulationmay be decreasedby ‘applyingthe factor
O.93S4 to give the approximatevalueof the birthratebased
on the residentpopulation.The use of sucha factorto adjust
birthrates basedon civilian populationshas beensuggested
by the Registrar-Generalof Englandand Wales”as a meansof

producingrates approximatelycomparablewith those for pre-
V1ousyearsfor smaller areasof Englandand Wales. Howsver,
the use of sucha conversionfactormay be ratherquestionable
for generalusage.

Crude birth and death rates as indices of population
change. —One of the functfone of the crudebirthrate is to
measurethe proportIonatecontribut1on to a populationthatis
made by livebirths. Convention-ally,this ratehaa related I
livebirths occurringwithin the UnitedStates to the total
populationIn the unitedStates. For the purpossof meaaurlng
the rate of natural increaseIn the population,birthsin the
continentalUnitedStates may ba relatedto the sstima.ted
total population includingthe armed forces overseaseven
thougha largeportion of thatpopulationis outsidethe con-
tinentalUnitedStates. The reeulting rate of 21.5per 1,000
estimatedpopulationfor 1943 le comparablewith rateafor
prewaryears. AlthoughIt 1s possible mathematitallyto re-
late live birthsto the populationwithinthe continental ,
UnitedStates,the resultingrateappearsto havelittleor no
meaningas a measureof populationincrease.

One of the uses of the crudedeathrate 1s to measurethe
proportionatedecreaaein the populationcausedby death. For
thispurpose all deaths occurringIn the unitedStateshave
conventionallybeen relatedto the total population in the
UnitedStatee. It 1s evidentthat If deaths amongmilitary
pereonnel overeeasare excluded fromthe rate,the resultlng
figurewouldnot be a completemeasureof the costof deathto
the population.The Interpretationof the crude deathrate,
basedon the entire population includingthe armed forces
overseas,as an Indexof population decreaseIs not affected
by the absenceof several mllllonmen from the UnitedStates
If their numberIs Includedin the populationbaseand the
deathsof militarypersonneloverseae are also includedwith
deathsoccurringin the continentalUnitedStatee. This rate
1s strictlycomparablewith prewarcrudedeathrateein terms
of population change. The crude death rate for 1943,in-
cludingthe estimatednumber of deathsamongthe armedforces
overseasand basedon the totalpopulation Inclueiveof the
armedforcesoverseae,was 10.9per 1,000estimatedpopulation.
The crudedeath rate,omittingdeathsamong the armedforces
overseas,but basedon the samepopulation,W.SS10.7Per 1,000
eetlmeted population.Thle latter rate Is not a complete
measureof population decrsase by death,but indicatesthe
portionof the totaldecrease whichcan be assigned to the
continentalpopulation.

Crude death rate ae a measure of mortal 1 ty risk. -
One of the primaryuses of the crudedeathratefor the United
Statesis as an over-allindicationof ihe probabilityof any
person in the populationdying during a year. This rate
conventionallyrelates deathswithinthe UnitedStatesto the
totalpopulation.In ths absenceof internationalreallocation
of deaths,It has beenassumedthat the numberof residentsof
the UnitedStatesdyingoutsidethe countrywas,In largepart,
balancedby the numberof nonresidentsdyingwithinthe United
States. The resulting rate,thoughnot a “true” deathrate
for reeldents of the UnitedStates,has been consideredas
Sucn. The choiceof the totalpopulat~onas a baserestedon
the assumptionthatthiswae the exposed-to-riskpopulationto
whichthe deaths related. Crude death rates,basedon the
totalpopulation,have been usedas comparativemeasuresof
mortalityriskfromyear to year.

Underwartimeconditions,the inclusionof deaths among
militarypersonnel overseaswith deaths occurringwithinthe
UnitedStates is incompatiblewith the baeic assumptionof
commonrisk. What 1s neededcurrentlyIs a crudedeathrate
whichmeasuree mortalityrisk for the populationwithinthe
continentalUnitedStates. If thisrate ie to meaeureamong
otherthingsthe effectsof the stressee,of wartimellvingas
reflectedIn changesin the crudedeathrate,it mustbe based
on a populationwhichwillyielda ratesuitablefor compari-
son with prewaryeare.

If, to measure mortalityrick within,the UnitedStates,
deaths occurringwithinthe populationof the Contiriental
UnitedStates are related to the totalpopulationincluding
the armedforcesoverseas,the value of the rasultlngrate is
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questlenable. Such a rate is too low, fOr while It omits

the deaths within a sizeable portion of the population, It

Includes the entire population in the exposed-to-risk group.
For thls reason, the crude death rate tor the United States

has been based on the populatlon within the continental United
States. This population Is the exact base for the crude death
rate, for it is WIthin this population that the ddaths used in
the rate occurrpd. However, there are certain limitatiOns

connected with the uee of the PopulationWithi? the continental

Uiited States as the base for the meaeure of mortality ylek

‘within the United Statee.

The first limitation is concerned with the interpretation
of the populatlon within the continental United States as a

complete measure of the exposed-to-risk group to whlch all

deathe occurring in the continental United Statee can be as-
signed. This particular problem maY be made more concrete If
a speoific cause of death, such as tuberculosis, 1s ueed as an

example. The members of the armed forces ‘were carefully
screened by X-ray and other techniques at the time of induc-

tion, and those showing $1gns of tuberculosis, were exempted

from military service. Also, It appears to be the general
practice of the armed forces to return to the United States,
on recognition, almoet all active cases of tuberculosis among

military personnel overseas. Therefore, practically all tu-
berculosis deaths ‘of residents of the United States occur

within the continental Unlted States. The factors operating

in the original selection of mllitarY Personnel and the ret~
of“cqrtaln phyeitally unfit milltary personnel from overseas
,would\end to cause an accumulateon of the poor risks from a

number of causes of death In the population wlthln the conti-

nental United States. Under these condltione,a crude death rate
“ based on the population within the continental United States,

excluding the armed forces overseas, which Is slightly hlgher

than that for a prewar year, cannot be interpreted as lndl-

catlng an Increase in the force or mortallty unless allowance
Is made for the’ factore used In selecting mllit&y peysonnel
ror overseas servlce.

A second problem connected with the use of the population
of the continental United States Is the fact that the age

compositlon of the populatlon may be markedly changed when
mllltary pe~eonnel overseas are excluded. The assignment of
eeveral mllllon men in the younger age groups, In- whlch the
death rate Ie relatively 10+, to posts overseas increases the

proportion in the population of older Persons for whom the
death rate 1s relatively high. This factor alone will prcduce
a higher crude death rate when compared with that for an ear-

ner period, ‘even if no change in the force of mortality has
occurred.

A third limitation arl.sing rrom the use of the population
within the continental Unlted States ae the baee for the crude

death rate 1s the selection of a single Population w~ch ,J.oaY
be considered representative for the entire.yearn Convention-

ally, the midyear estimate 1s used. The changes in the popu-
lation *thin the continental United States in 1S43 were so

distributed throughout the year that there are no slgnificant

errors from this source. However, If in later years, large
movements of troops to duty overseas occur in one part of the

year, it may be well to consider the use of average mouthly

population estimates as the bases 1for rates.

