Data are age adjusted to the 2000 standard
population using the age groups 65-74, and 75
years and over. Age-adjusted percents are weighted
sums of age-specific percents. For a discussion of
age adjustment, see Part A, section 7.

For some measures, data do not meet the criteria
for statistical reliability, data quality, or confidentiality
and have been suppressed. Information on
suppression of data for the major Healthy People
2010 data systems has been published in a Healthy
People Statistical Note."

Objective 1-15 moved from developmental to
measurable during the Healthy People 2010
Midcourse Review. Four subobjectives were
created, each addressing one aspect of long-term
care services.
