water system providers. While 93 percent of the
U.S. population is served by community water
supplies, those using wells or other sources are not
included in the population estimates reported for this
objective.

The original baseline was revised from 85 percent to
84 percent after the November 2000 publication.
The target of 95 percent did not change.

This objective differs from Healthy People 2000
objective 11.9, which included violations related to
monitoring and reporting requirements in the
numerator.
