Comments 	 Dust samples are collected by vacuuming a 
specified area (for example, a bed), for a specified 
amount of time. The sample is collected on a 
sampling membrane or collection bag that is 
attached to the vacuum modified for this purpose.

and quantify the presence of specific allergens or 
other agents. 

The unit of measure was revised from number of 
homes (millions) to percent of homes. The original 
baseline was revised from 36.3 million homes to 
46.2 percent of homes.  The target was revised from 
29,0 million homes to 37.0 percent of homes to 
reflect the revised baseline using the original target-
setting method.
