ERRORS AND SURVEY DIFFERENCES
IN THE LSOA II DATA FILES

The LSOA II public use data files have been subjected to a great deal of careful editing. 
However, due to the large volume of data, it is likely that a small number of errors or
discrepancies remain undetected.

In general, the LSOA II data management team has not attempted to resolve substantive data
discrepancies that may exist, 1) within the 1999-2000 Wave 3 data files, or 2) between the 1999-
2000 Wave 3 data files and the following: the 1997-1998 Wave 2 data file, the original 1994
Second Supplement on Aging, and/or other 1994 National Health Interview Survey data.
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INTRODUCTION

The Longitudinal Studies of Aging (LSOAs) are multicohort studies of persons 70 years of age
and over designed primarily to measure changes in the health, functional status, living
arrangements, and health services utilization of two cohorts of Americans as they move into and
through the oldest ages.  The project is comprised of four surveys: the 1984 Supplement on
Aging (SOA), the 1984-1990 Longitudinal Study of Aging (LSOA), the 1994 Second
Supplement on Aging (SOA II), and the 1994-2000 Second Longitudinal Study of Aging (LSOA
II).  An overview of each survey is provided below.

I.  Background

Elderly Americans are major consumers of health care services in the United States.  Of the
estimated $869 billion spent on personal health care in 1995, Americans age 65 and over (who
comprised nearly 13 percent of the total population) accounted for 41 percent ($356 billion) of all
such spending(1-3).  Absent a dramatic decline in morbidity in the older population, these
proportions are expected to grow substantially as our population continues to age.

Because health care expenses are greatest during periods of declining health, increasing disability
and institutionalization, the maintenance of good health and functional independence among the
elderly is one of the most important goals of health promotion and disease prevention initiatives
in our aging society.  Postponing declines in functional status and the onset of chronic disease,
disability, and institutionalization can enhance the lives of millions of Americans while
substantially reducing the cost of federally-funded medical care.  To be effective, health care
policy and health promotion programs need reliable survey data that help identify the complex
interactions between health and environmental, sociodemographic, social, and economic factors,
and also provide information on important population trends.

II. The Longitudinal Study of Aging

Recognizing the need for quality data on the health status of the elderly, the National Center for
Health Statistics (NCHS), with the support of and in collaboration with the National Institute on
Aging (NIA), launched the first Longitudinal Study of Aging (LSOA) between 1984 and 1990. 
The Supplement on Aging (SOA), conducted in conjunction with the 1984 National Health
Interview Survey (NHIS), served as the baseline for the study.  The LSOA followed the cohort of
persons who were age 70 and above at the time of the SOA through three waves of followup
interviews at approximately two-year intervals: in 1986, 1988 and 1990.
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The LSOA was designed to:

• Describe the processes through which individuals pass from being functionally
independent and living in the community through becoming functionally
dependent, institutionalized and/or deceased;

• Measure the interrelationships between change in functional status, living
arrangements, and receipt of health care among the elderly;

• Provide mortality rates for major demographic, social, economic, and health
subgroups that are not available from the vital statistics system; and

• Provide a high-quality national database for a broad range of scholars conducting
research on the oldest-old and on persons approaching these ages.  The rationale
was that having one high-quality database that was available to the entire research
community would be more efficient for many purposes than having many small
studies available to individual researchers.

Data from the SOA and LSOA have been among the most widely used databases for research and
policy analysis relevant to the older population.  Version 5 of the LSOA data file, which contains
information from all four interview waves (1984-1990) and mortality and Medicare data
available from record matches through July 1991, was originally released in September, 1993. 
Although there will be no more interviews for the LSOA, passive followup continues and data
from these record matches will be released for many years to come.  For more information on the
survey design and content of the SOA and LSOA, please refer to the two publications cited at the
end of this chapter (4, 5).

III. The Second Longitudinal Study of Aging

The body of research emanating from the SOA and the LSOA has greatly increased our
understanding of the process of aging and the interaction of health, functioning, physical
mobility, social and familial support, living arrangements, intergenerational transfers, and the use
of formal and informal care among the oldest members of the population.  Data from both the
SOA and the LSOA will continue to add to our knowledge, as much analysis is still underway
and has yet to appear in the literature.

But at a moment in our history when the maintenance of good health into old age has become
both a personal aspiration and a critical societal goal, much more needs to be learned about the
aging process so that cost-effective policies and programs may be implemented.  For example, in
order to forecast future demands that will be placed on the health care system by the elderly, it is
of critical importance to determine whether the apparent decrease in disability among older
persons during the 1980's has continued into the 1990's and, if so, what factors are responsible
for this trend.  In addition, it is important to gain additional insight into: 1) the processes by
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which health behaviors, disease, and cognitive and emotional states impact on physical
functioning and disability; 2) the processes by which personal attitudes and social and
community support appear to mitigate the impact of physical impairment; and 3) the gender and
socioeconomic differentials in the health of older persons, particularly the unique burden borne
by elderly women.

