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Study Description 

The Survey of Family Growth was designed to provide data on 
fertility, family planning, and related aspects of maternal and child 
health. Fieldwork for Cycle II was carried out between January and 
September of 1976. Interviews were conducted with a multistage 
probability sample of women living in the coterminous United States, 
aged 15-44 years inclusive, who were either currently married, 
previously married, or never married but had offspring presently living 
in the household. Approximately 33,000 households were screened to 
identify the sample of women eligible for the survey. 

The interval file contains detailed information collected from the 
8,611 respondents about their pregnancy histories including the date, 
outcome and order of all pregnancies, single or multiple births, sex, 
weight, residence, mortality, breastfeeding, and information on the 
respondent's periods of non-intercourse, contraceptive methods used and 
regularity of use. The file consists of approximately 80 variables and 
23,042 records, one record for each pregnancy reported by the sample 
women. The record length is 200 characters. 

Other information about the respondent may be found in the NATIONAL 
SURVEY OF FAMILY GROWTH: COUPLE FILE (ICPSR 7902) released earlier. 
The Couple File contains many summary measures of fertility derived 
from the Interval File.

The 
data have been used by the National Center for Health Statistics as the basis 
for a series Of reports on the decerminc,ncs and consequences of patterns ut 
family formation and fcrcilicy in t!w United States. Td make the data avail- 
able to a 1erSer number of persons , standardized micro-data tape transcripts 
have been prepared for distribution. This Tspe Documentation Han+ describes 
one such tape transcript; other items needed to ,,se the tape trar.script include 
the reel of mqnetic tape ccntaining the transcrtpt itself, a report on the 
Sample Design, Estinaion Procedures. Yarlance Estimation for Cycle Ii of t:,e 
survey. and chc interview scbc3~1~.

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Editing of tho Data 

The data were manually edited in the field end in the home office of Ucstat, 
Inc., the fieldwork contractor. .4leo . . westet conducted computer edits for 
acceptable codes and internal consistency of the data, according to detailed 
specifications prepared by NSFC staff. Following delivery of the data tepee 
by Westet, NCHS independentiy repllceted many of the consistency checks 
according to the same specifications, and concluded that the “error race” 
ves below the contract tolerance level of 1 percent. All “errors” discovered 
et any stage in editing were resolved. Thus, the data may be regarded as 
very “clean” by most standards of irterview survey research. Nevertheless. 
inconsistencies may appear in the date. either because the correct info~tion 
was not obtaioed and recorded, or discovered end corrected by editing, or 
because the “logic” used in relating data items is faulty. For detailed 
analyses requiring a high degree of consistency among variables, users may 
wish to perform additional editing procedures.

Certain items shovn in the documenterion hove not been included in this d&Ce 
tape. They may be identified in rho documentation by the absence of a tape 
position number opposite the deck and column numbers used in the raw data 
iile. Host deletions eliminated redundant identification repeated at the 
beginning of each deck in the raw data file. 



Hissing Data 

Sme women selected for the sample were not intervievrd because they 
were not found at home. or they refused, or for come other reeson the 
interview could not be conducted. To adjust for this case nonresponse. 
the final weight for respondentn Includes a nonrerponse inflation factor; 
that factor. which is discussed in the accompanying report on estima- 
tion procedures, has the effect ci “over” counting reepondents in 
proportion to the rete of nonresponse among women like them in age. 
race, and locality. 

Among vomen who were intervl&rd, data are sometimes missing for 
particular items. because the respondent voold not or could not answer 
the question, or because the lnterviever did not ask the qwntion. 
For some iteas. refusals and “dor:‘r knov” responscz contained useful 
information. so they were coded, using “7” or “8”. If it WBC no: 
useful to code those responses, or when the datum was mfsainu due to 
interviewer error or other reasons, the item was considered “not 
ascertained”, end coded “9”. 

For a few items. data not obtained in the intcrvleu were later imputed. 
For instance. if the datull soughr was the month In which an went 
occurred, but the respondent could rememhcr only rhat it VJS “winter”, 
the month was imputed as “January”; similarly, if the day of the month 
was not known. it vzs imputed as the 15th. For a very few respondents. 
race and age ‘rere also imputed, those data hcinp. nzce>aary for post- 
strurifying the sample. es discussed in the accompanying rqort on 
estimating procedures. 

With the fev nlnor exceptions just discussrd. missinp. dare “err not 
imputed in this file. This diSfrrs from Cycle I of the KSFG. in rdxich 
most missing data were imputed. The cha~i;r:, UPS made to vxpeditc 
analysis and release of fhe darn. but it does drcrease the co%parz.hility 
of the two Cycles.
