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SECTION 1. MORTALITY ANALYSIS AND SUMMARY ~

INTRODUCTION
Highlights of 1961

In 1961 the crude death rate for the United States was
9.3 per 1,000 population, higher only than the record low of
9.2 in 1954, The total number of registered deaths for 1961
was 1,701,522, a figure actually somewhat smaller thanthat
recorded for 1960.

The low death rate for 1961 mayhaveresulted from the
relative absence of severe outbreaks of influenza. In the
previous year, when the rate was 9.5, these outbreaks had
occurred throughout most of the United States.

The death rate for influenza and pneumonia was 30.2
per 100,000 population in 1961, 19 percent below that for
1960. Proportionally smaller declines occurred in all ofthe
causes of death generally associated with outbreaks of
influenza, The death rates for diseasesofheartand for gen-
eral arteriosclerosis, like that for influenza and pneumonia,
were the lowest since 1956.

The rates for males (10.7 per 1,000 population) matched
the previous low recorded in 1954, The rate for females
(7.9) was slightly abovethe 1954 record (7.8). For both sexes
of nearly 2ll age groups death rates were the lowest ever
recorded. The crude death rates for all geographic divisions
were below those of the previous year, The greatest relative
decline occurred in the Mountain States, the least in the
Middle Atlantic,

Specific death rates by age, coior, and sex

Figure 1-1 and table 1-D show the age-specific death
rates for 1961 for white and nonwhite males and females,
The age pattern of mortality is, as usual, similar for each
of the four color-sex groups; high rates in infancy are
followed by successively lower rates until the minimum is
reached during grade school age; then the rates rise for
each older age group. The one exception is that the rate for
white males is higher at ages 20-24 than at 25-29 years.
This is also true for the population including Armed Forces
abroad (table 1-F)'and reflects the predominance of accidents,
particularly motor vehicle accidents, as a cause of death
among white male adults,

The mortality rates are, in general, higher for non-
whites than for whites and for males than for females. The
excess mortality for nonwhites is evident in every age
group under 75 years, but beyond this age group the rates
for whites are higher.

The lower rates for nonwhite groups in the oldest age
categories may result from more inaccurate statements of
age among the nonwhite population. Excess mortality for

males is slightly greater among whites than among non-
whites, and the relative differences in rates by color for
age-sex groups are greater for females than for males,

When death rates for the period 1951-61 are examined
by age (table 1-C), it may be seenthat the larger part of the
declines registered between 1951 and 1961 occurred in the
years from 1951 to 1954. From 1954 to 1960, in fact, the
age-specific death rates at ages 1-44 were virtually
unchanged, while for the age groups 45-84 years the very
moderate rate changes that took place reflected largely the
presence or absence of epidemic conditions during the
particular year. In 1961 age-specific rates for all groups
betweenages 1 and 84 years were as low as they have ever
been. The age group 85 years and over, by virtue of being
an open-end category, is notstrictly comparable to the other
age groups, Deaths in this age group in 1961 are shown by
single years of age in table 1-E,

Leading causes of death, 1961

In 1961 mnearly 90 percent of all deaths were from the
15 leading causes®. of death (table 1-G). The first 15 causes
and their rank order were the same as in 1960. The first
three causes of death alone--diseases of heart, malignant
neoplasms, and vascular lesions of central nervous system—
accounted for 66 percent of all deaths (figure 1-2). About 40
percent of all deaths to whites were from diseases of heart
compared with about 29 percent to monwhites, Malignant
neoplasms, too, was a cause of death proportionally greater -
among whites than among nonwhites.

The chief change in rank order among the 15 leading
causes of death in recent years has resulted from the de-
cline in tuberculosis mortality. This cause, which rankedas
the 7th leading cause of death in 1950, was 15th in 1959, and
dropped below this place in 1960, This death rate has fallen
continuously from 22,5 per 100,000 population in 1950to 5.4
in 1961, Ulcer of stomach and duodenum replaced tubercu-
losis in 1960 as 15th cause; its appearance was the first
change in causes included among the leading 15 in 8 years.

CENERAL MORTALITY TRENDS

Rates for the total population

Crude death vates,.—Table 1-A and figure 1-3 show the
crude death rate for each year from 1900 through 1961.
Within this period the crude death rate decreased by 47

percent, from 17.2 per 1,000 population in 1900 to a low of
9.2 in 1954. The decline from 1900 to 1953 had been fairly
continuous, the only major interruption being the influenza
pandemic of 1918, when the rate rose to 18,1, The decrease
in the death rate between 1953 and 1954, which was unusually
large, reflected primarily the fact that 1954 was a year
singularly free of epidemics of respiratory diseases. Since

that year the crude rate appears to have fluctuated within a -

narrow range, rising to 9.6 in 1957 and declining to 9.3 in
1961.

It will be seen from figure 1-3 that the rate of decline
varied throughout the period 1900-1954, Between 1900 and
1917 the rate declined almost three times faster than it did
for the period 1921-37. Probably reflecting the successive
introduction of serum therapy, the chemotherapeutic drugs,
and antibiotic agents, the trend again accelerated beginning
in 1938. The fall in the crudedeathrate for 1938-54 was al-

most twice as rapid as that for the preceding period. Changes
in the crude death rate over the years are brought about not
only by changes in health conditions but also by changes in
the characteristics of the population—particularly the age
distribution. The decline in the rate during the first half of
this century resulted chiefly from improved mortality among
infants, children, and young adults. The survival of children
to adult ages, the halt in the flow of immigrants after World
War I, and the decline in fertility of successive cohorts of
American women—all contributed to the aging of the popu-
lation, The median age of the population of the death-regis-
tration States advanced from 26.2 yearsin1910to 30.2 yéars
in 1950. Since 1950, however, the relativelyhigh level of the
birth rate has checked the rise in the median age, bringing
the figure down to 29,2 years in 1961.

Age-adjusted death rates.— A rate free of the influence
of the changes in age composition of the population is needed
to evaluate the trend of mortality. The age-adjusted death
rate is such a refinement of the crude death rate, valuable
because it removes the effect of differences in age com-
position between two populations. The age-adjusted rates in
this volume are computed by using the distribution of the
enumerated population of the United States in 1940 as a
standard population, Each figure represents the rate that
would have existed if the age-specific rates of the data year
prevailed in a population whose age distribution was like
that of the United States in 1940, The age-adjusted death
rates for the total population and for the four color-sex
groups are shown in table 1-B for the expanding group of
death-registration States from 1900 to 1961.

For the total population and for each color-sex group
the age-adjusted death rates in 1961 were the lowest ever
recorded.

Age-adjusted rates are abstract figures and should not
be compared with the crude rates for the same year.However,
they may be compared with other age-adjusted rates based
on the same standard population. The trend of the crude
death rates discussed earlier showed thattherateof decline
had decreased following the 1918 epidemic, andhad resumed
at an accelerated pace after 1938, From the age-adjusted
rates (figure 1-4), it may be seen that the rate of decline in
the period 1921-37 was only slightly lower than that for the
period 1900-1917. However, the decline during the period
1938-54 was even more rapid than that shown by the crude
death rates.

