Distribution of three CORE functions

* Fund core separate from research projects - no Consensus
= Qutreach some ICRCs felt better positioned than others

Research Concerns

= Research S not sufficient for large projects but good for pilots and
using results for leveraging larger grants

= Shorter time periods for research allows more flexibility

» Should research echo NCIPC priorities or allow for more innovation
Multi-focal versus Single Focus Centers

= Serve different purposes

» Hard to judge within same FOA
Comprehensive versus Developmental Centers

» Good idea but not at expense of comprehensive
