The CDC VSP 2017 Construction Guidelines will apply to all new vessels in which the keel is laid after XXXX, XX, 2017
12.11.1.6
The construction guidelines will also apply to major renovations planned after Xxxxx, XX 2017.  A major renovation is a renovation where a new food area (e.g., galley, bar, buffet) is installed, a new facility (e.g., recreational water, Child activity center) is installed, or an existing food area or facility is changed by size or equipment type (e.g., replacing holding equipment with cooking equipment) by 30% or more from the original.  It also includes the addition of or change to an area/facility or a technical system (e.g., potable water, wastewater, air systems) through the introduction of new technology.  


Public Health Significance:

As currently written, the construction guidelines would be applicable if changing like-for-like equipment even if the change does not affect the flow of food throughout the area, for example when switching out cold wells, or changing grills for tilting skillets.  Construction guidelines should only apply when there is a significant change to the structure or flow of food service.  
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
