Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

12.1.1.1 Routine Inspections

An unannounced, complete sanitation inspection by VSP Environmental Health Officers (EHOs) will be done twice each federal fiscal year if the vessel is available at six month intervals or as close thereto as possible.  This does not apply to failing vessel reinspections or no-sail reinspections as described in 12.10.1.


Public Health Significance:


Supporting information: 

CLIA Members have experienced vessel inspections in as little as six weeks between each other for vessels that have had good scores each time.  In those instances, CLIA Members do not see the value of a second vessel inspection so soon after the first vessel inspection of the year.  We understand that the VSP is trying to get in the two inspections within the fiscal year, and if that vessel does not spend much time in the US, then there is limited opportunity to do so.  However, from a Public Health viewpoint, CLIA Members struggle with the justification of doing a second inspection so soon after the first.

As such, and noting that other ship inspection regimes follow a similar interval of about 6 months for frequency of inspections, we’ve proposed the above interval provision.
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
