10.3.2.2.4 Decks (42) 

Carpeting must be vacuumed daily and must be periodically cleaned when it becomes visibly soiled. Decks must be washed and disinfected when soiled or at least daily.

Green text: Daily vacuuming can be suspended during elevated AGE illness or after a public vomiting or diarrhea incident.

Public Health Significance:

There are a number of articles and practices published that indicate that vacuuming daily could inhibit infection control procedures due to the potential aerosolization of viral particles.  Based on the referenced literature below, general industry practice during elevated viral outbreak levels has  been to suspend vacuuming in areas associated with a PVI/PDI incident.  Should the term “vacuumed daily” be retained, there is industry concern that we may not be adhering to the manual while trying to control the outbreak.  CLIA notes that during individual Member line conversations with VSP officials, there has been agreement that vacuuming during an outbreak may inhibit the ship’s ability to control the infection. CLIA Members would like this memorialized by deleting the text outlined above.
