Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution:

6.1.1 Food Flow 

Arrange the flow of food through a vessel in a logical sequence that eliminates or minimizes cross-traffic or backtracking. 
Provide a clear separation of clean and soiled operations. When a common corridor is used for movement of both clean and soiled operations, the minimum distance from bulkhead to bulkhead must be considered. Within a galley, the standard separation between clean and soiled operations must be a minimum of 2 meters (6½ feet). For smaller galleys (e.g., specialty, bell box) the minimum distance will be assessed during the plan review. Additionally, common corridors for size and flow of galley operations will be reviewed during the plan review.



Suggestion for change in section 6.1.1 as follow:


For smaller galleys (e.g., specialty, bell box) the minimum distance will be assessed and defined during the consultation process according the available space (and approved - not approved during plan review). Additionally, common corridors for size and flow of galley operations will be reviewed and defined also during the consultation process (and approved - not approved during plan review).
Afterward, if there’s no sufficient available space to minimize the clean/soiled cross-traffic for full compliance with VSP requirements, procedural solution should be provided (Operation procedure). E.g. Different timing of clean/soiled operations, enclosed plastic containers or beans to be used for soiled dishes transport, etc.


  Public Health Significance:

This change (adaptation) can bring certain improvement and benefit in VSP requirements implementation. It can allow smaller passenger vessels and yachts to implement the VSP program, provide new solutions and minimizes cross-traffic of clean/soiled operations as much as possible and in that way bring progress in prevention of acute gastroenteritis diseases transmission.   


Supporting information: 

Yellow marked text in original document doesn’t entirely define specifically the distance (between clean and soiled operations) for small galleys so it doesn’t give specific measures which could be accepted (minimum distance).  That means, it doesn’t give clear guide on how to proceed with construction of mentioned areas.

Above given suggestion for change is simple proposal and it is a subject of modification or improvement by VSP if required.
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
