18.2 Food Waste Disposal
Provide space for trash cans, garbage grinder, or FOOD WASTE SYSTEMS. Grinders are optional in pantries and bars, but space must be provided for at least two waste bins if no food waste system is installed.

Space for waste bins is not required for ice pantries with only ice service and no warewashing.

Public Health Significance:

With the move toward recycling onboard, there are more waste bins in pantries – bar and housekeeping – and there is often no space for these bins.  The bins often end up against the ice machine or clean storage racks or block the handwashing station.
