Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

Standardize definition of a “handwash station”.  Section 9.1.1.1.6. requires “hot and cold running water” and does not specify water temperature.  Recommend including language from Section 7.7.1.1.3., “A handwashing sink must be equipped to provide water at a temperature of at least 100oF (38oC) through a mixing valve or combination faucet.  For handwash sinks with electronic sensors, and other types of handwash sinks where the user cannot make temperature adjustments, the temperature provided to the user after the mixing valve must not exceed 120oF (49oC).”

Section 17.5.4. of the Construction Guidelines does not require hot and cold running water.  Recommend adding the requirement for “hot and cold running water”, as well as the temperature requirements as stated in Ops Manual 7.7.1.1.3. 

Public Health Significance:
Provide consistency for all handwash stations.
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
