Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

Amend light level requirement for “Behind and Around Equipment” to the below. 

In Construction Guideline 19.6
In bars and over dining room waiters’ stations designed for lowered lighting during normal operations, provide lighting that can be raised to 220 110 lux (20 10 foot-candles) during cleaning operations, as measured at 760 millimeters (30 inches) above the deck.

In Operation Manual 7.7.5.1.3
The light intensity must be at least 110 lux (10 foot candles) at handwashing stations in bars. In bars and dining room waiter stations, provide 220 110 lux (20 10 foot candles) light intensity during cleaning operations.

Public Health Significance:

The amended proposed light level requirements in the bars and dining room wait stations allows proper visibility during cleaning operations. This is consistent with the 2013 FDA Food Code and other requirements within the Operation Manual, where 110 Lux is considered adequate to achieve proper visibility for cleaning.

Lighting 6-303.11 Intensity. 
The light intensity shall be: 
(A) At least 108 lux (10 foot candles) at a distance of 75 cm (30 inches) above the floor, in walk-in refrigeration units and dry FOOD storage areas and in other areas and rooms during periods of cleaning;
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
