To add suitable wording to allow alternative provisions for ships based outside the United States. 

Cheese must be obtained pasteurized unless alternative procedures to pasteurization are specified in the CFR, such as 21 CFR 133 Cheeses and Related Cheese Products, for curing certain cheese varieties or obtained from sources that meet or exceed the standards of health authorities from the source country.

Public Health Significance:
To hold cheese procured from outside the US to a public health standard and align the cheese requirements with those already provided for milk in section 7.3.2.1.6.
