Public Health Significance:

The Time Control Plan contains language that describes both the concept and operation of Time Control.  The proper execution of Time Control is the food safety risk mitigating factor, and therefore, the plan should not be considered a critical control point or a critical item.   

Supporting information: 

It is our belief that this is more of an administrative issue when deficiencies are identified and  that foodborne illness is not caused purely by a poorly written time control plan, but rather by actual poor food handling practices including failures in following the clear ‘time’ control requirements. 
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
