Recommend adding: 
"In machines with an auxiliary rinse feature, the utensil surface temperature of 71C(160F) or above may be achieved using the auxiliary rinse feature."

Public Health Significance:

The auxiliary rinse is supported by a tank which maintains a constant temperature.  This allows the equipment to be more efficient than the flow -through system in the final rinse mode. 

Additionally, there is no curtain separating auxiliary rinse from final rinse, so the two rinse cycles may be considered as one final rinse.
