14.0 Hood Systems
14.2 Cooking and Hot Holding Equipment 
14.2.1 Cooking Equipment 
Install hood or canopy systems above cooking equipment in accordance with safety of life-at-sea (SOLAS) requirements to and ensure that they remove excess steam and grease-laden vapors and prevent condensate from collecting on surfaces.
ADD:
14.2.1.1 Overhang 
Provide canopy exhaust hoods over mounted cooking equipment (i.e. combination oven) to have a minimum 150-millimeter (6-inch) overhang from the edges of equipment to capture excess steam and heat and prevent condensate from collecting on surfaces when the equipment door is opened.  

Public Health Significance:

Improperly designed canopy hood exhaust systems result in the formation of condensate and grease collection on the surrounding bulkhead, deckheads, and equipment.

The change request will strengthen the ventilation design and help ensure improved removal of steam, grease, and heat. 


Supporting information: 

During operational audits and training, I  have found that with the installation of counter mounted combination ovens, the leading edge (front door) aligns with the front edge of the grill canopy.  When the doors are opened the grease laden steam is not exhausted and accumulates on the surrounding deckheads, bulkheads, and other equipment.

There are requirements for a 150mm overhang in the warewash canopy hood system and felt this would be appropriate fix for the hood canopy over cooking/hot holding equipment as well.
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
