Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

Bulkheads and deckheads must have SMOOTH, hard finishes and light colored surfaces. Exception: bars may have decorative surfaces provided that they are EASILY CLEANABLE.


Public Health Significance:

These decorative surfaces in the operational areas of the bars of have been found to be soiled with dust and beverage splash during the operational areas since the exception was provided in the 2011 Construction Guidelines.  Where they have been found to be clean, this has often been the result of extraordinary efforts on the part of the crews on these ships, VSP inspectors have been told.
