Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

36.1 Handwashing Facilities
Passenger and crew public toilets (not including food-area toilets) must be provided with a handwashing station that includes the following: 
• Hot and cold running water. 
• Soap dispenser. 
• A method to dry hands (e.g., sanitary hand-drying device, paper towel dispenser). 
• A sign advising users to wash hands (pictograms are acceptable). 

36.1 2 No-touch Exits 
Provide either of the following in the public toilet rooms: 
36.12.1 Hands-free Exit 
Hands-free exits from toilet rooms (such as doorless entry, automatic door openers, latchless doors that open out), or 
36.12.2 Paper Towel Dispensers and Waste Receptacle 
Paper towel dispensers at or after handwashing stations and a waste receptacle near the last exit door(s) to allow for towel disposal.

36.2.3 Signs
A sign or pictogram must be posted advising users of toilet facilities to use hand towel, paper towel, or tissue to open the door unless the exit is hands free.
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Public Health Significance:

Alignment with 2011 VSP Operation’s Manual verbiage, Section 9.1.1.1.6 and 9.1.1.1.8. 

Supporting information: 

Consideration that other sign requirements (e.g. in food areas) during construction should be the same for these public area signs prior to the ship starting operation.
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