‘ The crude death rate for 1942, based on the poliilation
wlthfn the continental United Statas excludingthe armed forces
overseas, was 10.9 per 1,000 estimated population, an increase
of 4.S percent over the corresponding rate ror 1942. If only

crude death rates for 1943 and a previous year are given, it
is impossible to determine what part of the clifference between
the rates ie due to changee In the age and sex composition of

the populatlon, or the extent to which the selectlon of the

physitally fit In certain age groups ror mllltary servlce
overseas m&y have increased the rate. Without measures of the

effects of these ractors, ‘true’1changes cannot be determined.’

It is possible, however, to use other types of death rates to
supplement the crude death rate for 194S in describing the

mortality experience of the population present in the conti-

nental United States.

INTERPRETATION OF
CAUSE - OF - DEATH STATISTICS I

Cause-of-death data given in this volume are classified
according to the filth revision of the International List of
Causes of Death. The use or thfs list In the tabulation of
data by all States, and by various countries, results in slml-
lar cause-of-death titles for the varlous publications. Un-
fortunately, this use of a standard classificatlon list, al-
though essential ror regional comparisons, does not assure
“strictcomparability of the tabulated figures. A high d6gree
of comparabillty could be attained only If all of the data on
cause of death were reported with equal accuracy and complete-
ness. Stnce the rmdical certirication or death can be made “
only by a“qualirled person, usually a physician or a coroner, ‘
the reliability and accuracy of cause-or-death statlstics are,
to a large extent, governed by the acumen and abillty of the
medical attendant tc make the proper dlagnosls and by the care
in which the death certificate is filled out.

The qu+ ty of the basic data reported on the death cer-
tlficates 1s, of course, or fundamental importance In the in-
terpretation or cauae-of’-deathetatlstics. Although a number
of notable etudlee have been made of the accuracy of medical
diagnoses, there 1s an unfortunate lack of qational statistics
on the subject. All of these Investigations are extremely
Woited In scope since they are based upon comparleone of au-
topsy and clinical records in certain hospitals and pertain
only to those caaes that came up for pOSt-mOrtem eXSmlnatlone. ‘
Despite the paucity of data regarding the acctrracyof certifi-
cation 01 death, the cause-of-death information given cm the
death certlrlcate is, for the most part; probably fairly
reliable.

One index or the quality of cause-of-death statletics Ie
the proportlon of death certifIcates coded International ,List
numbers 199 and 200; whi c+ are the rubrics for i11-defined and
unknown causes or death. This percentage Sndl sates the care ‘
and consideration given to the certlricatlon of cause of death
by the attending physician. It ISAYalso be used ae a rough
measure of the specif1city of the medical diagnoses made by
the phyaiclana in the varloue areas.

Although there has been a marked increase”in the proportion
of death certlficates reporting two or more cauaee or death,
there has been relatively little change in the percentage of
death certifioates reporting Ill-clefined and unknown causes of
death. As maY be seen from table E, 3.9 percent or the tran-
script of death certlficates were coded ae i11-defIned or un-
known causes In 1900. The reporting of causes of death im-
proved gradually between 1900 and 1910. In 1911 the practice
of querying unsatisfactory terms was Introduced. This resulted
in a marked reduction In the pruportlonof transcrlpte assigned
to the 111-derined and unhewn category. The low proportion
of i11-deflned and tmlmown causes was mlntained from 1911 to
1915, but elnce then the percentage of such cases has in-
creased. Although there has been relatively little change In
the proportion of assignments to ill-definedand u&nown causes
between 1919 and 1943, It is believed that the accuracy of

cause-of-death certificatlon has increased in that period.

cause’of deathvarles conelderably betweenStates. As may be
eeenfrom tableF, 27 Statee,In 1943,had lessthan 1 percent
of all deathsclaseiiledin this1n-defined group,whlle In 4
Statesover5 percent,and in 2 States10 percentor morewere
so classified:For deaths under1 year of age, the corre-
spondingfiguresare,20,12, and 6 Statee,respectively.Obvi-
ously,if a high proportionof deaths were includedin these
poorlydefinedcause-of-deathtitles,it means thattherewas
an unknown deficiencyin the number of deathsclassifiedin
themore precieelydefinedgroup.

The Inberpretation of data on cause of death 1s further
qusllfiedby,the fact that,although in many Instancesthe
deathis the resultof a combinatlon or sequenceof causes,it
is UBUallypracticableto tabulate the deathunderone rubrlc
only. Thisneceseltatesa choiceof the primary causefrom
thosegivenon the transcriptof the deathcertificate.This
eelectlon of a primarycause 1s madeaccordingto rulesgiven
in theMEN@ of JointCauses of Death. It 1s evident,how-
ever,thatthe effectof any suchruleson the classlficatlon
of deathefor specificcauseswill vary according to the com-
pletenesswithwhlch all the factorscontributoryto the death
are reported. If a deathis the resultof severalcausesbut
onlya singlecauseIs givenon the transcript,theManualof
Joint Causesof Deathcannot,of course,be used. For this
reasonthe omission of pertinentcomplicatingfactorsor con-
ditionscontributingto the deathmay result in an incorrect
statisticalassignmentof cause.

Apartfrom the questionof comparabilitybetweenareas,
thereis the additionalproblemor comparabilityfor a given
areabetweenyears. To a certainextent,time-trendstudies
of causes of deathwouldbe facilitatedif the International
Listwere maintainedwithout changeover a long periodof
years. However,if the listwere rigidlyfixedit would soon
be inconsistentwith currentmedical terminology.To obtain
the advantagesof frequentrevision,and yet to retaina fixed
listfor a number of years,revisionsof the listare madeat
an internationalcon~erenceevery10 years. In the processof
revision,somecausesof deathincludedunderone titlemay be
transferredto other titlee. Definite discontinuetiesare
introducedinto the time trendsof deathrates for certain
SpeClfic causesof death,as indicated by a recentstudytion
the comparabilityof titlesin the 1929and 1938revieionsof
the InternationalList.

Improvementin diagnosticprocedure and developmentof
medical knowledgeand facilitiee are otherimportantfactors
not to be overlookedin the studyof changes in deathrates
for certaincauses. For example,additionaldiagnoetic cancer
clinicslocatedthroughoutthe countrynELycorrectlydiagnose
many cancerdeaths thatmightotherwisebe classifiedin an-
otherdisease classificationor in the unknownor ill-clefined
caueegroup. Anotherexample mightbe foundin the caseof
syphillticdeaths. Deathsfrom syphilieare not alwayscor-
rectlyreported,butthe recentcampaign to promotethe pre-
ventionand treatmentof tniedieeasenmy influencethe accu-
racyof the reportingof syphilison the death certificate.