In response to these pressing concerns, the NCHS and the NIA decided to conduct the Second
Longitudinal Study of Aging (LSOA II), ten years after the original LSOA, with a new cohort of
persons age 70 years and over.  Because the LSOA II closely replicates the LSOA in its
methodology and content, it is uniquely poised to provide the data necessary for analyzing
important temporal changes in health and functioning among older Americans.

The LSOA II has several specific aims:

1. To provide a replication of the first LSOA in order to determine whether there have been
changes in the disability and impairment process among older persons between the 1980's
and 1990's.

Availability of replicated health and functioning measures and their covariates
collected over the same two-year intervals on two distinct cohorts will enable
researchers to evaluate whether the process through which individuals pass from
health and functional independence to disability, functional dependence,
institutionalization, and death is different for the current cohort of elderly women
and men compared to the cohort ten years prior, and whether the change is due to
changes in cohort characteristics or to technical and medical developments. 
Understanding both the trends and their causes is an essential first step in the
development of projections of future health needs and an informed health policy. 

2. To provide information on the sequence and consequences of health events, including use
and non-use of medical care and services employed for assisted community living, on the
physiological and psychosocial consequences of failure to receive adequate assistance, on
social consequences such as changes in social activities, living arrangements, familial
support, and the use of community services, and on the deployment of assisted living
strategies, use of assistive devices, and the accessibility of technological and
environmental adaptations. 

Availability of detailed data on these life domains will allow researchers to
estimate the impact of changes in health and functioning on changing patterns of
use of formal medical care, home health aides, assistive devices, institutional
resources such as nursing homes, and day care centers, and the true level of
unmet needs.  In addition, data from the LSOA II on post-event activity will
enable us to better understand how the loss of functioning impacts the domains of
daily life, and how elderly persons adapt to the loss of functioning by
withdrawing from social and community life.
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3. To provide information on the causes and correlates of changes in the functioning of
older Americans, including social and demographic characteristics, preexisting and
emerging physical illnesses, cognitive and emotional status, and social and environmental
support.

Availability of this information will promote research on topics such as gender-
related differences in functional deficits, the impact of childhood health,
socioeconomic status and current comorbidity, including cognitive and emotional
deficits, and the role of psychosocial adaptation in improving functioning or
delaying further declines in functioning.

4. To provide important new information on individual health risks and behaviors in the
elderly including alcohol and cigarette use, use of hormone replacement therapy, receipt
of important health screenings such as mammography and prostate exams, body mass and
weight loss, physical activity, and diet and nutrition.

With these data, programs designed to promote the health of the elderly will have
the national estimates of the nature and levels of physical activity, nutrition,
alcohol use and cigarette smoking, as well as the level of compliance with age-
specific health guidelines.

The survey design and content of the LSOA II is similar to the first LSOA with improvements
and enhancements reflecting the methodological and conceptual developments that have occurred
during the intervening decade.  The LSOA II data, when used in conjunction with data from the
original LSOA, enables researchers to determine whether the prevalence and incidence of
functioning, pathology, and impairments in the elderly population have changed over ten years
and whether the change is due to differences in cohort characteristics or to technological and
medical advancements.  This provides researchers and policy planners with an opportunity to
examine trends in "healthy aging," the determinants of these trends, the differences in these
trends in two cohorts of older Americans, and their social and economic consequences.  The
LSOA II fills a gap within the existing family of longitudinal studies of aging by providing a
wealth of important and unique data on a cohort of the oldest-old who began the survey while
functioning effectively within the community.

IV.  The Second Supplement on Aging

The Second Supplement on Aging (SOA II) serves as the baseline for the LSOA II.  The SOA II
is comprised of 9,447 sample persons who were 70 years of age and over in 1995.  Data were
collected via personal interviews by the U.S. Bureau of the Census.

Similar to the original SOA, the SOA II was conducted as a supplement to the 1994 National
Health Interview Survey (NHIS).  The NHIS is a continuous survey of the civilian
noninstitutionalized population of the United States.  It relies on a multistage complex sample
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design.  Interviews are conducted throughout the year, in-person in each sampled household. 
Approximately 40,000 households, representing 41,000 families and 103,500 persons, are
included in the NHIS each year.  The NHIS is comprised of a core questionnaire and a number of
topical supplement questionnaires.

The 1994 NHIS contained five supplements, one of which was National Health Interview Survey
on Disability (NHIS-D).  The SOA II was conducted in conjunction with the NHIS-D. 
Integrating the SOA II within the NHIS-D survey facilitated entry of the survey into the 1994
NHIS program and reduced the cost of the data collection effort.  This relation will be further
clarified in the discussion which follows.