After remaining at 7,6 per 1,000 population from 1954 to
1956, the age-adjusted death rate rose as a result of the
influenza epidemic to 7.8 in 1957 and returnedto 7.6 in 1958.
In 1959 it dropped to 7.5 but rose again in 1960 to 7.6. The
rate declined to an all-time low of 7.3 in 1961. If the years
of notable influenza epidemics are excluded there would
appear tobe a continuation of the downward trend in this rate.

Death rates by age, color, and sex
Specific ratgs.—Deaih rates by age, color, and sex for

1951-61 are showi in table 1-C. This table continues the
series shown in Volume I of Vital Statistics of the United

" States, 1950, table 8.40, for 1900-1950, The figures show

that the rates tended to become relatively stable since 1954.

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Without exception, the 1961 rate was lower than that for
1951 for each color-sex group at every age interval through
84 years. Declines between 1951 and 1961 were proportionally
greater for females than for males atall ages above infancy.
Reductions in the death rates for the nonwhite population

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were greater at most age groups than were those for the
white population. Among males and females of both color
groups rate declines in excess of 12 percentoccurred at all
age groups under 45 years, For the total population in the
age groups 55-84 years the rates were from7 to 11 percent
lower in 1961 than in 1951,

Age-adjusted death vates.—Figure 1-4 shows that the
gap between the age-adjusted death rate for males and for
females for both color groups has increased in recent
decades. Among the white population the age-adjusted death
rate for males in 1961 was 65 percent greater than that for
females; this compares with 52 percent in 1951. For the
nonwhite population the age-adjusted death rate for males
was 35 percent above the rate for females in 1961 and 25
percent in 1951, The divergence between the age-adjusted
death rates of the two color groups has lessened over the
years; nevertheless, comnsiderable difference remains. In
1961 the age-adjusted rate was 43 percent higher for non-
whites than for whites. In 1951 and in 1941 the rates for the
nonwhite population were 51 and 61 percent, respectively,
above the rates for the white population.

Causes of death, 1951 to 1961

During the past decade most of the year-to-year changes
in death rates for the causes shown in table 1-J have been
slight. Death rates for diseases that respond to new or in-
creaseduse ofdrugs, and those that reflect improved nutri-
tional levels or better conditions of environmental sanitation
have continued in most cases to decline, while rates for
some of the chronic diseases associated with aging have
remained almost level or even increased during this period.
The changes which occurred between 1957 and 1958 were to
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varying extents also influenced by the fact that the cause of
death in these 2 years was assigned under two successive
revisions of the International Lists, the Sixth and the Seventh.?
Age-adjusted death rates for specified causes of death are
shown by color and sex in table 1-H.

The list of causes of death shown in tables 1-J and 1-K
is based on List B, the Abbreviated List of 50 Causes for
Tabulation of Mortality, recommended by the World Health
Organization, This list serves to illustrate major trends in
mortality; additional detailed data are shown in Section 5,
Volume 11, Vital Statistics of the United States, 1961, for
the 255 selected cause list, an extension of List A, the
International List of 150 Causes for Tabulation of Morbidity
and Mortality.” Deaths assigned to these causes by age,
race, and sex appear in table 5-9 for 1961 and in a similar
table for earlier years. Deaths and death rates for each
cause appear in table 5-6 for 1961 and in an equivalent table
for earlier years.

Infectious diseases.—The remarkable decline intuber-
culosis mortality since the startof the 20th century continued
without interruption during the past decade. The death rate
for tuberculosis, all forms, dropped from 20.1 per 100,000
population in 1951 to 5.4 in 1961 (table 1-J). For both sexes,
the tuberculosis death rate for 1961 falls to a low at 5-14
yvears of age of only 0.1 per 100,000 population (table 1-K)
and then rises in each succeeding age group to a peak at 85
years and over of 56.1 per 100,000 population for males and
26,3 for females, From 15 to 24 years of age the rate was
higher for females than for malesbutinall other age groups
the rates for males are equal to or higher than those for
females. From 35 to 74 years of age the rate rises more
rapidly for males so that the sex differential is greatest at
ages 55-74 years, after which it decreases somewhat.

Tuberculosis mortality varies widely by color, and the
death rate for nonwhites—12.1 per 100,000 population in
1961—was more than 2% times that of 4.6 for whites. The
color differential was most marked in the younger groups,
with the rates for nonwhites more thaneighttimes those for
whites aged 15-34 years,

Most deaths from tuberculosis are from tuberculosis of
the respiratory system, for which thedeathratein 1961 was
5.0 per 100,000 population, compared with that of 0.4 for
tuberculosis, other forms. The relative difference in mor-
tality by sex is considerably greater for respiratory than for
the nonrespiratory forms of the disease, In 1961 the respira-
tory tuberculosis death rate for males was 7.6 per 100,000
population, more than three times that for females (2.5).
For nonrespiratory tuberculosis, the death rate for males
was 0.5, for females, 0.4.

The trend of the death rate for syphilis and its sequelae
has been steadily downward from 4.1 per 100,000 population
in 1951 to 1.6 in 1961, In 1939, the year that marks the
approximate begimming of the rapid decline for this cause,

the rate was 15.0 per 100,000 population. In 1961 the rates
were 2.3 for males and 0.9 for females.

The death rates for pneumonia, except pneumonia of
newborn, declined swiftly after the introduction of chemo-
therapy in 1938, reaching their lowest levels during the years
1949-56. The influenza epidemic of 1957-58 resulted in sharp
increases in the rates for all ages. In 1959 the age-specific
rates declined from the 1957 and 1958 levels, but these rose
again in 1960, reflecting the epidemic inthe early part 5f the
year. In 1961 they dropped again, attaining the lowest level
since 1956, )

Another group of respiratory diseases, comprising
category numbers 525-527 of the International Lists, and
included in the residual of table 1-Jhas shown a remarkable
increase in rates in recent years. For the group as a whole
relatively little, if any, of the rise can be ascribed to in-
creased assignments under the Seventh Revision of the Inter-
national Lists as compared with the Sixth Revision,* For
emphysema without mention of bronchitis (527.1), the sub-
category showing the most rapid rise, an increase of only
about 2 percent resulted from transfers in classification.
In the years from 1951 to 1961 the average annual -increment
in thedeath rate for emphysema without mention of bronchitis
has been 18 percent. The rates for individual years (per
100,000 population) are:

Deaths from emphysema without mention of bronchitis
were first separately tabulated in 1949. Thus age-specific
death rates by sex can be obtained for the 3-year periods
around the two most recent censuses, These rates per
100,000 population for detailed age groups 35 years and over
(in which occur nearly all deaths from this cause) are as
follows:

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For both males and females death rates for emphysema
without mention of bronchitis multiplied several fold between
1949-51 and 1959-61 for all age groups 35 years and over,
with the largest proportionate increases among these groups
occurring at ages 65-74 years and 75-84 years. Death rates
for males for this cause are substantially higher than those
for females atall ages; the greatest sex differential occurred
at ages 55-64 years and 65-74 years where during both
census periods rates for males were in excess of 10 times
those for females,

Chyonic diseases.—In 1961, 55 percent of all deaths
were caused by the major cardiovascular-renal diseases
compared with 53 percent in 1951 (table 1-J). The importance
of this group of diseases, which had risen steadily over the
first half of the present century (the group accounted for
20 percent of all deaths in 1900), thus appears to have changed
relatively little in the last decade. The death rate for the
major cardiovascular diseases, which had been generally
increasing from 1949 to 1956, rose sharplyin 1957 and 1958,
chiefly as a result of the influenza epidemic, attaining record
levels of 523.7 deaths per 100,000 population each year. The
death rate for 1960 (521.8) was almost as high. The death
rates in 1959 and 1961, although 1 and2 percent below those
of 1957-58, were higher than in 1956.