NATALITY STATISTICS

Natal ity trend. — In 1943,2,924,860 live births were
registeredin the UnitedStates. The crude birth ratewas
21.5per 1,000 estimatedpopulation,includingmembersor the
armedforces overseas,and was the highestreported for the
birth-registrationarea since 1924. The crude birth rate
correctedfor the estimatednumberof unregisteredbirthsin
1943was 23.1 per 1,000estimatedpopulation.

The numberof“birthsreportedfor the birth-registration
Statesand the crudebirthratefor each yearsince1915are
shownin tableG. Tnis tablealsogivesthe eetimstedmidyear
populationor the continentalUnitedStates and the estimated
midyearpopulationand percentof the totalincluded in the
expandingbirth-registrationarea.

The trendor the crudebirthrate ror the birth-registration
Statesmay be seenfrom an examinationof tableG. The trend
is characterizedby a relativelyrapid declinein therate
from25.0 birthsper 1,C(13populationin 1915 to 16.6per 1,000
populationin 1933. After1933therewas an irregularriseto
the rate of 17.9 in 1940. This increasewas followedby a
more rapidrise to 20.9 in 1942and a furtherupwardmovement
to 21.5per 1,000populationin 1943. The percentageincrease ‘
in the crude ratebetween 1940and 1941 was 5,6 percentand
between1941and 1942,10.6percent. From 1942 to 194S,how- I
ever,the increasewas smaller,2.9 percent. The trendof the
crudebirthrate,as shownin tableG, is affectedsomewhatby
the,fact that additionalStates were included in the regis-
tration areafrom yearto yearand the more recentlyadded
Stateshave,in general,higherbirth ratesthanthe original
States. The additions to the area in variousyearsare shown
in tableH.

The effectof the newly addedStates on the crudebirth
ratefor the area can be seenby comparingthe trendof the
rates for the original birth-registrationStates givenin
tableJ, with that for the expandingarea,shownin tableG.
In general,the trendof the crudebirthratefor the 10 States
andthe Dietrict of Columbia,which-composed the original
birth-registrationarea in 1915,is similarto thatfor the
Sxpanding area. However,for the original area the relative
Ieclinefrom 1915to 1933was somewhatgreater,the ratesfrom
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and 467,513 deaths. Data on deaths In the
registrat1on area are included in table J in
tate comparison of the trends..

Crude ‘birth rates by state. —Table K

There also was considerable variation in the rates for the

geographlc divisions although the range was not so great as
for the individual States. Among the geographic divisions, the
rate of 27.0 birthe per 1,000 population, for the East South
Central States was the highest; and that for the Middle Atlan-
tic States, 20.3, was the lowest.

‘As can be seen from tablee D and K, completeness of birth

registration is, in general, more complete in States having
low birth rates and less complete in States with relatively

high rates. If differences in completeness of registration

are taken into account, it is clear that the variation in the

true birth rates must be greater than in the reported rates.

VaTiatlOnS in the age, racial, and marital composition of the

population, as well as in other conditions affecting fertility,

Contribute to the differences in the crude birth rates.

Birth rates by month. — The month-to-month variat1one in

the crude birth rates for the United States, based on the

total,~opulation, are indicated’ in table L for the years 1939

to 1943. In the years prior to 1939, the seasonal cycle in .

There were twice as many blrthe as deaths (2.01 births to
each death) registered in the continental United States in
1943, or 2,934,S60 births compared with 1,459,544 deaths.
These figures corrected for the estimated underregistration of
births and of deathe including the estimated number of deaths
among milltary personnel overseas, Indicate a national Increase

of approximately 1,611,000 in the population of the entire

Uhited States in 1943.

In the original birth-registration area, where the birth

rate is slightly lower and the death rate definitely higher

than in the expanding area, there were only one and three-

fourths times as many births as deathe, or S16,142 births

rose to a minor. February or March peak, and then decreased to
a low point In May. The rate increased again to a major peak
in August or September after which it usually decllned rapidly
and reached the lowest point of the year in December. This
general seasonal pattern 1s apparent In the birth rates for

1939 and 1940. In 1941 and 1942, however, the seasonal de-
clines were so modified by the longer wartime trend of rising
birth rates that the November and December rates were higher
than the rates for January of those years. The modifying ef-
fect of rapidly rising birth rates on the eeasonal Cycle is
especially noticeable in the monthly rates for the second half
of 1942, which were consistently higher than the rates for the
first half of the year.

per 1,000 population. When corrected I’01 the seasonal factor,
the actual peak is found to have occurred in. October of 1942.
In 1942 the rate of 22.6 births psr 1,000 population, reported
for both January and February, was the highest for the year.

Age of parents .- Detailed statistics of births by age of
mother and age of father, tabulated bJJ place of residence, are

given in “Vital Statistics of the United States, Part I I.” In
the present volume, summaries of these tabulations for the con-
tinental United States are given in several text tables.

Birth rates by age of mother for the years 1939 to 1943
are presented in table M, and similar rates by age of father
are given in table N. Table O shows, for 1943, the propor-
tionate distribute ons by age of father for each age-of-mother
group.

The birth rates by age of mother for the years 1939 to
1942 indicate increases in the rate for mothers in the age
groups ranging between 15 and 39 years, with especially marked
increases between 1941 and 1942. Between 1942 and 1943 there
were further increases in ths rates for women in all age groups
from 15 to 39 years except thoss aged 20 to 24, for whom there

The age-specific rates for fathers in the 5-year age groups
between 15 and 44 years increased continuously from 1939 to
1943. In the upper age groupe, the rates remained unchanged
or tended to decline except between 1942 and 1943, when there
was a rise in the rates for all age groups above 15 years.

The highest birth rates by age of mother were 153.9 per
1,000 f emsle population in the age group 20 to 24 years in
1942 and 152.9 for the same age group in 1943. AMOng f athere,
the highest rate in 1943 was 172.0 per 1,000 male population
in the age group 25 to 29 years. In regard to the specific
birth rates by age of father, it should be mentioned that
there was a relatively large number of fathers whose ages were
not known. These unknown ages, many of which are related to
illegitimate births, were not distributed in the computation
of the specific rates.

No authentic case of quin-
tuplets in the United States has been reported in the 29-year

period, 1915 to 1943, during which the Bureau of the Census
has been compillng annual birth data.

Average number of children. -Table R shows, for the
years 1932 to 1943, the average number of children ever born
alive to women bearing children in each specified year. From
an average of 3.1 children ever born alive to women giving

birth in 1932, the average number gradually declined to 2.5

in 1942 but rose, slightly, to 2.6 in 1943,

between the ages of 10 and 54 years, as compared with the rate

of 68.1 for the nonwhite group. Table P, which shows age-
specific rates by race, indicates that the rates for nonwhite

females aged 10 to 14 years and 15 to 19-years” were consid-
erably higher than those for white females in the corre-
sponding age groups,and also vferesomewhat higher for nonwhite

than for white women aged 20 to 24. In the two 5-year age
groups between- 25 and 34, however, the rates for nonwhite

women were lower than those for white women. In the age

groups over 35 years, the birth rates for nonwhite women again
were higher thsn those for white womsn.