A. Survey Design

Baseline data provided on this file was obtained from several sources, reflecting the complex
design of the SOA II survey.  These data sources are: 1) the 1994 NHIS Core questionnaire, 2)
the Family Resources Supplement to the 1994 NHIS, 3) Phase I of the NHIS-D, and 4) Phase II
of NHIS-D.  The 1994 NHIS Core, Family Resources Supplement and the Phase I NHIS-D were
completed by household respondents during the initial interview, which took place between
January and December of 1994.  Phase II of the NHIS-D was completed by individual survey
respondents during a separate contact, occurring 7 to 17 months after the initial interview.  Each
of these surveys and the way in which it ties into the SOA II is described in more detail below.

In 1994, the NHIS was used as a vehicle to launch the 1994-95 NHIS-D.  The NHIS-D was
designed to collect data that can be used to understand disability, to develop public health policy,
to produce simple prevalence estimates of numerous health conditions, and to provide descriptive
baseline statistics on the effects of disabilities.  For more information on the NHIS-D, please
refer to the documentation cited at the end of this chapter; the coversheet for the NHIS-D
documentation provides a more detailed description of this survey (6).

The NHIS-D was collected in two phases.  Phase I was conducted at the time of the 1994 NHIS
Core interview.  The respondent for Phase I NHIS-D was the household respondent from whom
the NHIS Core data were collected.  The Phase I questionnaire asked about (1) pathology and/or
impairment, (2) functional limitation, and (3) disability.  These factors were then used to
determine eligibility for the second phase of the NHIS-D (also known as the Disability
Followback Survey (DFS)).

Criteria for screening individuals into Phase II of the NHIS-D was based on data from the Phase I
interview, the NHIS Core interview, and the Family Resources Supplement.  Individuals who
were receiving disability benefits, who had specific impairments or were limited in their usual
activities, or who had made adaptations due to the presence of a health condition were selected
for inclusion in Phase II of the NHIS-D.  The screening criteria were quite broad and, as a result,
over 50 percent of those 70 years of age and over in the 1994 NHIS sample screened in to the
Phase II interview.
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Given the large proportion of the elderly sample that would be represented in the NHIS-D, and
the extensive overlap in content of the NHIS-D and the SOA II, a decision was made to integrate
the two surveys.  By the time this decision was made, the design and content of the Phase I
screener questionnaire had already been determined and was designed to be administered to the
household respondent.  In order to preserve as much comparability as possible in terms of design
and content between the 1984 SOA and the SOA II, the SOA II was incorporated into Phase II of
the NHIS-D, which was conducted as a followup interview to Phase I and administered to
individual sample persons.

The sample for the SOA II was drawn from the universe of individuals who participated in the
1994 NHIS Core.  Whereas the Phase II NHIS-D interview was conducted with sample members
of all ages who were selected based on some disability criteria, the SOA II focused on all sample
members 70 years of age and over regardless of disability status.  Thus all individuals 70 years of
age and over for whom data were collected as part of the 1994 NHIS Core interview were
included in the SOA II.

Two separate instruments were used to collect data from elderly sample persons at Phase II, the
DFS-2 and the DFS-3.  The DFS-2 instrument was designed to be administered to all adults, 18
years of age and over, who were screened into the Phase II NHIS-D as having a disability.  As
mentioned above, this included a little over half of the total elderly sample 70 years of age and
over, or 4,928 persons.  The DFS-2 contained all of the questions from the DFS-3, as well as a
number of additional questions focusing on disability status and related issues relevant to the
disabled population.  The DFS-3 was designed specifically for the SOA II, and was administered
to the remaining 4,519 persons age 70 years and over who were not disabled as defined by the
NHIS-D screening criteria.

The Phase II interview was originally scheduled to take place approximately six months after the
Phase I interview.  Thus, sample selection for the SOA II cohort was based on all Phase I sample
persons who were 69 years of age and older at the time of Phase I.  The intent was to insure that
the SOA II captured those individuals who might have turned 70 years of age by the time of the
Phase II interview.  Delays occurred, however, which forced Phase II interviewing to occur later
than expected, resulting in a lapse between Phase I and Phase II that ranged from 7 to 17 months.

These delays had an important impact on the SOA II sample.  As a result of the Phase I/Phase II
interval exceeding 12 months in some cases, some sample persons who were age 68 at the time
of the Phase I interview had turned 70 by the time of the Phase II interview.  However, because
only persons who were age 69 and over at Phase I were screened for the SOA II interview, these
68 year-olds were missed.  As a result, the number of 70 year-olds in the sample is slightly under
represented.

B. Design Similarities and Differences Between the SOA and SOA II

As noted above, a major objective of the SOA II was to replicate critical components of the SOA
in order to allow researchers to examine whether there have been changes in the prevalence of
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disability among older persons in the U.S.  To this end, considerable effort was made to maintain
comparability in both the design and content of the two surveys.  The resulting similarities are
listed below:

1. Both surveys were conducted as supplements to the NHIS.

2. The samples for both surveys were comprised of all persons 70 years of age and over
who completed the NHIS Core interview.