Within this complex of diseases the trends for the
various components have varied, reflecting a number of
factors. Some of these are the improved diagnostic ability
of physicians, the increasing proportion of deaths occurring
in hospitals or related institutions, and new concepts in the
developing science of medicine, Another important factor has
been the revision of the International Lists. A small
increment in the level of the rates for the major cardiovas-
cular-renal group since 1958 (less than 1 percent) has been
brought about by changes in classification introduced in the
Seventh Revision® Changes within the major cardiovascular-
renal group in the Seventh Revision compared with the
Sixth Revision resulted largely from changes in designating
assignments when two or more conditions classifiabletothe
group are jointly reported. Preference for arteriosclerotic
heart disease was discontinued, resulting in a decrease of
about 8 percent for this category and inmuch of the increase
for other causes. Causes receiving increased assignments,
and the percentage change between the Sixth and Seventh
Revisions included: other diseases of heart (10), hypertensive
heart disease (11), and other hypertensive disease (33).
The relatively large increase for the latter group occurred
in part because of a greater preference given to conditions
in this category beginning in 1958.

Cardiovascular-renal disease mortality varies consid-
erably by age, color, and sex. The risk of dying from this
group of diseases, which is progressively higher with in-
creasing age, is greater for males than for females at
every age after adolescence. The ratio of death rates is at
a maximum at ages 35-64 years when the rates for males
are more than twice those for females. The rates for non-
whites are at least twice those for whites at all ages under
55 years. They are also higher at55~74 years but are below
rates for whites at older ages,

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The death rate for vascular lesions affecting central
nervous system, one of the components of the diseases of
cardiovascular system, varied within a fairly narrow range
from 1951 to 1956, then rose in 1957-58 and declined in
1959-60 but remained above the level of the earlier years,
The rate recorded in 1961 was lower than that for any year
of the previous decade with the exception of 1954, In 1961 the
death rates for this cause were higher for both the nonwhite
males and females than for the white at all ages under 73
years. Among persons in the age groups from 25 to 64 years
the level of mortality was three to almost five times higher
among nonwhites than among whites. The rates were higher
for the whites of both sexes only at ages 75 years and over.

The death rates for other diseases of circulatory
system have increased every year since 1951; the rate of
11.3 per 100,000 population in 1961 was more than twice that
of a decade earlier. The rates for rheumatic fever and
chronic rheumatic heart disease, nonrheumatic chronic
endocarditis and other myocardial degeneration, hyperten-
sive heart disease and chronic and unspecified nephritis
and other renal sclerosis have decreased annually, with
but few exceptions, since 1951. The downward trend for other
hypertensive disease was only apparently interrupted in
1958, the first year the Seventh Revisionofthe International
Lists was used. When rates are adjusted for the change
produced by the revision, it is evident that the declining
trend was continued® Since 1955 the death rate for general
arteriosclerosis has fluctuated at a level higher than the
low point of 1954 but below the levels which prevailed from
1951 to 1953.

The death rate for arteriosclerotic heart disease,
including coronary disease, has increased formidably during
the past decade. The death rate for this cause was 274.6
per 100,000 population in 1961 compared with 219.5in 1951,
The percent of all deaths from major cardiovascular-renal
diseases attributed to this component rose from 43 to 54
percent during this period. For both sexes in1961 the rates
were low at ages under 25 years and then rose rapidly in
successive age groups to reach their highest point at 85
years and over, From 15 to 44 years of age the increase in
the death rates was more rapid for males than for females,
the ratio of death rates by sex being over 5 for ages 35-44
years, After age 45 years the rate rose faster for females
so that at 85 years and over the sex differential was slight.

Mortality from malignant neoplasms increased fairly
steadily over the last decade, although at a rate much re-
duced from that of preceding periods. Small increments
were shown for the death rate each year from 1951—when
it was 140.5 per 100,000 population—through 1957, Therate
in 1958 was slightly lower than that in 1957, partly as a
result of fewer assignments of deaths under the Seventh
Revision. It has since continued upward, reaching 149.5 in
1961, While the total death rate for malignant neoplasms
for the nonwhite population remains below that for the white,
the age-adjusted rates are higher.

When mortality for malignant neoplasms is examined by
site it is seen that the outstanding change for males has been
the continued increase in death rates for malignant neoplasm

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of respiratory system. This rate has increased everyyear
since 1930, the first year in which this group of sites was
separately classified; the rate was 39.9 per 100,000 popula-
tion in 1961 compared with 23.1 in 1950. Among males
increases in rates have also occurred for malignant
neoplasms of genital organs and for leukemia and aleukemia.
For females, the major changes have been decreases in the
rates for malignant neoplasms of genital organs and for
malignant neoplasms of digestive organs, Increases have
occurred in the rates for most of the other groups of sites
shown in table 1-K.

The death rates for diabetes mellitus have fluctuated
within a fairly narrow range in recent years; the rate for
1961 of 16.5 per 100,000 population was slightly lower than
the rate of 16.7 for 1960, which was the highest since 1949,
The death rate for diabetes mellitus of 19.4 per 100,000
population for females in 1961 was 44 percent higher than
that for males (13.5). The sex differential characteristic of
diabetes mortality is largely a consequence of higher rates
for females than for males. at ages 55 years and over. In the
age group 45-54 years, for example, mortality rates for
males and females were almost identical in 1961, while at
ages 65-74 years the rate for females was 41 percent higher
than that for males.

The death rate for cirrhosis of liver has been rising
slowly since the midthirties. At ages under 25 years this is
a minor cause of death, but the rate rises steeply with in-
creasing age. Since 1940 the rates have generally been
increasing at ages 25-74 years and declining at ages 75 years
and over, The death rate for males in 1961 was twice as
high as that for females.

Deaths from external causes.—The death ratefor acci-
dents declined slightly from 1951 to 1953, then fell by about
7 percent in 1954 and remained at approximately the same
level through 1957, The rate decreased in 1958, chiefly as a
result of fewer assignments to nonmotor vehicle accidents
under the Seventh Revision, and remained about the same in
1959 and 1960. The rate in 1961 was the lowest ever record-
ed, In the list of 59 selected causes, accidents are classified
as motor vehicle and nonmotor vehicle, primarily in order
to treat separately the former group which is relatively
homogeneous compared with the latter category.