Plural births .— The great majority of cases of births

registered each year are single births. Of the total 2,906,456
cas% of live births reported in 1943, 2,876,669 were single

births. In addition there were 29,470 cases of twins, 316
cases of triplets, and 1 case of quadruplets, in each of which
there was at least one live birth.

The number of plural-birth cases per 1,000 total cases of
birth increased from 10.1 in 1915 to 12.2 in 1919 but decreased
to 11.7 in 1920. In the period 1920 to 1938 the proportion

remained fairly constant, ranging between 11.2 plural-birth
cases per 1,000 total oases of birth and 11.9 per 1,000. How-

ever, since 1938, the proportion has been decreasing, and in

1943 there were only 10.2 cases of plural birtha per 1,000

total cases.

The decline in the average number during-the period 1932
to 1943 was greatest for the mothers in the age groups 30 to

W and 35 to 39 years. There was a decrease of about 19 per-

cent for mothers in these age groups. For mothers ‘under 20
years of age and for those 20 to 24, the figures show no
change;and for those 25 to 29,there was a 14 percent decrease.

The figures given in the table cannot be directly inter-

preted as the average”size of family in the whole population,
because only the mothers who gave birth during the specifled
year are included. Moreoverj the average for all ages is

affected by changes in the marriage rate as well as by other

factors.Thus, if a rapid increase in the marriage rate Ln-

creased the proportion of first births, the average nuwher of
children for all ‘womenbearing children would be decreased.

Such a decrease could occur at the same time that the repro-
ductive rate of certain age groups was increasing.

Report ing of stillbirths .— Figures on the number of

stillbirths per 1,000 live births are shown in table VI for

the United States, each geographic division, and each State

for 1922 to 1943, inclusive. In examining these figures, it

should be borne in ndnd that differences in the stillbirth

reporting procedures in the individual States and variations

in the definition of a stillbirth make it difficult to compile

strictly comparable data for all States.

For the years 1922 to 1930,inclusive, the stillbirth ratio
remained around 38, 39, and 40 per 1,000 live births without

demonstrating any appreciable trend, but since 1930 the ratio

has been consistently decreasing. In 1943, the stillbirth
ratio was 26.7 per 1,000 live births.

Mortal it y trend. —In 1943, 1,459,54 deaths were regis-
tered in the United States. The crude death rate was 10.9 per
1,000 estimated population, exclusive of the armed forces

overseas. This rate was somewhat higher than the correspond ng

rate of 10.4 for 1942. Part of the increase in the crude death

rate in 1943 was due to the influenss epidemic which began’in

November of that year and resulted in an excessively high
mortality in ‘December.

In 1900,the rirstyear rorwhichorrlcialsrmualmortality
statisticsfor theUnitedStateswere compiled,the crudedeath
rate ror the registrationStateswas 17.2per 1,000estimated
popul.atlon.Except for the disproportionatelyhigh rateor
18.1In 1918causedby the Influenzapandemic,the trendof
the deathratesince1900has beengenerallydownward.

The crudedeathrate for 1943was approximately37 percent
lower thanthatfor 1900,whilethat ror 1942was about40 per-
centlowerthenthe ratefor 1900. Although therehas beena
substantialdeclinein deathrates,the rateof declinehas not
been uniform throughthe decades. The averageannualrateof
decreaseIn the crudedeathratesduringthe earlierperiodIn
the historyor the registrationsystemwas aboutthree times
greater thenthatror the laterperiod. However,es shownIn
a recent study,7 the mortality trendwhen adjusted forthe
changingage compositionof the populationshowsa greater
rateor decline duringthe latterhair or the 41-yearperiod
between1900and 1940thanin theearlieryears.

TableS, which givesthe numberor deaths smd the death
rate for each year,shows also the estimatedmidyear popu-
lationof the continentalUnitedStatesand the estimatedmid-
yearpopulationend percentor the totalh_Lcludeiin the death-
registrationStatesrrom1900to 1943,inclusive.The States
thatwere a’ddedin variousyearsare presented in tableT.
Even though the ratesin tableS do not rererto a strictly
comparablegeographicareathroughoutthe 44-yearperiod,the
consistentdownwardtrendor the ratesis not misleading.Es-
sentially the seineTrendis evidentin tableJ ror a constant
geographicarea. Althoughthereis considerablevariationin
the magnitudeor the rates, similar trendsror individual
Statesmay be seen in tableIV, page24.

—The crudedeathratesror
eachStateand geographicdivisionin 1943are presentedin
tableK. The reportedratesranged rrom8.1 deathsper 1,000
estimated populatloyin Arkansaeto 13.8 ~n Vermont. Three
other New England Stateehad the next highest ratee:.New
Hampshire,13.6;wine, 13.2;and ~~esach~setts,12.9. Other
Stateswith highcrudedeathrateeincludedthe rolloWing:New
York,12.6;Delawar$,12.4;Pennsylvania,12.2;Indiana,12.1; “
and Missouri,Nevada,Ohio,and RhodeIsland,eachwitha rate
or 11.9. For the nine geographicdivisions,the crudedeath
ratesrangedfrom 8.9 per 1,000populationin the WeetSouth
CentralStatesto 12.5in the NeW EnglandStates.

Death rates by age, race, and sex.-Age distributions
by sex,race,and cause of death are included in severalof
the general mortalitytablee. TableU summarizestherates
by age, race,and eex for 1943. The sex dirrerencein the
deathrate is markedbothfor thewhiteraceand for the non-
whiteraces,although the excess in the deathrateformales
overthatfor femalesis somewhatlargerfor the nonwhitethan
for the white race. For all races,the deathrate rormales
in 1943was 1.2.4per 1,000males in the continentalUnited
Ycatesas comparedwith thatof 9.4 per1,000femalepopulation
forfemales. ,

The deathratefor the nonwhiteracesIn 1Y4Zwas 12.8per
1,000nonwhitepopulation,and the ratefor thewhiteracewas
10.7deathsper 1,000 white population.Exceptin the age
group75 yearsand over,the deathratefor the nonwhiteraces
1s higherthanthat for the White race. Ae mentioned in the
Iiscuesionof the qualifyingfactors,cognizanceof the defects
in the statementor age in deathcertificationand in the popu-
lationestimatesof the olderages,mustbe takenin the inter-
pretationof theeedata.

The deathratesby age indicatethatthe loweetmortality

rateoccurredin the age group10 to 14 years. The age-spe-
sificdeath ratesincrease graduallyas old age approaches.

However,exceptror a~es 70 yearsand over,themost critical
periodof life,fromthe standpointof mortality,is during

theperiodof infancyor under1 yearof age.