3. Both surveys were conducted by trained interviewers from the U.S. Bureau of the
Census.

4. Both surveys were conducted as in-person interviews with self-respondents.

5. The procedures for accepting and selecting proxy respondents were the same across
surveys.

6. Most of the content of the SOA questionnaire was repeated in the SOA II; question
wording was preserved.

7. The general ordering of sections and questions within sections was maintained.

The integration of the SOA II with the NHIS-D resulted in some differences between the SOA
and the SOA II, and these are noted below:

1. The SOA was conducted during the same visit as the 1984 NHIS Core; the SOA II
was conducted in a followup visit anywhere from 7 to 17 months after the Core
interview.  As a result, the response rate for the SOA II is somewhat lower than that
of the SOA (87.4 percent vs. 93.2 percent).

2. In addition to repeating questions from the SOA, the SOA II was expanded to obtain
additional information.  As a result, the SOA II interview was considerably longer
than the SOA and the SOA questions on functioning are interspersed in between
DFS questions and sections.

3. Design characteristics of the 1984 and 1994 NHIS samples differed (7).  For
example, an enhancement of the NHIS sample design is that the 1994 NHIS
oversampled the black population; there was no oversample of any subgroup in the
1984 NHIS.  In addition, beginning in 1985 there was a reduction in the number of
PSU’s sampled, there was selection of two PSU’s per non-self-representing stratum,
and the use of an all-area frame was employed.  Such changes to the sample design
have only a slight impact upon the comparability of the baseline data collected in the
respective years, however, because the correction for these changes is the calculation
and use of weights.  The weights are a product of four components which take into
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account the complex multistage probability design: probability of selection,
household non-response adjustment within segment, first-stage ratio adjustment and
post-stratification by age-sex-race.  Thus, the use of weights allows for control of
design changes and comparison across SOA and SOA II.

C. Respondent Type

Although an attempt was made to conduct the in-person interview with the sample person
him/herself, proxy respondents were used when the sample person was incapable (due to health
reasons or unavailability for the entire field period) of completing the interview.  In some
instances, the sample person required an assistant for either part or all of the interview.  The
response rate for self response is 84.5 percent (78.3 percent self, entirely and 6.2 percent self,
partially).  The proxy response rate for SOA II was 14.4 percent.  A small number of interviews
were completed where the interviewer failed to indicate who responded to the interview (1.1
percent unknown response rate).

D. Response Rate

The overall response for the SOA II was 87.4 percent.  This response rate was calculated as
follows:

Overall household response rate from Core (94.1 percent) multiplied by the 92.9 percent
of the age-eligible persons (age 70 at Phase II) who responded to the SOA II, yielding an
overall response rate of 87.4 percent.

E. Recodes

There are a limited number of recodes in the data file; usually they were added to summarize data
from several locations. Generally, the recodes are located close to the variables upon which they
are based.  When a recode was related to several non-contiguous variables, the recode was placed
at the end of the relevant section of the data file.  An attempt was made to replicate all recodes
from the first SOA for which comparable data were obtained, in order to facilitate cross-survey
use.

F. Sample Weights

Because the NHIS uses a multistage sample design to represent the civilian non-institutionalized
population of the United States, weights must be used to make accurate estimates from the NHIS
data.  For the LSOA II, an adjustment was made to the 1994 NHIS Core weight in order to
account for the additional non-response to the SOA II.  The health data from the Core was
examined before re-weighting to look for any evidence of bias due to differences in health status
between SOA II respondents and non-respondents; no significant differences between the two
groups were found.  As a result, a simple post-stratification adjustment was used, based on
population control counts from July 1, 1995, which is roughly the midpoint of the Phase II survey
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period.  The age-sex-race categories used for post-stratification included three age groups (70-74,
75-79, 80 and over), two sex groups (male, female), and two racial designations (black and non-
black).  Given this adjustment, the weights on the LSOA II data file are different than the
corresponding weights on the Core and Phase I supplement data files.

There are three fields related to weighting on the LSOA II file:

• The Final Annual SOA II Weight (file locations 201-206) will be used in most analyses
of the LSOA II file. This weight should be used with the interview data found in locations
351-3660 as well as the person level variables in the beginning of the file.  

• The interim Annual Basic Weight (before age-sex-race adjustment) (locations 172-177) is
required by some software packages for variance estimation for surveys with complex
sample designs. There are a number of computer programs, such as SUDAAN, that yield
variance estimates for data based on complex sample surveys.   Some are based on
replication approaches and others are based on Taylor linearization approaches.  In
addition to the interim Annual Basic Weight, the LSOA II file also includes the Full
Sample Stratum Identifier (locations 179-181), the Pseudo Primary Sampling Unit (PSU)
Codes (locations 187-189), and the Type of PSU (location 185) to provide the analyst the
capability of using such variance estimation procedures.  These variables and weights are
necessary for directly calculating sampling variances.  See the attachment following this
cover sheet for the specific fields needed when using SUDAAN.