The death ratefor motor vehicle accidents was generally
lower "in 1958-61 than in the previous 8 years, and there
appeared to be a slight but irregular downward trend. The
death rate for nonmotor vehicle accidents declined rapidly
from a rate of 55.7 per 100,000 population in 1943 to 33.8
in 1954, Between 1954 and 1957 the rate remained fairly
level. As noted before, there was adecreasein assignments
to nonmotor vehicle accidents with the advent ofthe Seventh
Revision in 1958, The death rate for 1958 to 1960 was about
31; in 1961 it fell to 29.6, the lowest ever recorded, The
long-term decrease has probably resulted in part from
improved housing conditions, greater control of industrial
hazards, and better medical treatment of accidents.

The category monmotor vehicle accidents includes a
number of types of accidents for which the distribution of
deaths varies considerably by age and sex. For example,
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the death rate for accidental falls is highest among elderly
females, while the loss from accidental drowning is greatest
among young males. As a result, trends in age-specific
death rates reflect trends in fatality for particular kinds of
accidents.

While the death rate for nonmotor vehicle accidents in
1961 was 23 percent lower than in 1951, the comparable
decline in the rate for motor vehicle accidents was 14
percent, Since 1951 the number of automobiles register®d
and the number of vehicle miles driven haverisen annually,
The risk of death from a motor vehicle accident depends on
these factors rather than onthe size of the population, so the
death rate based on the population reflects only partially the
hazards involved. The figures shown in table 1-K indicate
the loss of population through motor vehicle accidents and
are thus comparable with figures for other causes of death.

The death rate for suicidehas beenbelow 11 per 100,000
population since 1951 and far below the record high of 17.4
per 100,000 population ‘in 1932, The lowest rate--9.8—was
recorded in 1957. Since then the level of the rate has risen,
partly as aresult of increased assignments under the Seventh
Revision, Rates for suicide are much higher for males than
for females, and ineach sexgroup arehigher for whites than
for nonwhites.

The death rate for homicide reached a high of 9.8 per
100,000 in 1933 and then fell steadily for more than a decade.
From the postwar high of 6.4 in 1946 the rate dropped to 4.5
in 1955 and has since hovered about this level, In each sex
group, rates have been much higher for nonwhites than for
whites, As with suicide, rates are higher for males than
for females in almost all age groups.

RESIDENCE STATISTICS

A death in 1961 is classified as "nonresident' if the in-
formation on the deathcertificate indicates thatitdid not oc-
cur in the county or countyequivalentin which the decedent
had usually resided. Ofthe 1,701,522 deaths registeredin the
United States in 1961, 17 percent were nonresidentaccording
to the present definition (table 1-0). Aboutfour in five of the
nonresident deaths occurred in the State of residence.

A summary of deaths in 1961 by place of occurrence
and by place of residence is given for each State in table
1-0, showing the total amount of interstate and intrastate
movement for individual States. For most States the total
deaths of residents do not vary markedly from total deaths
occurring within their boundaries, and for those States the
reallocation of interstate nonresident deaths is relatively
unimportant, The reallocation does, however, have a major
effect on the data for certain communities lying close to
State borders.

When the number of deaths on an occurrence and on a
residence basis are compared, the largest proportionate
difference is seen inthe figures for the District of Columbia.
The excess of 17 percent in the number of deaths occurring
in the District of Columbia over the total deaths of residents
is due largely to the use of hospitals in Washington by resi-
dents of Maryland and Virginia.
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MORTALITY BY GEOGRAPHIC DIVISION

Crude death rates

Differences in the crude death rates for States and
larger geographic divisions may reflect differences in
health conditions to some extent, but, in part, may also be
attributed to the major variations in the age, race, and sex
composition of the population for each area. For example,
the relatively high death rates for most of the States of the
Northeast are associated with the older average age of
persons living in this area and do not necessarily indicate
less favorable mortality conditions.

The crude death rates in 1961 by State of residence,
shown in table 1-M, range from 5.2 per 1,000 population for
Hawaii to 11.6 for the District of Columbia. In Hawaii the
percentage of the population over 65 years of age (4.7) is
smaller than in any other State except Alaska, where the
crude death rate is almost as low, Inthe District of Columbia,
the proportion of the population over 65 years of age (9.5)
is almost the same as the average for the entire country
(9.3). Other factors such as the color composition of the
population may contribute to the level of the rate.

Between 1960 and 1961 the crude death rate declined in
all buttwo States and the District of Columbia. All geographic
divisions showed decreases in rates, ranging from 1.0 per-
cent in the Middle Atlantic to 3.7 percent in the Mountain
Division. The greatest declines in crude death rates oc-
curred in Alaska, Hawaii, New Mexico, South Dakota, and
Wyoming. Death rates for geographic divisions of the United
States from the period when the division as a whole became
part of the death-registration area through 1961 are shown
in table 1-L.

Age- specific rates

Table 1-N gives death rates by age for residents of
each division and State for 1961. For each age group the
death rates show substantial variation among the States.
The lowest death rates up to 44 years were found in the New
England States while rates inthe East South Central Division
were among the highest, The rates were lowest at ages 45-64
years in the West North Central Division and at ages 65
years and over in the West South Central Division. The
highest rates for ages 45-64 years occurred in the South
Atlantic Division, and for 65 years and over in the Middle
Atlantic Division,

For each age group up to age 45 the highest death rate
for a State was at least twice the lowest rate. The greatest
contrast was for persons at ages 5-19 years, where the
rate per 100,000 population for Alaska was 2.5 times that
for Connecticut. The smallest difference was for persons at
ages 65 years and over, where the rate for Vermont was
1.4 times that for Florida.

The actual number of deaths by age ineach division and
State is also shown in table 1-N. These figures indicate, for
example, that 26.5 percent of all deaths in Alaska were of
children under 5 years of age, while the corresponding pro-
portion in Massachusetts was 5.1 percent. Differences inthe
population composition of geographic areas as well as in
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age-specific rates are reflected in the diverse rates by
cause, Death rates for 39 causes of death for each division
and State are found in table 1-Q andthe number of deaths in
table 1-P,

Random variation

In the statistical analysis of geographic variation of rates,
a problem arises because the rates based on different pop-
ulation sizes have varying degrees of reliability, The rate
for a large population is subject to less random variation
than the rate for a small population. Thus, a rate that is the
same for two areas of different population size may be
significantly greater than the rate for the United States for
the area of larger population, but not for the smaller. One
method for the assessment of differences betweenrates can
be made by examining the deviation of each rate from the
value for the United States weighted by the standard error
of the rate. The distribution of the weighted deviations
divided by the standard error of this distribution is
approximately normal with a mean of zero and a variance
of unity. If the computed value for any State is greater than
2, it may be assumed that random variation could not
account for the difference between the death rates for that
State and for the United States.