Death ratea by month.— Table W shows the crude “death
ratesby monthSor the continentalUnitedStatesfor the ygars
1939to 1943. In generzl,the crtidedeathrateswere low dur-
ing the latequomer monthsand highin the wintermonths,al-
thoughthe patternvaried somewhat rromyear to year. The
highestmonthly rate In 1939was that for March;whereas,in
lY40,1941,and 1Y42,●the Januaryrateswerethe highestof the
year. In 1943the highestrate was that ror Decemberwhen,
largelybecauseof the excessivemortalltyassociatedwith the
influenzaepidemicin that month,the maximummonthlyrate of
the entire5-yearperiodwas recorded.Thisrate of14.0.deaths
per 1,000population,exclusive of the armedrorcesoverseas,
was nearly19 percenthigherthanthe rate of 11.8for January

1943,the monthof the war when the highest rate normally
wouldbe e~ected.

The trend of the deathrates for certain OausesmsY be
seenin tableY,wfiich presentsdeathratesfor selectedcauses
In the expandingdeath-ragistratson Statesdqing the perlod
1900to 1943,Inclusive.In general,the trendsare charac-
terizedby large reductionsIn thedeathratesfor infectious
diseasesand by increasesIn the deathratesfor the so-called
degenerativediseases,or diseasesof olderages.

The six principalcausesor deathin 1900 were pneumonia
(all forme) and influenza;tuberculosisof the respiratory
system;diarrhea,enteritis,and ulcerationof the intestines;
diseases of the heart;intracraniallesionsof vascularori-
gin;and nephritis.Relativelyhigh deathrateswere also re-

portedfor cancerand othermalignanttumors;prematurebirth;
typhoidand paratyphoidfever;and childhooddiseasessuchas
diphtheria,whooping cough,and scarletfever. In the course
or publichealthand medicalprogress,the deathratesfor all
of the aforementionedcausesexcept diseases of the heart,
nephritis,Intracraniallesions of vascularorigin,premature
birth,and cancerhaveundergonesubstantialreductions.

Fneumoniaand influenzawith a rateof 202L2per 100,000
populationwas the leadingcauseof death in 19u0. In 1922
this causewas fifth In rank orderwith a rate of 55.7deaths
per 100,000persons. Although the rate was affected by the
influenza epidemicin the lastpart of the yearand roseto
67.3in 1943,pneumonia and influenza remainedfifth in the
rank order of the principalcausesor death. Widespreaduse
of sulronsmidesand pneumoniaserumshas beena factorIn con-
trollingthe mortalityfrom thesediseasesin rekentyears.

The greatreduction In the deathratefor tuberculosisof
the respiratmysystemreflectsthe remarkableadvancesachieved
in the preventionand treatmentor this diseasesincelYOO,
when the rate for this causewas 174.5per 100,UUO population.
The continuousdeclineIn the tuberculosisdeathrate since
lYUOwee interruptedby a temporary rise in the period1917
and 1918which was associated,at leastIn part,with the in-
fluenzapandemicor theseyears. From the exceptlonallyhigh
rate of 132.9In 1918,therewas‘asharpdropto lIJ..3in 1919,
and sincethen the couree of the tuberculosissdeathratehas
been steadilydownward. Tne declinehas continuedduringthe
yearsof World War 11, and in 1943‘the rate wae 59.1per
100,000population,exclusiveof the,armedforcesoverseas,as
comparedwith 42.1 in 1940.

The increases fromeuch causesas heartdiseasesand can-
cerare due to eeveral,reasons. The preventlon of deathsfrom
diseasesof Infancy and childhood,together With the decline
In the birthrate,is producing a populatlon WIth a higher
proportionof personsIn the olderage groups in the United
States. This fact,in itself,tends to Increase the total
deathrates for diseases aesoclatedprlmarilY with advanced
age. Also,thereIs little doubt thatimproved diagnostic
facl11ties and tecbnlquesand greaterhospltallzatlon have in-
creasedthe number of deaths certifiedas,due to cancer,as
wellas to certainotherdiseases.

The annualdeath ratesfor accidentsnot involvingmotor
vehicleehaveexhlbltedconsiderableirregularityfromyearto
year,but the long-time trendhas been downward. Fromthe
rateof 94.0deaths per 100,000‘populationin 1906,the fIrst
yearfor whichaccidentdeathsexcluelveof motor-vehicleacci-
dentswere tabulatedseparately,thedeathrate declinedto
the low pointsof 46.0 in 1939and 46.3In 1941. Between1941
and 1943,however,the rate for accidentsexclusiveof motor-
venlcleaccidentsrose eharplyto 56.1.Amongthe factorsthat

~Y have Contributedto thls wartime increase are 1ncreased
exposureto industrialhazards,military trainingaccidents,

Very strikingalsohas beenthe declineIn the deathrates
for diseasessuchas typhoidand paratypho,idfever. The death
ratefor these two diseases taken together,decreasedfrom
31.3per 100,000populationin 1900to 0.5 In 1943. Diarrhea,
enteritis,and ulcerationof the intestines1s anothercause
of deaththathas exhlblted largereductlons in thedeathrate
since1900.

The declineIn the mortalltyratesfor infectiousand pre-
ventablediseasescanbe~attributedlargelyto the development
in publlc healthand medicalpractice. Sincethe turn of the
century,great progresshae beenmade In environmentalsan-
itation,particularlywithrespect to waterand mllk supply;
disposalof domestlc &nd industrialwastes;immunizatlon; and
Improvementsin dlagnostic aidsand in the surgicaland medical
treatmentof dlseases.Perhapsthe most importantcontrlbutlop
to publlc health in recentyears is the use of sulfonamides
for the trsatmentof coccuslnfections. The eulfonamideshave
beeneffectlvs,not only in the reduction of mortalityfrom
pneumoniabut fromothercausessuchas appendicitisand puer-
peralsepticemia.

The declining deathratesfor communicablediseaseshave
had a marked effectupon the trendof the crudedeathrate,
but this effecthas beenpartially offsetby the increasing
deathrates for causes suchas diseasesof the heart,cancer
and other malignant tumors,diabetes mellitus,and motor-
vehicleaccidents.Partlybecauseof the agingof the general
population,and alsobecauseof improvementsin diagncsis,the
dea~hratefor heartdiseasesincreasedfrom 137.4per 100,000
in 1900to 318.3in 1943. For similarreasons,the deathrate

INFANT MORTALITY STATISTICS I number of births were decreasing because deaths for some of
the births of the preceding year would be related to a lesser
number of births for the year in ques~ion. CorrectIons for
such errors can be made by relat Ing the Infant deaths not to
the births occurring In orIly one calendar year, but to the
b lrthe occurr~ In the two calendar years in whlch the Mf ants
dying in the first year of llfe were born.

The correction factor to be applied has varied because of
the Improvement in infant mortallty since the formation of the
birth-registration area. For example, In 1920, 73,.7 percent
of the total deaths of infants that died in 1920 in the blrth-
reglstration area occurred among Infants born in that year,
and 26.3 percent were of Infants born In the preceding year,
1919. By 1943, this proportion had changed to 81.9 and 18.1
percent, respectively. Both the convent lonally computed, or
unadjusted, rates and ths adjusted rates are shown In table AA
for each year s lnce 1920, and also the conventional rates for
the years 1915 to 1919.