• In addition, there is a third weight field, the Chronic Condition Prevalence and Incidence
Factor (CCPIF) (locations 207-217) which is used only when the researcher matches the
SOA II respondents to the 1994 Core NHIS file in order to make prevalence estimates of
chronic conditions.  On the core NHIS, each household is asked about one of six lists of
chronic conditions; the CCPIF and the Final Annual SOA II Weight on the file are used to
reinflate the six list subsample estimates to create a national estimate for those responding
to the SOA II questionnaire.  Again, this Factor field has been re-weighted and differs 
from the same weight field on the NHIS core.
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G. Item Non-Response and Reserve Codes

Three different types of reserve codes are used in the baseline data (file locations 1-1826) to
identify item non-response and ineligibility:

• responses of "don't know" or "refused" were assigned codes of "9", "99", or "999";

• when a question was not answered when it should have been or the answer given was
not possible,"not ascertained" was assigned a code of "8", "98", or "998"; and

• when a question was legitimately skipped based on a response to a prior question,
“not applicable” was assigned a “Blank” code for that variable field.

V. The LSOA II Followup Interviews

Two followup interviews were administered to LSOA II participants.  These followups were
designed to collect information on changes in the health and functional status of the LSOA II
cohort since the time they were initially contacted as part of the SOA II.  The first followup,
known as Wave 2, was conducted between 1997 and 1998.  The second and final followup,
Wave 3, was fielded two years later between 1999 and 2000.  In order to maintain comparability
between the followup waves and baseline, and across the LSOA and LSOA II surveys, much of
the design, methodology and procedures implemented in these earlier surveys was retained.

A. Survey Design

The basic design of the LSOA II followups consisted of tracing sample persons to a current
address and conducting interviews with the subjects or their proxies.  The data collection
contractor for both waves was the National Opinion Research Center (NORC) at the University
of Chicago.  Two-year interview intervals were chosen in order to replicate the analytic intervals
in the original LSOA and to provide similar two-year transition rates for measures of health and
health care utilization.  Data collection for Wave 2 took place between May 12, 1997 and May
31, 1998.  The majority of interviews, however, were conducted between May 1997 and February
1998, with followup activities occurring between March and May 1998.  Data collection for
Wave 3 occurred between June 9, 1999 and August 30, 2000 with the majority of interviews
conducted between June 1999 and July 2000.

Unlike the SOA II, which was conducted in person, the followup waves were conducted
primarily by telephone using a Computer-Assisted Telephone Interview (CATI) system.  In
addition, the followup interview questionnaires included CATI and self-administered (SAQ)
versions, surviving and deceased sample person versions, community dwelling and
institutionalized skip patterns, and Spanish language translations.  In some cases, an SAQ
instrument was administered over the telephone as a last resort to respondents who, because of
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the length of the CATI interview, would have otherwise refused to participate.

Two questionnaire versions were developed to accommodate five different types of respondents
at each followup: the Survivor version and the Decedent version.  Responses to questions at the
beginning of the CATI instrument automatically routed the interviewer to the appropriate
questionnaire version and skip patterns for the respondent type.

The Survivor questionnaire was administered to:

• sample persons living in the community

• Sample persons living in the community were defined as those persons who lived
alone, with family or friends, in retirement homes, supervised apartments or assisted
living facilities and did not reside in a nursing home or a convalescent or rest home. 
Sample persons living in the community completed their own interviews.

• sample persons who were institutionalized

• Sample persons who were institutionalized were defined as those persons who
lived in a nursing home or a convalescent or rest home and did not return home in
the interview window.  Retirement homes, supervised apartments and assisted
living facilities were not considered institutions.  The question regarding the
sample person’s type of residence, contained in the screening script of the
questionnaire, determined whether the sample person was institutionalized. 
Sample persons who were institutionalized and capable of responding completed
their own interviews. 

• Sample persons who were institutionalized temporarily and were expected to
return home during the data collection period were treated as living in the
community and completed their own interviews.

• proxy respondents for non-institutionalized sample persons

• Proxy respondents completed interviews for sample persons who were community
dwelling but mentally or physically incapable of completing an interview.

• Proxy respondents completed interviews for sample persons when gatekeepers
dictated a proxy response.

• proxy respondents for institutionalized sample persons

• Proxy respondents completed interviews for sample persons who were
institutionalized and not capable of responding for themselves or for sample
persons who had no means (e.g., personal telephone in room) by which to
participate in the survey.
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The Decedent version of the questionnaire was administered only to proxy respondents for
deceased sample persons.  Self-administered versions of both the Survivor and Decedent
questionnaires were made available for respondents who did not have a telephone.  Unlike the
Survivor SAQ, which contained about one-half of the questions asked during the Survivor CATI
interview, the Decedent SAQ contained almost all of the questions asked in the Decedent CATI
instrument.

B. Eligibility

Of the 9,447 persons who participated in the baseline SOA II interview, 29 requested no further
contact for the longitudinal portion of the LSOA II survey.  Due to the voluntary nature of the
study, these requests were honored.

While the baseline interview was conducted only with sample persons living in the community,
the Wave 2 and Wave 3 interviews were administered regardless of residence type.  Thus sample
persons who had moved from the community into nursing or convalescent homes, retirement
homes, and other residential facilities were eligible for followup LSOA II interviews.