By this criterion of significance, the crude death rates
for New York and Pennsylvania were significantly greater
than the United States average of 9.3 deaths for 1,000 popu-
lation. For neither of these States is this the case for any
of the age groups under 65 years. The crude death rate for
Texas was significantly lower than the national average.
For the specified broad age groups, there were only two
States in which an age-specific rate was significantly lower
than the national figure~Texas and Florida both for the age
group 65 years and over. In contrast, there were four States
in which one or more age-specific rates were significantly
above the national average, as follows: South Carolina and
Georgia for age groups 20-44 and 45-64 years, Mississippi
for the group under 5 years, and Pennsylvania for 65 years
and over.

MATERNAL MORTALITY

There were 1,573 maternal deaths registered in the
United States in 1961. These are deaths in which the under-
lying cause reported by the certifying physician indicated
that the death was the result of a complication of pregnancy
or delivery (International List numbers 640-689, Deliveries
and complications of pregnancy, childbirth, and the puer-
perium).” The maternal death rate was 36.9 per 100,000
live births. For nonwhite women therate was 101.3, or more
than four times the rate of 24,9 for white women (table 1-R),
The maternal mortality rate has declined consistently since
the first year this figure was recorded. Rates for 1915-61

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are shown in table 1-S by color. Little change was evident
until the miidthirties, when the rates began a rapid drop
which continued until 1956 (figure 1-5). In the last 5 years,
rates for white mothers have been reduced slowly, reaching
a minimum this year.

The large differences in rates by color -obtain at every

age shown in table 1-R. The risk of maternal death for both
white and nonwhite mothers is lowest at ages under 25 years.
The ratio of the rates is also at a minimum, with the non-

“white figure about three times the white, Fromage 25 years
and over the maternal death rate increases with age until
by age 40-44 years the figure is almost seven times that\
at 20-24 years. The chief causes of maternal deaths are
also shown in table 1-R.

When the number of maternal deaths is further classified
by other variables, for example, by geographic areas, the
number in any recent year may be too small to provide
statistically reliable rates, Combined data for severalyears
prove more useful to measure differences in rates between
groups or areas (tables 1-T and 1-U), Rates based on deaths
for the 3 years 1959 to 1961 and births in the same years
are shown by State in table 1-U, Therates in this period for
Alabama and Mississippi were significantly higher than for
the entire United States, and higher thanfor any other State.

Average rates for 1959-61 are shown in table 1-T for
the geographic divisions and for the urban and rural areas
of metropolitan and nonmetropolitan counties within these
divisions.®? As in earlier years, the lowest maternal mor-
tality rates were found in the rural parts of metropolitan
counties. These comprise chiefly the unincorporated suburbs
around large cities. The rate of 49.0 for the rural parts of
nonmetropolitan counties was almost twice that of 25.0 for
the rural area of the metropolitan counties. In seven out of
the nine divisions of the country, the rate was higher for
the urban part of the metropolitan counties than for the rural.
This difference varied greatly, from 11 percent for the East
South Central States to 85 percent for the Middle Atlantic
States, This relationship was reversed for the nonmetro-
politan counties in eight of the nine divisions. In all divisions
except the West North Central, rates were consistentlyhigher
for the rural portions of each division than for the cities.

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SECTION 2. LIFE TABLES

The mortality rates for a specific period may be sum-
marized by the life table method to obtain measures of
comparative longevity. There are two types of life tables—
the generation or cohort life table and the current life table.
The generation life table provides a ‘longitudinal” per-
spective in that it follows the mortality experience of a
particular cohort, all persons born in the year 1900 for
example, from the moment of birth through consecutive ages
in successive calendar years. Based on age-specific mor-
tality rates observed during consecutive calendar years, the
generation life table reflects the mortality experience of a
cohort from birth until no lives remain in the group.

The better-known current life table may, by contrast,
be characterized as''cross-sectional.” Unlike the generation
life table, the current life table doesnotrepresent the mor-
tality experience of an actual cohort. Rather, the current
life table considers a hypothetical cohort and assumes that
it is subject to the age-specific mortality rates observed
for an actual population during a particular period. Thus,
for example, a current life table for 1961 assumes a hypo-
thetical cohort subject throughout its lifetime to the age-
specific mortality rates prevailing for the actual population
in 1961, The current life table may thus be characterized as
rendering a ''snapshot'' of current mortality experience. In
this section, the term 'life table'’ refers to the current life
table only and not to the generation life table.

The life table program ‘

There are three series of life tables prepared in the
National Vital Statistics Division (NVSD)-—complete, provi-
sional abridged, and final abridged life tables. The complete
life tables for the U.S. population contain life table values
for single years of age and are based on decennial census
data and déaths for a 3-year period about the cénsus
vear and have been prepared since 1900. The provisional
abridged life tables contain values by age groups and are
based on a 10-percent sample of deaths. The final abridged
life tables (referred to in this section as "abridged life
tables™) also contain values by agegroups but are based on a
complete count of all reported deaths.

In response to a growing number of requests for post-
censal life table values, a series of abridgedlife tables was
initiated in 1945. Available annually since that year, the
abridged life tables are based on deaths occurring during the
calendar year and on midyear postcensal population esti-
mates provided by the U.S. Bureau of the Census. (The popu-
lation figures used in the 1960abridgedlife tables, however,
were taken from the April 1 census enumeration.) Refine-
ments in both the techniques for estimating population and

the methods for constructing abridged life tables permitthe
preparation of abridged life tables whichprovide reasonably
accurate data on current trends in expectation of life and
survivorship. Abridged life tables for 1945 to 1952 were con-
structed by the Greville method;! since 1953, a modified
method has been employed. The 1945 abridged life tables
were prepared for white and nonwhite males and females.
Since 1946, abridged life tables for the total population have
also been available, and since 1957 abridged life tables have
been calculated for total males and total females, regardless
of color. Starting with 1959, additional abridged life tables
‘have been published for total whites and total nonwhites,
regardless of sex.

Numerous requests have been received annually for
current life table statistics that are more detailed than
those available in the abridged life tables. Therefore,
tables showing lx and ¢_ values by single years of age,
interpolated from the abridged life tables, have been pub-
lished beginning with 1960.

The demand for information regarding up-to-date life
table values has been responsible for the introduction of a
third series, provisional abridged life tables. Starting with
1958, provisional abridged life tables have been published, '
for the total population only, in Part 2 of the Annual Sum-
mary, Monthly Vital Statistics Report. Values in these life
tables are based on population estimates provided by the
U.S. Bureau of the Census and on the estimated number of
deaths derived from the Current Mortality Sample (CMS).
The CMS is a 10-percent sample of death certificates
received each month in vital statistics offices; the sample is
taken by selecting 1 certificate outofevery 10 death certifi-
cates received between two dates a month apart.

Life table values for 1961

The two basic sources of data used in the preparation
of the U.S. life tables for 1961 are the final mortality statis~
tics, and the midyear estimates of the population by age,
color, and sex prepared by the U.S. Bureau of the Census.