Infant mortallty rates as conventionally computed” give
eocnewhat biased results because the Infant population as ob-
tained. from llve births is not exactly related to the Infant
deathe occurring during the year, particularly during periods
of rap Idly changing numbers of births. “ Inasmuch as the deaths
under 1 year of age during a calen~ar year are deaths not only
of Infants born that year but aleo of Infants born during parts
Of the previous year, the infant mortali~ rate will be too
low if the number of births 1s Increasing, ae in the past few
years. On the other hand, the rate would be too high if the

The conventionalinfantmortality rateand the adjusted
infantmortallty rateMf fered most In 1920and In 1942,the
conventlonally computed rate uuderstat ing the adjusted rate
by 1.9 percentin each of thoseyears. The figures fOr the
yeare1940to 1943 illustratethe effect of the IncreeseIn
the annualnumberof birthsIn recent yearsupon the Infant
mortalityrates. In 1940the conventionalrate was 0.8 per-
centlower thanthe adjustedrate and indicateda somewhat
more favorable Infantmortalityexperiencethanwas actually
the case. With a mountingannual Increasein the numberof
births,the conventioml rate understatedthe actualrateby
1.3-percentIn 1941and by 1.9 percentin 1942. In 19@, how’-
ever,the conventional ratewas only0.7 percent lowertham
the adjusted rate,the reductlon in the discrepancybeingat-
tributableto a smallerincreasein the annualnumberof births
than in the preceding2 years. Duringperiodswhen thereIs a
decreasein the numberof births fromyear to year,as might
be expected In the near.fUtUre,the COnVentlonallYcoquted
figureswill overstatethe infantmortalityrateand make the
infant mortality experienceappear somewhatlese favorable
than it actually1s.

Althoughthe differencesbetweenthe conventionaland ~d-
justedInfantmortalityrateserenot great,errorsIn the con-
ventionallycomputed rate caused by variationsin the number
of birthsfromyear to year sometimesleadto erroneousimpres-
sionsas to the magnitudeor dlrectfon of the changein infant
mortality experience.For example,the conventionalInfant
mortality rate for 1943was the sameas the correspondingrate
for 1942. The infant”mortalityrate wae 40.4per 1,000llve
births for each of the 2 years,whereasthe adjustedrate for
1943 of 40.7was 1.2 percent lowerthanthe adjustedrate of
41.2 for 1942.The conventionalrate for 1922,to give“%.nether
example,was 0.5 per?enthigherthanthe correspondingratefor
1921,’but the adjusted ratesfor the 2 yearsshoweda change
In the oppositedirection;that is, the adjustedrate for 1922
was 1.9 percentlowerthanthe samegate for 1921.

Exceptfor the datapresented in tablesAA and AE and.In
the secondcolumnOf tableAF, lnf@ mortalitYratesin this
reportare unadjustedfor the changing numbers of births.
Therefore,In view of the relativelyl=ge variationsin ths
annual ,numberof birthsin recentyeare,the apparentchanges
in the lnfant mortalityratebased ‘uponbirths for a single
calendar year ehould be examined crltitally beforedrawing
concluslons. Althoughit wotidbe deelrableto adj,ustall in-
fant mortalityrates, it was not found practicableto do so
becauseappropriatecorrectionfactorswere not availablefor
all of the detailedtabulation.

Trend of the infant mortalfiy rate.-In 1943, there
were 118,464deathsof,lnfantsregisteredSn the UnitedStates.
This is an increaseof 4,992 infantdeaths,or4.4 percent,as
comparedwith the number reportedin 1942. Sincetherewas
also an increase in the numberof birthsin 1943,the conven-
tionallycomputedinfantmortalityrate for 1943representsno
changeoverthatfor 1942. HOWeVOr,when the infantmortality
ratesare adjustedfor the annual change In the numberof
births,the Infantmortalityrate of 40.7per 1,000llveblrtha
for 1943 is lowerthanthe correspondingadjnetedrate of 4,1.2
for 1942.The adjuatedinfantmortalityrate of 40.7 per 1,000
live birthsfor 1943wae the lowestadjueted rateeverre-
cordedfor the birth-reglstration area,and the convent1onally
computedrateof40.4recordedfor 1942and 1943VW the lowest
conventionallnfant mortalityrate.

The trend of infant mortality rates has been eteadily
downward sincethe establishmentof the birth-registration
area in 1915. Although therewas a definiterise in the in-
fant mortallty rats in 191S,the year of the lnfluenaaPan-
demic,the effectof the epidemicamonginfantswas insignifi-
csnt comparedwith its devastatingresults in the general
population.Since1919,thereHas been a steadyand rapidde-
clinein the Infantmortalityrate.

The reduction in infant mortalityhas occurred in both
white and Negroracee,as shownIn tableAS. Althoughthe rate
for Negroes fe considerablyhigherthan that for thewhite
race,the rate of decrease in the rate for Negroeshas been
sllghtly greater thanthat for the whiterace. The Infant
mortalityrate for othernonwhiteracesis basedon relatively
few deaths,thereforethe rate Ls quitevarlaQ1.e.

The Infantmortalityratesby race in 1943 Indicatean ap-
parentrise in the rates forwhitesand nonwhitesotherthan
Negroes. However,when theserates are adjusted for the in-
crease In the number of birthsin 1943,It is foundthatthe
lnfant mortalityrate for whitesdecreasedfrom38.0per 1,000
livebirths In 1942to 37.7 in 1943.’The adjustment of the
infantmortalityrate for nonwhites otherthan Negroesdoes
not materiallyaffeetthe Interpretationof the rates,the ad-
justedinfantmortalityrate for 19& being86.2per1,000live
birthsas compared with the correspondingrate of 74.5for
1942. The conventionalinfantmortality ratefor NegroesIn
1943was 61.5 as compared with the correspondingrate of 64.2
for 1942. The adjusted infantmortality ratefor NegroesIn
1943was 62.2 as comparedwith the adjusted rate of 64.8 in
1942.

The total infant mortallty rate, as conventionally computed,
decreased from 67.6 per 1,000 live births In 1929 to 40.4 in
1942 and 1943. The mortal lty rate for lnf ants under 1 month
decreased by one-third, or from 36.9 per 1,000 llve births In
1929 to the rate of 24.7 in 1943. This improvement in neonatal
mortallty experience 1s not so great, however, as the reduction
In mortality among lnf ants over 1. month of age. The mortality
rate for these older Infants decreased by approximately one-
half, or f.’om 30.7 in 1929 to 14.7 in 1942 and 15.6 In 1943.

Although relative ly great progress was made for almost
every other age group, 1Ittle headway was achieved In the re-
duction of the mortality rate for Infants under 1 day of age
until recent years. From 1929 through 1936? the rate for’ in-
fants less than a day old remained approximately 15 per 1,000
live births, but since 1936 the rate has decreased steadily to
11.6 In 1943.