Sample persons known to be deceased at the time of the Wave 2 interview remained part of the
eligible Wave 2 sample.  Close-out interviews for decedents were conducted with proxy
respondents.  Interviewers were trained to conduct proxy decedent interviews with a family
member or other close relative who self-identified as knowledgeable regarding the health of the
deceased sample person.

Once a decedent interview was conducted, the decedent was excluded from the eligible sample
for the next wave of interviewing.  Thus, sample persons known to be deceased at Wave 2 for
whom no decedent interview was obtained remained part of the eligible sample at Wave 3. 
Decisions regarding eligibility for the Wave 3 interview were made at the conclusion of the
Wave 2 field period, yet prior to data editing.  As a result, two sample persons known to be
deceased by the Wave 2 period were incorrectly coded as having a proxy decedent interview
completed during this time.  These two records were, therefore, excluded from the eligible Wave
3 sample even though the data collected during Wave 2 were considered insufficient.  These two
records exist on this Survivor file. They are: coded as “eligible” for Wave 2 and “ineligible” for
Wave 3, assigned a Wave 2 Vital Status equal to “deceased” and a Wave 3 vital status equal to
“missing”, but are given values of “missing”on the Wave 2 Data Location variable and
“ineligible” on the Wave 3 Data Location variable because no interview data exist at either Wave
2 or Wave 3.

While this data file contains one record for each of the 9,447 LSOA II sample members, Waves
2 and 3 data collected from a proxy on behalf of a deceased sample person are not included. 
These data are released separately on the LSOA II Wave 2 Decedent File and the LSOA II Wave
3 Decedent File.  The Wave 2 and Wave 3 Data Location variables (file locations 1830 and 3664,
respectively) indicate which data file contains each sample person’s data.
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Wave 2  The eligible sample for Wave 2 was 9,418 (9,447 full sample - 29 LSOA II refusals). 
The Wave 2 Interview Eligibility Status variable (location 1827) identifies these 29 sample
persons.

Wave 3 The eligible sample for Wave 3 was 8,478 (9,447 full sample - 29 LSOA II refusals -
938 deceased sample persons with Wave 2 decedent interviews obtained - 2 sample persons for
whom Wave 2 decedent interviews were deleted due to insufficient data).  The Wave 3 Interview
Eligibility Status variable (location 3661) identifies these 969 sample persons.

C. Response Rates

Wave 2  As mentioned above, the sample for whom Wave 2 interviews were attempted was
9,418.  Of these, 8,905 (or 94.6 percent) sample persons were traced and located to a current
address at the time of the Wave 2 field period.  Once located, 7,998 interviews were obtained
from a sample person or proxy respondent resulting in a Wave 2 interview rate of 89.8 percent
conditional on successful tracing (7,998/8,905).

To calculate the overall Wave 2 response rate we divide the number of completed interviews by
the total baseline sample: 7,998/9,447 = 84.7 percent.

Of the 7,998 interviews conducted at Wave 2, 7,060 were survivor interviews and 938 were
decedent interviews.

Wave 3  The eligible Wave 3 sample consisted of 8,478 persons.  A total of 7,936 were
successfully traced and located (93.6 percent).  Of these, 6,465 were interviewed resulting in a
Wave 3 interview rate of 81.5 percent conditional on successful tracing (6,465/7,936).

The overall Wave 3 response rate is the number of completed interviews (6,465) divided by the
total sample (9,447) or 68.4 percent.

Of the 6,465 interviews conducted at Wave 3, 5,559 were survivor interviews and 906 were
decedent interviews.

LSOA II  The overall LSOA II response rate as of Wave 2 is 74.0 percent and is calculated as
follows:

Overall household response rate from the NHIS Core (94.1 percent) multiplied by the
92.9 percent of the age-eligible persons (age 70 at Phase II) who responded to the SOA II
yields an overall SOA II baseline response rate of 87.4 percent.  Multiplying this 87.4
percent by the 84.7 percent of SOA II sample persons who completed interview at Wave
2 yields an overall Wave 2 response rate of 74.0 percent.
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The overall LSOA II rate at Wave 3 is derived simply by multiplying the 74.0 LSOA II at Wave
2 rate by the Wave 3 interview rate of 68.4 = 50.6 percent.

D. Respondent Type

Whenever possible, followup interviews were conducted with the sample person directly. 
However some sample persons were unable to complete an interview because of a health or
physical problem; some were deceased by the time of the reinterviews.  In a very few instances,
sample persons were unavailable during the entire field period (e.g., out of the country) or
interviewers were unable to conduct an interview with some sample persons in their current
locations (e.g., in a nursing facility without access to personal telephones).  In such instances,
proxy respondents were accepted.  A proxy respondent had to be an adult familiar with the health
and health care issues faced by the sample person.  Most often the proxy was a family member or
close friend.  Of all survivor interviews conducted at Wave 2, 78.8 percent were self (unassisted),
1.4 percent were self (assisted), and 19.8 percent were proxy response.  Wave 3 interviews were
conducted with: sample persons (unassisted) - 76.3 percent, sample persons (assisted) - 2.1
percent, and proxy respondents - 21.6 percent.