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Expectation of life.—Perhaps the best known of the life
table statistics are the estimates of expectation of life (eo ),
that is, the average remaining lifetime, in years, for persons
who have attained a given age (x). Values of expectation of
life at specified ages in 1961 are shown for the total U.S.
population, total males, and total females in table 2-1: and
for total whites, white males, white females, total nonwhites,
nonwhite males, and nonwhite females in table 2-2, In ad-
dition, vaiues of expectation of life at single years of age,
by color and sex, are shown in table 2-4.

The expectation of life at birth (eOO ) is the most widely

used of the expectation of life values. This measure repre-
sents the average number of years that the members of the
life table cohort may expect to live at the time of birth. In
other words, it is the average age at death of the life table
cohort. Based on the mortality experience of the population
during 1961, the expectation of life atbirthis 67.8 years for
white males, 74.5 for white females,61.9 for nonwhite males,
and 67.0 for nonwhite females. These values reflect the
higher mortality of males over females and of nonwhites
over whites. Expectation of life at birth for white females
is 6.7 years longer than that for white males, and the cor-
responding excess for nonwhite females is 5.1 years. How-
ever, because of the substantially higher mortality of non-
whites over whites, the life expectancy at birth for white
males exceeds that for nonwhite females by 0.8 year.

Expectation of life at birth is strongly affected by the
relatively large number of deaths occurring during the first
year of life. In comparing the mortality experience of two
(or more) populations, it is sometimes preferable to con-
sider expectation of life at age 1 (eol ), since this measure

is not affected by the infant mortality rat%. Indeed, as shown
in tables 2-1 and 2-2, eol is higher than €, in all population

groups; those persons who survive the hazards of infancy
exhibit an increase in the average number of years of life
remaining over the number expected when they were 1 year
younger. The 1961 values of expectation of life at age 1 are
68.5 years for white males, 75.0 for white females, 63.8
for nonwhite males, and 68.6 for nonwhite females. The in-
crease in expectation of life at age 1 over that at age O is
substantial for nonwhite males and females (1.9 and 1.6
years, respectively) but considerably smaller for white
males and females (0.7 and 0.5 year, respectively), and this
reflects the higher infant mortality experience of the non-
white population.

Values of expectation of life for single years of age are
presented in table 2-4. It may be of interest for certain
purposes, for example, to examine average remaining life-
time at ages 21, 62, and 65. These ages may be regarded as
representing, respectively, the attainment of adulthood, the
minimum retirement age prescribed by the Social Secu-
rity Act, and the normal retirement age. The 1961 values of
expectation of life for age 21 are 49.5years for white males,
55.6 years for white females, 45.1 years for nonwhite males,
and 49.5 years for nonwhite females. Corresponding values
for age 62 are 14.8, 18.4, 14.3, and 16.9 years; and for age
65 are 13.1, 16.1, 13.0, and 15.5 years.

The concept '"expectation of life’ is misleading if it
implies the notion of forecasting. It is important to under-
stand that expectation of life values forecast average re-
maining lifetime only for the hypothetical cohort of the life
table. Forecasts of expectation of life in 1961 for any actual
population must take into consideration not only mortality
experience in 1961 but also mortality experience in subse-
quent calendar years.

Median length of life.— Another possible standard for
comparing longevity among different populations is provided
by the median length of life at birth, or ""probable lifetime,"
which is the age at which exactly half of the members of the
original life table cohort have died. In other words, it is the
median age at death of the life table cohort. For the 1961
abridged life tables, which start with cohorts of 100,000 live
births, the median length of life at birth is the age at which
there remain exactly 50,000 survivors. Readily computed
from the lxvalues in table 2-3, median length of life at birth,

on the basis of the 1961 mortality rates, is 71.6 years for
white males, 78.7 for white females, 65.8 for nonwhite males,
and 70.7 for nonwhite females. In computing median length
of life at birth, it is assumed thatdeaths are evenly distrib-
uted within the age interval containing the median age.

A comparison of these ''probable lifetime" measures
with those for expectation of life at birth shows that the
former exceed the latter for each population group. Thus,
median length of life at birth for white males in 1961 is 3.8
years longer than expectation of life at birth; for white
females, 4.2 years; for nonwhite males, 3.9; and for non-
white females, 3.7. These differences are, in large part,
brought about by the relatively high toll of mortality to the
cohort during the first year of life,

Survivors to specified ages.— Another value which can
be readily determined from the life table is the number (or
percentage) of persons in the original cohort surviving to a
specified age. The ! columns in tables 2-1 to 2-3 contain
such data. Thus on thé basis of the 1961 life tables, the per-
centage of white males in a cohort of 100,000 live births
surviving to age 1 is 97.5; of white females, 98.1; of non-
white males, 95.5; and of nonwhite females, 96.3. At age 21,
respective percentages are 95.9, 97.2, 93.2, and 94.8; and at
age 65, respective percentages are 66.3, 81.1,51.9, and 61.3.

Trends and comparisons

0
Table 2-5 shows expectation of life values (ex) at
specified ages as well as numbers of survivors (lx) to

specified ages for selected years during the period 1900 to
1961. Although life table values for periods prior to the
1929-31 life table are not strictly comparable with those for
later periods, certain trends may be noted.

The geographic areas covered in life tables prior to 1939~
41 were limited to the death-registration areas (data from
Texas were estimated for the 1929-31 life tables). Life tables
for 1939-41 through 1958 cover the conterminous United
States. For 1959 the data include Alaska; and beginning with
the year 1960, Alaska and Hawaii. However, itis not believed
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that the inclusion of these two States materially affects life
table values. Life tables for 1919-21 were constructed using
mortality data from the 1920 death-registration States—34
States and the District of Columbja—and for 1900-1902 and
1909-11, from the 1900 death-registration States—10States
and the District of Columbia.

Life expectancy values for 1961 increased slightly from
the comparable figures for 1960. The increase in expec-
tation of life at birth was 0.5 year for the total population,
0.4 year for males, and 0.5 year for females. In the 1900-
1902 life table, the expectation of life at birth for the white
female was 16.1 years greater than for the nonwhite female;
in the 1961 life table, the differentialis 7.5 years. Compara-
ble figures for males are, respectively, 15.7 and 5.9 years.

In making comparisons between 1900-1902 life table
values and current figures, it should be kept in mind that
the former data were based on the death-registration States
only, The values shown in the 1900-1902 life tables are
probably not totally reflective of the entire population. This
is particularly true inthe case of the nonwhite group because
the mortality data covered mainly the urban Northeast and
excluded the majority of the nonwhites living inthe Southern
States. Therefore, complete comparability between 1900-
1902 values and current values does not exist.

Females in both color groups during the period 1900
to 1961 have had greater increases in expectation of life at
birth than have males. In the 1900-1902 life tables, ex-
pectation of life at birth for the white female was 2.9 years
longer than for the white male; for the nonwhite female it
was 2.5 years in excess of thatfor the nonwhite male. Com-
parable figures for the 1961 life tables are, respectively,
6.7 and 5.1 years.