In table AD, mortallty rates for Infante of various ages
under 1 year are ehown for 1943, by race. The differences be-
tween the rates for whites and Negroes were proportionately
grear.er for older Infants than for those dying during the
first days of llfe. The rate for whfte Infants under 1 day
was 11.4 psr 1,000 llve births, or 86 percent of the rate of
13.3 for Negro infants in the same age group. A siml lar com-

parison of mortality rates for Infants 14 to 20 days old shows
that the rate of 1.3 for the white group was 57 percent of the
Negro rate of 2.3. The rate for white infants 1 month of age
and over was 13.8 per 1,000 live births or only 49 percent as
high as the rate of 28.4 for Negro Infante 1 month and older.

Infant mortal it y by month--- Table AE shows the infant
mortallty rates for the United States, by month, for each year

from 1939 to 1943, inclusive. These are adjusted rates, for
whl ch the changing numbers of birthe were taken into account
by allocation of Infant deaths to the month of birth of the
infants and also by application of correction factors for
differences in the length of the monthe. As explained in the
introductory paragraphs of this section on infant mortality
etatlstice, errors are introduced into infant mortality rates
when the changing number of births Is not taken Into consld-
er’atlon In the computation of the rates. The adjusted rates
for the yeare 1939 to 1942 as publlshed In table AE of this
annual volume differ from the adjusted rates In table AE of
the 1942 volume because, although adjusted by allocat Ion of
infant deaths to the mon~h of birth of the Inf ante, the ad-
justed rates publlshed last year were not corrected for differ-
ences in the length of the months.

As shown by the present table, the infant mortallty rate
for each month of 1942 wae elgnlf 1cantly lower than the rates
for the corresponding month in the three preceding years. In
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1943, the downward tendency of the rates continued in all but
3 months. The monthly rate for August did not change from
1942 to 1943, and the rates for both November and December
were. definitely higher in 1943 than in 1S42. The seasonal
cycle each year of the S-year period, 1939 to 1943, is charac-
terized by a decllne from a maximumin January to a minimum In
the late summer or fall, usually in September, the decline
being interrupted temporarily by a slight rise in June or JLUY.
From the low point, the monthly rates rose toward the mid-
winter peak, but the Deceniber rates were not so high as the
maximumrates recorded for January. In 1943, the rate of 44.3
per l,OXI live births for December was only slightly lower than
the hlgpest rate of 44.5 for January of that year. These two
peak rates were more than one-f If th higher than the minimum
monthly rate of 36.2 for September 1943.

For the anuual volumes prior to 1941, the monthly infant
mortallty rates were computed on the basis of the infant deaths
recorded for each month and the live births occurring during
the corresponding month. Infant. mortality rates computed by
this method do not approximate the true seasonal pattern as
well as monthly rates based upon live births for the entire
year distributed proportionately over each month. Monthly
ratee of the latter type are presented for 1943 in the first
column of table AF. Although an improvemmt over rates pub-
lished prior to 1941, the rates computed by the monthly distri-
bution method show large deviatlone from rates adjusted for
the changing numbers of births and corrected for length of the
months, such as those published in table AF. The adjusted
rates for 1943 shown in table AE are presented again in the

second column of table AF; and ii the th.lrd and fourth columns,
figures are given to show the differences between the monthly
rates basled on the” live births for the entire year distributed
proportionately over each month and the adju8ted rates. In
general, the differences between the rates computed by the two
methods are relatively large in th8 second half of the year ae
compared with the first half. Although the relative difference
for a few of the months Is small, for most months of 1943 the
rates ae computed by the monthly distribution method were
higher than the true monthly infant mortality rates.

Infant mortality rates by cause of death.—lnfentmor-
tality rates for selected causes are presented in table AG for
the years. 1939 to 1943, inclusive. The five princ}pal causes
of infant deaths, as indicated by the table, are premature
birth; pneumonia (all forms) and influenza; congenital malfor-’
mations; in$ury at birth; and diarrhea, enteritis, and ulcer-
ation’ of the intestines.

The rates for deaths reported as attributable to premature
birth have decreased steadily during the 5-year period. Al-
though the trend or the rates for injury at birth was upward
for a period of years prior to 1939, these rates have shown a
downward tendency in recent yeare. On the other haiid, the
rSlX3S”fOr congenital malformatlone have Msen since 1939. The
rates for pneumonia (all forms) and influenza, t8ken as a
group, decreaeed from 1939 through 1942, but in 1943 there was
a rise In the rate, attributable at least partially, to the.
epidemic of influenza in tine last 2 months of that year. There
aleo was a rise in the rate for diarrhea, enteritis, snd ulcera-
tion of the intestines in 1943, in contrast to the” downward
tendency of the rates for the previous 4 years.

Live births.—The Territoryof HaWall was admitted to
the blrth-reglstratlonarea in 1929. In that year 11,248
birthswere registered,representinga crudebirthrateOf 31.2
per 1,000estimatedpopulation.In 1943,there were 11,831
livebirthereported,an increaeeof 13.5percentas compared
withthe 10,422llveblrtheregisteredIn 1942. Of the 11,631
birthsin 1943,4,332or 36.6percentwereJapanese,3,105or
26.2percent were Part-Hawaiian,1,993or 16.6 percentwere
Caucasian,1,147or 9.7 percentwereFlllplno,725 or 6.1 per-
centwereChinese,281 or 2.4 percent were Hawallan,and 193
or 1.6 percentwereKorean.

Becaueeof the greatchangesin thepopulationof the‘Ter-
ritory of Hawal1 sincethe censusof1940,populationestimates
for 1943werenot made. Therefore,crudebirthand deathrates
havenot beencomputed.

Sti1l~irths.—A totalof 166 etillbirthewere reported
In the Territoryof HaWail in 1943. The etlllblrthratioof
15.7per 1,000livebirthsIn 1943wae considerablylowerthan
the ratioof 20.1reportedin 1942.

Total deatha. —The Territoryof HaWail was a~mittedto
the‘death-registrationareaIn 1917. In that year,3,710
deathswere registeredand the crudedeathratewae 16.9per
1,000estlmstedpopulation.In 1943,therewere 3,343deathe
reported,a decrease of 1.6 percentas comparedwith3,397M
1942. Of the 3,343deaths occurringIn 1943,1,119or 33.5
percentwereCaucasian,852 or 25.5percentwereJapaneee,352
or 10.5percentwere psrt-Hawalian,336 or 10.1percentwere
Hawaiian,317 or 9.5 percentwereFilipino,256 or 7.7 percent
wereChinese,and 60 or 2.4 percentwereKorean.

The eixprincipal causes of death for the Territoryof
HaWallin 1943and theproportionof all deathsattributedto
thesecauseswere: disease’sof the heart,17.2percent;acci-
dentsexclu~lngmotor-vehicleaccidente,12.6;cancerand other

malignanttumors,10.1; tuberculosis(allrorme), 7.4;nephrl-
tis,6.6;and intracranialleslons of vascular origin,6.1
percent. Thesecauseeof deathwere responsiblefor60.0per-
centof the totalnumberof deaths.

Puerto

Live birthe. — PuertoRICO was admitted to the birth-
registrationarea in 1943. Thisbringethe birth-registration
areaone etepnearer completecoverage or the UnitedStates
and its outlylngterritoriesand poeeeeelons.