E.  Item Non-Response and Reserve Codes

Eight different types of reserve codes are used for the followup data (locations 1827-6475) to
identify item non-response and ineligibility:

93 This value indicates those instances where the given question does not appear in
either the CATI or SAQ version of the questionnaire.  For example, respondents
who were administered an SAQ instrument will have a 93 code for items
exclusively derived from the CATI instrument.  The reverse will be true for items
exclusively derived from the SAQ instrument.

94 This reserve code is used to identify partially completed cases.  At Wave 2,
respondents must have completed at least Section A (in both the CATI and SAQ
versions of the questionnaires) in order for their interviews to be considered
sufficiently completed.  At Wave 3, the cutoff point was Section B (the household
roster question in the Survivor CATI questionnaire, the end of Section B for each
of the SAQ questionnaires and the Proxy Decedent CATI questionnaire). 
Respondents who stopped the interview subsequent to these cutoff points, yet
prior to completion, will have codes of 94 occurring on all variables which follow
the point of break off.  Thus, the frequency of “94" codes generally increases (but
never decreases) throughout the course of the instrument until the final data item

95 This value identifies CATI errors - those instances where the CATI failed to
administer a question which would otherwise have been administered.
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96 A 96 code is recorded when a question which appears on the SAQ instrument was
left blank by the respondent.  There is no way to further distinguish between
“don’t know” and “refused” responses in the SAQ instruments (except in those
few instances where a SAQ instrument was administered via telephone).

97 Respondents who refused to answer a CATI question are assigned this code at that
data item.  Some SAQ cases will have valid 97 codes if the instrument was
administered via telephone.

98 This category identifies all Wave 2 and/or Wave 3 ineligible sample persons, as
well as those for whom a decedent interview was obtained.

99 Respondents who answered “don’t know” to a CATI question are coded 99 at that
data item.  Some SAQ cases will have valid 99 codes if the instrument was
administered via telephone.

      Blank When a question was legitimately skipped based on a response to a prior question
or on preloaded data, “Blank” code was assigned for that variable field.

F.  Item Numbers 

Item numbers provided in this codebook indicate the actual questionnaire question number from
which the data are derived.  One item number is provided at file locations 1 through 1826
(baseline data for which only one version of the questionnaire exists).   Two item numbers are
provided for Waves 2 and 3 variables (locations 1827-6475) indicating question number in the
CATI version of the questionnaire and question number in the SAQ version.  For example the
following label indicates the source of the data - CATI Section A, question 9b / SAQ question 7 :

A-9b/7 DATE ADMITTED TO NURSING HOME FIRST TIME

If no corresponding SAQ question existed, the item number would appear as A-9b/- -.   If the
source of the variable exists outside of the questionnaire itself (e.g., screening questions), the
entire item number field will be blank.

VI. Contents of the Data File

As mentioned previously, this data file contains information from several sources, including the:
• 1994 NHIS Core interview,
• Family Resources Supplement interview,
• Phase I NHIS-D interview,
• Phase II NHIS-D / Second Supplement on Aging interviews,
• LSOA II Wave 2 Survivor interview, and the
• LSOA II Wave 3 Survivor interview.
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The questionnaires administered at Phase II (the DFS-2 and DFS-3 instruments) were designed to
be fully comprehensive; hence, with the exception of a few demographic and background
characteristics, all questions considered to be critical to the objectives of the NHIS-D and the
SOA II were included in the Phase II questionnaires.  There are a number of questions from the
NHIS Core interview and supplements that are thought to be complementary to the data obtained
at Phase II, however, and these measures are thus included in this file.  Users must always keep
in mind, however, that data from the NHIS Core, Family Resources Supplement and Phase I
Disability Supplement were collected at an earlier point in time (7 to 17 months) than data from
the Phase II questionnaires and may have been provided by a respondent other than the sample
person and other than the respondent for Phase II.

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A. Content Comparability Across SOA II and Wave 2

The SOA II interview included the following sections:

• housing and long-term care services
• transportation
• social activity
• work history / employment
• assistive devices and technologies
• health insurance
• assistance with key activities
• other services
• family structure, relationships and living arrangements
• conditions and impairments
• health opinions and behaviors
• community services

The LSOA II followup questionnaires contained a subset of items from the SOA II interview, as
well as items newly added.  Information gathered during these later interviews included questions
about:

• housing, migration, and long-term care
• family structure, relationships and living arrangements
• social activity
• assistance with key activities
• chronic conditions and impairments
• health opinions, behaviors and nutrition
• cognitive functioning
• health care utilization
• health insurance
• income and assets
• childhood health and family longevity

Items from the SOA II interview that were dropped from the followup interviews included
questions about:

• transportation
• work history and employment
• retirement
• pain/tiring/takes a long time while performing activities
• receipt of help / use special equipment for ADLs and IADLs (excluded from

Wave 2 only, see discussion below)
• activity-specific questions regarding consequences of unmet need
• bowel incontinence
• detailed prescription use / non-use
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• detailed questions on use of assistive devices and medical implants
• response time and interactions with family

New items added at Waves 2 and 3 include questions about:

• migration
• convalescent home utilization
• detailed questions about changes in marital status
• spouse’s health, change in health, institutionalization
• services SP provides to others
• questions about being homebound / reasons for being homebound
• persistent symptomatic conditions such as pain in legs, swelling in feet, etc.
• nutrition
• influenza immunization; mammogram, prostate, and cholesterol screenings
• routine use of vitamins and aspirin (Wave 2)
• routine use of vitamins, aspirin, calcium supplements, and antioxidants (Wave 3)
• cognitive functioning and self-rated memory from HRS
• income and assets from HRS
• detailed questions on home health care utilization
• additional cancer types

A random one-quarter sample of Wave 2 respondents were chosen to complete the Childhood
Health and Family Longevity Module.  This section is similar to that administered during the
1996 Health and Retirement Survey (HRS).  File location 3462 indicates those respondents who
participated in this module.  At Wave 3, the remaining sample was eligible for this section.  Only
sample persons a) known to have completed the longevity section at Wave 2, and b) sample
persons who did not complete the section at Wave 2 and were not eligible to receive the Wave 3
Survivor interview, were excluded from receipt of this section.

The Cognitive Functioning and Income and Assets sections included at Waves 2 and 3 are
similar to those found in the HRS, thus providing further opportunities for cross-walk type
analyses between the two surveys.  Data users should note that the sections are not identical. 
Furthermore, the Income and Assets section was administered to only one spouse in each
household where a married couple resided and both were sample members.  An indicator of who
provided these data is provided in locations 3406 and 5521.

Due to anticipated financial constraints, changes were made to the LSOA II Wave 2 Survivor
survey instrument subsequent to the start of the field period.  As a result, skip pattern errors were
introduced into the CATI instrument and sample persons were not asked all questionnaire items
which would otherwise have been administered.  Most of these changes occurred in Section D:
Assistance with Key Activities.  Non-response for these data items, therefore, appears
erroneously high (10 percent or more).  The affected items have been deleted from this data file. 
Users should note that these deletions may limit the ability to examine measures of, and relating
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to, physical functioning at Wave 2.  Items deleted include:

For each of the six ADLs (bathing/showering, dressing, eating, transferring, walking,
using the toilet):

1. Do you use any special equipment or aids in (ADL)?
2. What special equipment or aids do you use in (ADL)?
3. Do you receive help with (ADL)?  If yes: Do you need more help with (ADL)?  If

no: Do you need help with (ADL)?
4. You mentioned earlier that you have no difficulty with (ADL).  If you did not (use

special equipment / have help), would you have any difficulty with (ADL)?  If
yes: How much difficulty would you have (ADL) without (special equipment
and/or aids)?

For each of the seven IADLs (preparing meals, shopping, managing money, using the
telephone, doing heavy housework, doing light housework, managing medication(s)):

1.  [If SP currently receives help with an IADL]: Do you need more help with
(IADL)?

2. You mentioned earlier that you have no difficulty with (IADL).  If you did not
(use special equipment / have help), would you have any difficulty with (IADL)? 
If yes: How much difficulty would you have (IADL) without (special equipment
and/or aids)?

3. [If SP reports less difficulty at Wave 2 than at baseline for walking 1/4 mile,
walking up 10 steps, bathing/showering, or transferring]:Why has it become easier
for you to (activity)?

4. [For SPs who receive help with and ADL or IADL]: Who pays for this help?

Appendix H contains 20 detailed tables outlining the content of this data file by wave of
interview.  Used in conjunction with the SOA II, Wave 2 and Wave 3 questionnaires, analysts
should be able to easily identify data items which can be examined longitudinally.

Method 1: Single Stage PSU's Sampled With-Replacement within Strata Design for

This method is statistically less efficient than the method described below but is more flexible.
This method requires no recoding of design variables, may be applicable to many complex
survey sample design computer programs, and covers the 1987-1994 NHIS survey years.  Using
the variables CSTRATUM, CPSU, and WTF, the PSU unit CPSU is treated as being sampled
with replacement within stratum unit CSTRATUM.  The data file needs to be sorted only by
CSTRATUM and CPSU prior to invoking SUDAAN.

If,
however, you keep only selected records on a file, e.g., persons aged 65 and over (which may
delete all records from one or more SSUs), care must be taken  to preserve the integrity of the
sampling design. 
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All Self-Representing (SR) SSU's (TYPE_PSU = 1 or 4) listed on the FULL NHIS file (BHD or
CHT) must have at least one representative on the data file used for input to SUDAAN.
Moreover, all Non-Self Representing (NSR) PSU's must have at least one record for a person on
this data file.