For all color-sex groups, expectamon of life values
between 1900 and 1961 have increased not only 4t age 0 but
also at every successive age. An inspection of table 2-5
shows that increases are generally greatest for the younger

elements of the population, but the recent values even at
relatively older ages are substantially higher than in 1900-
1902. The increase in expectation oflife atage 20 from 1900
to the present is 8.2 years for white males, 12.8 for white
females, 10.9 for nonwhite males, and 13.6 for nonwhite
females. For the same population groups, respective in-
creases at age 65 are 1.6,3.9,2.6,and 4.1 years.

MORTALITY 2-5

Trends in survivorship may also be determined by an
examination of the proportion of persons in the original
cohort who survive tospecified ages. Between 1900and 1961,
the proportion of the life table cohort reaching age 65 has
increased by 69 percent for white males, 85 percent for
white females, 173 percent for nonwhite males, and 179 per-
cent for nonwhlte females. It is apparent that the greater
relative mortality improvement has occurred in the non-
white population. Although mortality rates for nonwhites are
gtill substantially higher than those for whites, comparatively
greater strides have been made in the reduction of the non-
white mortality rates.

There has been an 1ncreas1ng interest in data on
average length of life (e ) for single calendar years

prior to the initiation of the annual abridged life table
series in 1945. In order to meet these needs, the esti-
mated figures given in table 2-6 have been computed. 3
From these estimates, average annual increases in ex-
pectation of life at birth may be computed. Since the turn
of the century, the total population has, on the average,
each year added 0.38 year to its expectation of life at birth.
During the same period, white males have added 0.35 year
per annum; white females, 0.42; nonwhite males, 0.48; and
nonwhite females, 0.55. Such annual increases have not,
however, been evenly distributed over the period since
1900. Average annual increases during 1951 to 1961 are,
for example, less marked than those for 1941 to 1951.
Average annual increases in expectation of life at birth
for 1941 to 1951 were 0.21 year per annum for white males,
0.39 for white females, 0.66 for nonwhite males, and 0.80 for
nonwhite females, Corresponding figures for 1951 to 1961
are, respectively, 0.13, 0.21, 0.28, and 0.37 year. These
statistics suggest that although increases in expectation of
life at birth are still taking place, the rate of increase is
slowing down. No clear-cut reason for the leveling off
process is apparent.

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Explanation of the Columns of the Life Table

Column 1—Age intevval (x to x + n)..—The age interval
shown in column 1 is the interval between the two exact ages
indicated. For instance, ''20-25'" means the 5-year interval
between the 20th birthday and the 25th.

Column 2~~Proportion dying (nqx).—-This column

shows the proportion of the cohort who are alive at the
beginning of an indicated age interval and who will die before
reaching the end of that age interval. For example, for white
males in the age interval 20-25, the proportion dying is
0.0080—out of every 1,000 white males alive and exactly
20 years old at the beginning of the period, 8.0 will die before

reaching their 25th birthday. Inother words, the 4  values

represent probabilities that persons who are alive atthe be-
ginning of a specific age interval will die before reaching the
beginning of the next age interval. The '"proportion dying"
column forms the basis of the life table; the life table is so
constructed that all other columns are derived from it.

Column 3—Numbeyr surviving (1 J.—This column shows

the number of persons, starting witha cohortof 100,000 live
births, who survive to the exact age marking the beginning
of each age interval, The lx values are computed from the

wx values, which are successively applied to the remainder

of the original 100,000 persons still alive at the beginning of
each age interval. Thus, out of 100,000 white male babies
born alive, 97 458 will complete the first year of life and
enter the second; 97,079 will begin the sixth year; 96,019
will reach age 20; and 13,519 will live to age 85.

Column 4—Number dying ( dx). —This column shows
n

the number dying in each successive age interval out of
100,000 live births. Out of 100,000 white males born alive,
2,542 die in the first year of life, 379 in the succeeding 4
years, 772 in the S-year period between exact ages 20 and
25, and 13,519 die after reaching age 85. Each figure in
column 4 is the difference between two successive figures
in column 3.

Colummns 5 and 6—Stationary population (ancmd Tx).-—

Suppose that a group of 100,000 individuals like that assumed
in columns 3 and 4 is born every year and that the pro-
portions dying in each such group in each age interval
throughout the lives of the members are exactly those shown
in column 2. If there were no migration and if the births
were evenly distributed over the calendar year, the sur-
vivors of these births would make up what is called a sta-
tionary population--stationary because in such a population
the number of persons living in any given age group would
never change. When an individual left the group, either by
death or by growing older and entering the next higher
age group, his place would immediately be taken by some-
one entering from the next lower age group. Thus, a census
taken at any time in such a stationary community would
always show the same total population and the same

numerical distribution of that population among the various
age groups. In such a stationary population supported by
100,000 annual births, column 3 shows the number of persons
who, each year, reach the birthday whichmarks the beginning
of the age interval indicated in column 1, and column 4
shows the number of persons who die each year in the in-
dicated age interval.

Column 5 shows the number of persons in the stationary
population in the indicated age interval. For example, the
figure given for white males in the age interval 20-25 is
478,189. This means that in a stationary population of white
males supported by 100,000 annual births and with propor-
tions dying in each age group always in accordance with
column 2, a census taken on any date would show 478,189
persons between exact ages 20 and 25.

Column 6 shows the total number of persons in the
stationary population (column $) in the indicated age interval
and all subsequent age intervals. For example, in the sta-
tionary population of white males referred to in the last
illustration, column 6 shows that there wouldbe at any given
moment a total of 4,840,535 persons who have passed their
20th birthday. The population at all ages O and above (in
other words, the total population of the stationary community)
would be 6,777,190.

Column 7—Avevage vemaining lifetime (eo ).—The
average remaining lifetime (also called expectation of life)
at any given age is the average number of years remaining
to be lived by those surviving to that age on the basis of a
given set of age-specific rates of dying. In order to arrive
at this value, it is firstnecessary toobserve that the figures
in column 5 of the life table can also be interpreted in terms
of a single life table cohortwithout introducing the concept of
the stationary population. From this point of view, each
figure in column 5 represents the total time (in years) lived
between two indicated birthdays by all those reaching the
earlier birthday among the survivors of a cohort of 100,000
live births. Thus, the figure 478,189 for white males in the
age interval 20-25 is the total number of years lived between
the 20th and 25th birthdays by the 96,019 (column 3) who
reached the 20th birthday out of 100,000 white males born
alive. The corresponding figure (4,840,535)in column 6 is
the total number of years lived after attaining age 20 by the
96,019 reaching that age. This number of years divided by
the number of persons (4,840,535 divided by 96.019) gives
50.4 years as the average remaining lifetime of white males
at age 20.

Care must be exercised in drawing conclusions from
the figures in column 7. Thus, in observingthat the average
remaining lifetime of white persons is greater than that of
nonwhite, one shouldnotconclude that the oldestages reached
by white persons necessarily exceed those attained by the
most long-lived nonwhite. The difference in the average
length of life results from the fact thata greater proportion
of nonwhite persons die before reaching old age. For ex~
ample, the number surviving to age 65 out of 100,000 born
alive is far greater among whites than among nonwhites;
yet the average length of life remaining at age 65 is nearly
the same for both groups.