“In1943,PuertoRicoreported77,304livebirths of which
55,731or 72.1percentwere whiteand 21,573or 27.9percent
werenonwhite.

Total dea’ths. — There were 29,019 deaths reported in
PuertoRicoin1943,a decreaseof 9.9 percentas comparsdwith
32,220deathein 1942.Of the totalnumberof deathsreported,
22,546or 77.7percentwere whiteand 6,471or 22.3percent
werenonwhite.

The eeven principalcauses of deathin 1943and thepro-
.portionof all deaths attribtitedto these causeswere:diar-
rhea,enteritie,and ulcerationof the intestine,19.4per-
cent;tuberculosis(allforms), 15.7;pneumonia (all rorms)
and Influenza,9.4;diseaeesof the heart,7.0;nephrltfs,5.5;
malaria,3.9;and cancerand othermallgnanttumors,3.4 per-
cent. Thesecausesaccountedfor 64.4percent of all deaths.

The numbe’rof deathsfromeachof the eevsnleadlngcauses
Wae lower in 1943 than in 1942, A decrease of 40.0percent
wae reportedfor malaria. In eplte of the decreaeeof 806 or
12.5percentin the numberof deathsfromdiarrhea,enteritis,
and ulcerationof the Intestines,the controlof thisdisease

Virgin Islands,

The number of deaths fromeach of these SIX principal
caueeewas lower In 1943than in 1942 with the exceptionof
thatror cancerand otherrwallgnanttumors and thatfor accl-
denteexcludingmotor-vehicleaccidents.The numberof deatha
fromcancer and othermalignant tumorerosefrom287 in 1942
to 336 In 1943,an Increaseof 17.1percent;and thatfor acci-
dentsotherthanmotor-vehicleaccidentsrosefrom402 In 1942
to 427 in 1943,an Increaeeof 6.2 percent.

The IncreaseIn the numberof deathsfromaccidentsother
thanmotor-vehicleaccidentswas not unexpectedbecaueeof the
strategicimportanceof the Territoryof Hawaii to the prose-
cut1on-orthewar.The numberof alr-transportaccldentdeathe
aloneincreaeedfrom121 in 1942to 146 in 1943,the large
numberof deathsfromthiscauseaccountingfor the entireln-
creaeein the number of deaths fromaccidentsexclusiveof
motor-vehicleaccidente.

The nutiberof suicidesfellfrom99 in 1942to 83 in 1943,
a decreaseof 16.2percent.Althoughtherewere fewereulcldes
In 1943,the numberetlllwas in excese of thatof 79 in 1940
and 65 In 1941.

Therewere 17 maternaldeathsregisteredIn theTerritory
of Hawaiiin 1943,a decreaseor 39.3percentas comparedwith
28 maternal deathsin 1942. The maternalmortalityratewas
1.4per 1,000livebirths,the loweet rateeverreported?or
thisarea. The ratefor 1943was 46.1percentlowerthanthe
correspondingrateof 2.7 per 1,000livebirths,for 1942.

Deaths under 1 year. — Therewere439 infantdeathereg-
isteredin the Territoryof Hawaiiin 1943,an increaseof 6.4
percentas comparedwith405 infantdeatheIn 1942. However,
the Inrantmortalityratewae 37.1per 1,000livebirths,the
loweetrateeverrecorded.The numberof deathsfrompremature
birthrose from122 in 1942to 148 In 1943,an lncreaee of
21.3percent. The mortalityrate for prematurebirth rose
from11.7per 1,000llvebirthsfor 1942 to 12.5for 1943,an
fmcreaeeof 6.8 percent.

remalnethe majorhealthproblemfor the ageeunder16 years.
Thle diseasewas responsibleror38.9percent of deathaof
Infants,and 45.9percent of the deathsof children1 to 4
yeareof age.

Tuberculosis(allforms) wae the leadlng causeof death
for the age groupsbetween 15 and 64 years. Thisdiseaseac-
countedfor 49.4percentof the deaths in the age groupebe-
tween15 and 24, 45.3percentIn the age groupsbetween25 and
44, and 22.0percentin the age groupsbetween45 and 64.

Therewere285 maternaldeathereportedforPuertoRico in
1943.Thisnumberwae 15.2percentlesethanthe corresponding
numberin 1942. The maternalmortalityratefor 1943was 3.7
per 1,000liveblrthe.

Deaths under 1 year. —There Were 7,454deathsamongin-
fantsunder1 year of age reportedin 1943. This representsa
decreaseof 6.0 percentIn the numberreportedIn 1942. Al-
though th’enumber of infant deathe registeredin 1943was
relativelylow as comparedwithpast years,the infantmor-
talityrate~or 1943was 96.4per 1,000livebirths.

The prlncjpal causesof infantdeaths in PuertoRicoare
diarrhea,enteritis,and ulcerationof the intestines;con-
genital debility;pneumonia (allforms) and Influenza;pre-

,mture birth;malaria;and congenitalmalformation. These
causesaccountedfor 77.6percentofallinfantdeathsin 1943.
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Virgin

Live birthe.- The ViTgln Islands—St. Croix, St. Thomas,
and St. John-were admitted to the birth-registration area In
1924. In 1943, there were 931 births reported, which was 4.7
percent higher than the number reported in 1942.

“Of the 931 births’ reported In 19JK, 734 or 78.8 percent
were Negro, 145 or 15.6 percent were mixed (mixture of white
and Negro) or othsr races, and 52 or 5.6 percent were white.

Still~irths.- There were 35 stillbirths registered In
the Virgin Islands in 1943, representing a stillbirth ratio of
37.8 per 1,000 llve births. This ratio. is 9.8 percent lower
than the corresponding ratl o fn 1942, and IS the lowest re-
corded for the Virgin Islands since their admissl on to the
birth-registration area.

Total deaths.— The Virgin Islands were admitted to the
death-reglstratl on area in 1%24. In that year, 601 deaths
were registered, and the crude death rate was 25.3 per 1,000

estimated population. In 19&, there ,were 389 deaths reported, a
decrease of 19.5 percent as compared with 463 deaths In 1942.

The five principal causes of death In 1943 and the propor-
tl on of all deaths attributed to these causes were: dleeasee
of the heart, 26.5 percent; diarrhea , enteritis, and ulceratl on
of the intestines, 8.0 percent; nephri tls, 8.7 percent; pneu-
monia (all forma 1 and lnf luenza, 6.4 percent; and cancer and
other mallgnant tumors, 4.9 percent. These causes accounted
for 2C4 or 52.4 percent of all deaths in 1943.

There were 9 maternal deaths reported In tk Virgin Islands
in 1943, the maternal mortality rate being 9.7 per 1,000 live
births.

Deaths under 1 year. - Infant deaths numbered 78 in 1943
in comparison with 90 in 1942. The infant mortality rate for
1543 was S3.8 per 1,000 live births, a decrease of 17.2 per-
cent as compared wit~ the corresponding rate of 101.2 for 1942.