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SECTION 3. INFANT MORTALITY

Trend of infant mortality

The relatively favorable health conditions experienced
by the general population in 1961 (highlighted by the absence
of any notable epidemic of respiratory diseases) were re-
flected in a decline in the infant mortality rate—almost 3
percent below that for 1960 (26.0) and the lowest figure on
record for this country (25.3 deaths under 1 year per 1,000
live births).

Although most of this decline took place atages 28 days
and over, both the neonatal mortality rate and the post-
neonatal rate werc lower than they had ever been. The
neonatal mortality rate——deaths under 28 days per 1,000
live births—was 18.4 in 1961 and 18.7 in 1960. These figures
are shown separately for white and nonwhite infants for the
years 1915 through 1961 in table 3-A.

In recent years it has been recognized that the slope of
the curve of the long-term decline in the infant martality
rate has leveled off. In one studyitwas pointed out that this
change in the trend appeared to have begun around 1949 or
1950. The author states, '"During the period 1933-49, the
infant mortality rate for all races decreased about 4.3 per-
centeach year. ... However, beginning about 1950 the rate
of decrease in infant mortality dropped to 2.0 percent per
annum.

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"The mortality experience of white infants follows the
same pattern as the total infant mortality trend. For non-
whites the deceleration in the downward trend is even more
marked. In the period 1933-49, the nonwhite infant mortality
rate decreased 4.6 percent per annum. Between 1950 and
1956, the rate of decline slowed down to 1.2 percent per
year.''!

The long-term downward trend was broken by successive
increases in the infant mortality rate for 1957 and for 1958.
Although declines were registered in the 3 subsequentyears,
only in 1961 did the rate fall below the 1956 level. Thus the
infant mortality rates for the mosf recent 5-year period
represent a further deceleration in the rate of decline.

Infant mortality by age, color, and sex

The sex and color differences characteristic of infant
mortality in the past are repeated for 1961. These data are
shown by age in table 3-B. Rates for all ages under 5 months
for both color groups are considerably higher for males than
for females. Rates for nonwhite infants, both male and
female, are higher than those for white infants at every age—~
the most pronounced difference occurring during the post-
neonatal period. The death rates for ages 28 days to 11
months were 1,449.5 per 100,000 live births for nonwhites and
549.8 for whites. For whites, 25 percent of all infant deaths
occurred during the postneonatal period as compared with
36 percent for nonwhites.

Infant mortality rates for each year 1951-61 aregiven by
age and color in table 3-C and by cause in table 3-D. These
rates are presented per 100,000 live births in order to

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facilitate comparison of differences in rates from one year
to another in categories where frequencies are small.

Between 1951 and 1961, death rates for white and non-
white infants increased for the age group under 1 day and
declined for all other age groups shown intable 3-C. Among
infants in the neonatal period, decreases in excess of 25 per-
cent occurred atages 3 days and over for white infants and at
ages 3 through 6 days for nonwhite. Among infants in the
postneonatal period, decreases in excess of 25 percent
occurred at ages 4 months and over for white infants and at
ages 6 months and over for nonwhite. A decrease of less than
10 percent occurred for infants 2 months of age in both color
groups. It has been suggested that the rise in infant mortality
rates between 1951 and 1961 for the important age interval
under 1 day—2 percent among whites and 11 percent among
nonwhites—~may reflect more accurate reporting of births.
The frequency with which deaths soon after delivery are
reported as fetal deaths might have diminished in recent
years, particularly in consequence of the increasing pro-
portion of deliveries occurring in hospitals.

Infant mortality by cause

Rates by cause for 1951 to 1961 are given in table 3-D,
For most of the more frequentcauses, the rates change very
little from year to year. In 1961 the rate for deaths from
congenital malformations was 363.5—7.4 percent under the
comparable rate for 1951, This rate hag tended to decline
gradually over the last decade. The rate for deaths due to
influenza and pneumonia, except pneumonia of newborn, has
fluctuated within a narrow range. This rate was 215.6 in 1961
compared with a low for the decade of 205.5in 1955 and a high
of 236.7 in 1952.

The death rate for birth injuries has declined annually
with but one exception over the pastdecade; the rate of 232.5

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in 1961 was 26 .percent below that for 1951. The most
frequently reported birth injuries are those classified as
intracranial and spinal injury at birth. The rate for this
cause in 1961 was 47 percent below that for 1951. The rate
for deaths from postnatal asphyxia and atelectasis with
immaturity increased gradually from 1951 to 1958. For the
past 3 years, however, the rate for eachyear has been lower
than that for the preceding year. The deathrate recorded for
immaturity, unqualified, declined for each of the past 10
years. These changes may be the result of the use of more
specific terms in reporting infant deaths.

Immaturity is a major cause of infantdeaths, The Inter-
national Classification of Diseases® defines an infant whose
birth weight is less than 2,500 grams as immature.
Immaturity as a factor associated with the cause of death is
contained in the Classification for those causes which fall
under the general heading Certain Diseases of Early Infancy.
Since the death certificate doesnotcontainanitem on weight
at birth, the assignments to immaturity in the cause-of-death
classification depend entirely on the physician’s entry of this
fact in the medical certification. Three-fifths of all infant
deaths in 1961 were assigned to Certain Diseases of Early
Infancy. Within this group, immaturity was mentioned in
almost three-fourths of the cases.

Infant mortality by geographic area and ‘color

Infant mortality rates by color for 1957 through 1961
are shown for each State and geographic division in table 3-E,
and neonatal mortality rates by the same variables are given
in table 3-F. The infant mortality rate for 1961 was lower
than that for 1960 for 33 States and the District of Columbia,
equal for 4 States, and higher for 13. The rate of 20.3
recorded for Utah was the lowest for any State in 1961. The
rate of 37.8 for Mississippi was the highest. The largest
proportionate declines between 1960 and 1961 occurred in
South Dakota, Georgia, and New Mexico; the largestincreases
in Vermont and Delaware. -

The infant mortality rate for the New England Division
in 1961 was 22.6, the lowest for any of the divisions. Next
lowest was the West North Central Division, where it was
22.8. Also below the average for the United States were the
rates for the Middle Atlantic (23.6), East North Central
(23.7), and Pacific Divisions (23.3). Rates were above average
in the three southern divisions and in the Mountain Division.

Infant mortality rates adjusted for

changing numbers of births

The infant mortality rate is based on live births and
infant deaths occurring in the same calendar year. This has
the effect of lowering the infant death rate for a year when
there has been an increase in the number of births. For a
year when the number of births had declined, the opposite
effect would occur. A truer measure would result if deaths
were allocated to the year in which each infant was born.
The following rates for 1940 and 1945-61 approximate such
an allocation by taking intoaccount differences in the number
of births between consecutive years. For recent years, the
adjusted rate has not varied greatly from the conventional
rate,
